Those provizions of the Dingley bill as It was

reporied to the House whieh lakl duties on books,

sclentific apparatus and works of art, whether
fmported for purposes of exhibition and instruc-
tion or for sale, were generally amd justly cen-
sured as being both needlogs and fmproper.  The
consent of the committee to modify those pro-

‘Ivislnm- tn the interest especially of educational

Anstitutions, and the passage of the Hill so amend-

¢ by the House, caused much satisfaction, The

coneesslons were welcomed  beeause they &p-
peared to he highly desirable in themselves, and
hecanse they slgnifled a fair and becoming
piElt in the tarllf muanagers.

The Dingley bill, on the con-
trary, originally taxed them all, and the amend-
wonts with which it went to the Senate made
culy two eoncessivns, When imported for the
pse of educational Institutions, “seientific appa-
sratis, Instroments, chemieals, books, maps
“and charts, sneh as are not made or published
“i) the United States,” were restored to the froe
tisn, and so, under conditions presumably de-
signed to he similar, thongh obscurely expiessed
to the apparent disadvantage of the colleges,
were paintings, statnary and othier works of art,
Otherwise, all these tumplements of learning,
enlinre and embellishment are to pay not less
than 25 per cent, paintings in oil and water
eolors having pald 15 per cent under the MeKin-
ley aet and being now aduidited free of duty.

At
whatever rate it were fixed it probably wonld
not alter the fashion in obedience to which 1g-
norant and valgar persons demand foreign piet-
ures without knowing whether they are good
or bad, and consequently it would probably dis-
appoint some American artists who are not ko
busy as they would like to be. But on the other
hand It would not exclude the works of foreign
artists which It s really advantageons and cred-
itable to possess, while it would shut the gate
on rubblsh,

FINE COURTESY OF HUDSON FREEHOLDERS

Hudson Coumty's (N. J.) Board of Freehold-
ers was recently called upon to diseuss a propo-
sitlon to utilize conviet labor on the county
roads, and particularly on the Bounlevard. The
prisoners fed and housed In the Penitentiary at
the expense of the taxpayers of Hudson County
econld have done this work at a trifilng cost,
honest laborers would not have suffered, and
the gemeral publie would have bhenefited. In
fact, the ldea seemed to be so alluring as to
warrant the average eitizen in predicting its Im-
mediate adoption. To be sure, it was conceded
that the inmates of the prison were not likely to
become enthusiastic over it, because they have
constitutional ohjections to exertion, and more
especlally to that form of it required in road
making or mending. But unsophisticated Indi-
viduals did not stop to think that the prisoners
had a representative on the Board of Freehold-
ere—a member of that body sentenced by the
courts to join them, and enly kept at liberty
pending a decision on his appeal, And a valiant
champlon of their rights, privileges and Inter-
ests lie proved to be. He pletured to his fellow-
Freeholders what the possibilities were if the
propositlon were adapted and his sentenee should
be confirmed: Me, a member of their Honor-
able Board, might be in one of the squads with
a shovel doing manuna! lahor under guavd, and
In the gaze of the free and independent ecltizens
who had elected him to the Board with the con-
victlon hanging over him!

The contemplation of that pathetle pleture was
o0 much for the assoclates of the convieted Free-
holder., and, with a fine sense of courtesy that
dld eredit to their chivalrons natures, the resolu-
tion to have prisoners work upon the roads was
voted down, There was no polities in it; "twas
simply an exhibition of that “fellow-feeling that
wakes one wondrons kind,"

SITTING SUPINELY BY.

Among the persons of distinetion who belleve
that the time has now fully arrived when this
country should not only have a currency of Its
own—wampum, if 1t g0 pleases—In spite of Old
World dietatlon, but shonld put a chip on s
shonlder and defy any effete monarchy to knock
i+ off. the econviction is hardening that it would
Lo great shame to us it we should sit supinely
by while the Old World {s having a nice little
war racket over an island In the Mediterranean,
and negleet the opportanity to make a rompus
of our own over an island similavly related aml
within Lalling distance of our own shores.  Not
that they personally hanker for a fight.  If there
should be a war they would not go near it them-
selves, but they wonld talk about it in such an
earnest and impassioned way that a great many
othier folks wonld go, and get all the glory, They
are entipely unselfish in their patriotism.  Thelr
idea 1s that this country has as good a right to
have a war as any of the played-out monarchies
and empires of the 014 World; that they have
no monopoly of the game, and that while they
are playing it, with the lives of thelr subjects
ag the countors, wo onght to show 1hem that we
have eltizens 1o ki onrselves, That would go
far to establish an equilibrinm between the two
hemlsphieres, But If we s sapinely by and
neglect the chanee to get inoon Culin while the
Powers are having fun with Crete our flag will
be *no better than a rag,” and the Old World
will not only despise us, bt will presently come
over and walk on us

There have been diffienlties hitherto in the
way of “pulling oft™ 1o use a techinieal terin—
4 wiar with Spain, The Tribune has already
adverted to some of them,  They have hien
vlidetty dne 1o what seems to be g fixed deter-
imination of the mosi exasperating character on
the part of Spain uot to give us any provocation,
The corresponilents wioim some of our enter-
prising newspapers, with self-sacriticing patriot-
Jsim that cannot be too highly commends], have
flung into the field between the contending
armies of Spain and the Cuban Insurgents, in
the hope of coaxing the Spanish anthorities Into
the perpetration of some sort of bood-eurdling
atrocity, liave been treatel with  provoking
vouetese and retusned with thanks Thizs has
heen g sorions disappointment to the newspaper
proprictors, who have counted on the suecess
of thls wethod of avonsing the spirit of patriot-
e and fooreasing their daily elreulation. In
these newspaper offices there is profound disgust
at the conduet of Spain, mingled with a sense
of shame at the helavior of Congress gl the
Foederal Adwministration, who, they say, are sit-
ting supinely hy.

But hope kas not fled,  Another eorrespondent
has been discovered In the clutehes of the Span-
ishi anthorities in Cuba. He was captured on
the Competitor about a year ago, while that ves-
sel wis engaged in the peaceful pursuit of car-
rying arms and munitlons of war to the Cuban
insurgents,  And although the Spanish authori-
tles, instigated by a perverse and mallclons pur-
pose to thwart our patriotic endeavors in behalf
of Caba, complied with the demand of onr Gav-
ernment for his trial by a civil court instead of
by court-martial, he has not yer heen released.
1t iz snid, however, that he soon will be, In pur-
suance of the same polley which has 8o exis-
perated our enterprising newspapecs and Hberty-
loving statesmen.  But Spain s not to get off €0
ensily. The delay In his telal s considered hy
stieh an ewinent authority an international liw
as Henator Morgan, of Alabama, a sofficient
easns belll,  That statesman has written a letter
In which he says that It makes his “blood boil
“to think that this great conuntry has sat supinely
“hy and permitted this outrage,” and that if he
was Prestdent of the Unlted States or the Secre-
tary of State the correspondent “would be free
“In twenty-four hours of Havana wonld be hom-
“harded.” He Is so much worked up about It
that L sayvs “Sometlmes T am ashamed of
this Government.,” It may be said, of eourse,
that Senator Morgan has fits of being ashamed
of this Government: that he had one thiry-six
vears ago which lasted for years. hut that
he got aver It.  Rut that is neither here nor
there. The lmportant fact Is that we have al-
ready a sufffelent eause for war, and that his

The tronble about it all, of course, s that it
takes two to make a quarrel; and so long as
Spain keeps releasing the newspaper  corre-
spondents whom we send to Cuba In the hope of
thelr belng maltreated or shot, the timid and
time-gerving majority of our eltizens, whose cold
blood never-or hardly ever—boils, will [nsist
that there Is no occaslon for bombarding Ha-
viana, even for the pralseworthy purpose of set-
ting off Cuba against Crete and keeping up the
equilibrium between the two hemlispheres, Still,
if Senator Morgan's blood econtinues to boll be-

cause we are sitting supinely by we apprebend
that no objection will be raised on the part of
the American people to his going down—thongh
he is not President or Secretary of state—and
bombarding Havana on his ewn account. He
wouldn't need the Navy. e could do it by word
of mouth, That might depopulate Cuba, but it
would give the United States a chanee 10 do
business In his absence.
e
MR. CORBETT'S APPOINTMENT.

Wao publish to-day in another column an ab-
stract of the argnment hy whieh Henry W, Cor-
bett, recently appointed a Senator from the State
of Oregon but still excluded from his seat in the
upper house of Congress, defends the validity of
his eredentials and urges on the Senate the jus-
tiee of his elaim to admission to fill the vacancy
from Oregon created hy the retirement of John
H. Mitohell on March 4 last. Mr. Corbett’s con-
tontlons are at once cogent and Ingenlous, and
the issues he ralses will have the exeellent offoct
of compelling a general overhauling of prece-
dents and a final adjustment of the many hazy
and conflicting views now held of the power of
vacancy appointment conferred by the Constitu-
tion on Governors of States.

The elreumstances under which Mr. Corbett
received his appolutment are well known. The
term of John 1T, Mitehell was to expire on March
8, 1807, and a Leglslature legally empowered to
choose his suecessor was eleeted in Oregon last
June. This Legislatuve was required to meet
at Salem In January, 1897; but the members of
the lower branch, though sppearing at the State
capltal, refused to organize, and no spssion of
the Loeglslature, in a legal sense, was held. The
members of hoth houses dispersed before March
8, and on March 6, Mr. Mitchell's term having
expired, the Governor of Oregon issued a cer-
tificate of appointment ta Mr. Corbett. Two ex-
treme views have heen taken In construing the
clause in the Constitution which authorizes the
appointment of Senators when vacancies “hap-
pen by resignation or otherwise.”” (m the one
hand, it has been held that vacancles of all sorts,
oceurring oither by chanes or hy the operation
of law, might properly ha filled by temporary
appointments. On the other hand, it has been
contended that exeentive actlon should be lim-
ited to supplying merely casual vacancies—such
as might oceur by death, by resignation, by ex-
pulsion or in some other equally unforeseen man-
ner. The Mantle case, declded in 1803, seemed
doubtless to give some countenance to the latter
view, for the Senate at that time rvefused to ad-
mit an appointes from Montana on the ground
that the vacancy was one occurring by opera-
tion of law, and that the State Legislature, qual-
ifled to eleet, had falled to do its evident duty.
Yet only a few months hefore this decision was
glven the Senate had admitted Mr. Pasco, of
Flarida, on a Governor's ecertificata of appoint-
ment, to flll temporarily the vacancy arlsing
from the expiration of his own term on March 3.
1803,  The Legislatura legally empowered to
choose Mr. Pasco's sneeessor could not meet
until April; but the Florlda Senator—as several
of his predecessors had done in a similar pre-
Aleament-tappeared at the Capitol with ereden-
tinls of appointment, and was admitted to take
part in tha speclal session beginning March 6,
18603,

These two decislons plainly clash, thongh to
what extent only a further interpretation of the
pointa settled in the Mantle ease can fully de-
monstrate.  Mr. Corbett Insists with manifest
resson that the Orezon vaecancy falls in the
came elass with that oecnrring In Ilorlda in 1806,
{nasmueh as the Leglsglature charged with an
eleetion In each ense bad not acinally met, On
the game gronnd Le easily avolds the damaging
Inferences of the Montana Indgment; for in Mon-
tana, he argnes, it was the patent fallure of the
Logislatnre to pravide for the suecession which
vitlated the eredentlals presented by the Gov-
ernor's appointee, 1t 15 1o be hoped that Mr.
Corbett's title will he pazsed upon by the Sen-
ate in a commendably judicial and non-partizan
spirit; for the declsion In his ease will go far
toward settling finally some very confused and
puzzling questlons both of practieal palitics and
of constitutional liw,

FREEDOM OF TEACHING.

A fow vears ago o certain college professor
was found 1o be ineompetent. He conlid not, o
at any rate did not, satlsfactorily perform the
duties assigned 1o Wim. The superior officers of
the college therefore decided to dispense with
his serviess at the emd of the term for which
Ie hadd heon engaged.  Learning this, he entered
npon 4 new plan of campalgn, He hegan mak-
ing sonsationnl utterdances, Socialistie in tone,
amd thus gained some notorlety ourside of the
collogo,  Then, when his term expired and he
found himself not e engaged, he posed ns n
martyr.  He said, or his friends said for him,
that e hind been dismissed at the demand of
some of the millionaire trustees of the college,
who were displeased with his plain talk about
capital., Thus freedom of teaching was saeri
el to Mannoon, 1t eetera.  In all of which
there was, of eonrse, not a4 word of truth,  But
1he Boclalist professor, or his friends, thus went
om recorid as holding that a college professor has
a rieht to teaeh whatever he pleases, and the
trustees and other ofileers have po right to eall
Lim o aceonnt for his utterances or to drop
L from the faculty roll simply becanse his
tegehings are at varianee with thelr beliefs and
the principles of the fustitution,

That was only a few years ago, Today, In
another eollege, which happens to be under
State patronage, the Soeialists, or Populists,
have galned political control of the governing
board. Do they rospeet the “freedom of teach-
ing” conecorning which they made such a pother
I the other ense? Not by o long chnlk, They
simply turn out everybody, President, faculty
and janitor, at a day’s notlee,  They make no
charges against them of incompetoney or any-
thing else, They simply say, “We don't agree
with your teaching, so you've got to go.”" Undoer
the Jaw they may bhave a right to dismiss them,
There are some queer laws out there, But what
beeomes of the tearful flulvlub about “martyr-
dom in the cause of frecdom of teaching” which
made the welkin hump ftself only a few years
ago? To declipe 1o reengage a Soclalist ina
rou-Foclallst college Is a Lideons erbe, but o
dismiss all non-Popuilists summarily from a col-
loge that has ecome under Popullst control s
the gulntessencs of eternal vight and justiee, 1
that the principle on which freedem of teaching
Is hased

“FAUST” AT THE OPERA.

Tho supplementary season at the Maetropolitan
Npera Housa began last nighty and the promise of
the management was fulfilled so far as the opera
wns eoncerned, “Faust” was given, but with Mme.

"I do
not want to predict anything about what the re-
sult of the meetlng to-morrow will be,” sald Mr
Girau to a Tribune reporter, “but I thinlk that
everything will be settled, T ean't #ay much zhout
the autlook at present, It looks rather doubtful, if
we are to coms back and try to give opern with-
out the De Reszgkes or Mme. Calvé or Mme. Melbna,
Whom can wa got to taks the piaces of all these
singers?

THE PRESIDENT RETURNS.

BOTH MR. AND MRS, M'KINLEY GREATLY
BENEFITED BY THEIR OUTING.

A MOST ENJOYABLE VACATION SPENT ON THE
DOLPHIN, THE ENTIRE _'rmz BEING DE-
vOTED TO REAT AND RECREATION,

Washington, April 12.—The President, Mrs,
McKinley and their party roturned to the White
House at 12:35 o'clock to-day after a five days’
trip on the Potomac and Chesapeake Bay. That
great benefit had heen derived by the whole
party was immediately apparent as the rar-
riages discharged their loads at the White House
door. The President stepped out nimbly, and
with the assistance of the maid Mrs. MeKinley
was heiped out, She had a happy smile for the
persons who stood by to greet her, and appeared
to be much stronger than when she left the
White House a few days ago.

The movements of the Dolphin since the ves-
sel salled away from Annapolls Saturday nnen
were controlled by the wish on the part of the
President to avold haste and prolong the trip
untll to-day, So on Saturday night she came
to anchor off Blackiston Island, about ten miles
{nside of the mouth of the Potomae, and the
party slept In quiet water well Into Eunday
morning. Then at breakfast It was determined
to zo to church if one could be reached. The
maps were overhauled to find the largest nearby
town. This happened to he the interesting and
historleal Leonardtown, at the head of Breton
Bay, In Maryland. The Dolphin drew ton much
water to get up to the head of the bay, 80 the
party took the steam launch and, towing the
dingy behind, ran up to the old town and landed.
It was too late, however, to attend service In the
only church open, so the President strolled over
the town for an hour. The short stay in Leon-
ardtown was much enjoyed, and Mrs. McKinley,
who Inslsted on accompanying her hushand,
came back to the ship witheut fatigue. Return.
ing to the Dolphin, the ship crulsed up the river
slowly, and by evening again came to anchor
In the neighborhood of Maryviand Point.  An
parly start was made up the river this moming,
and the Dolphin reached the Navy Yard without
incident,

The Presldent enjoyed his vacation greatly. It
was the first he had had for several years, and
actually the first of the kind he had ever had.
He was interested In everything he saw. e
wore a naval eap, spent hours In inspect Ing every
corner of the boat, and questioned the officers
and saflors about everything he saw. Work was
not permitted, and the only suggestion of officlal
life was the daily weather report, and a telegram
recelved at Annapolls from Secratary Alger, tell-
ing briefly what had been domne for the relief of
the flood sufferers.

When he returned tn the White House this
afternoon, the President announced that he
would see no eallers on private affairs for the re-
mainder of the day. That was the first applica-
tion of a new rule which the President decided
upon while on his trip. Hercafter he will not re-
ceive personal calls after 1 o'clock, but will de-
vote his time after that hour om each office day
ta the consideration of publle business solely,

EX-QUEEN LI, WOULD EVEN RI'N FOR PRESE
DEST IF SHE HAD THE CHANCE.

Wwashington, April 12 (8pectal).—"Captain® Julius
A. Palmer and his “graclous lady." otherwise “Her
Majesty the Queen'” and “the friend of her people,”
are greatly exercised over a story that found its
way Inte print to-day, according to which the late
ruler of the Sandwich lslands was represented &s
not desiring the pe-establishment of a monarchical
srnment In Hawall or seeking her own restora-
tion to the throne. Her mission to this city, the
story went on to =ay, was to secure from Presl-
dent McKinloy interference to the extent that the
manner in which the Dolé régime was placed in
power should be propounced {llega. The President
should order a new eleotion, frea from {ntimida-
tlon, in which she was to appear as a candidate, i
not for o throne, at least for a seat as Chief Mag=
Istrate of & new republie. It was also sald that
her plans had been lald before the President in de-
tall, and she was now awaiting & reply as to what
action he would take in response to her request,

This afternoon Mr. Palmer sald that there was
not & single line or paragraph of truth in the whe's
story. “l can <y absolutely,” he sald, “that mo
communieation muking any such suggestion has
ever passed from the Queen to the White House.
The Quecn has never asked any such thing from
this Administration, though I am sure she would
be only tos gad to have the people of Hawail
sottle by ballot the question whether they would
bee ruled by their old chiefs or by the white race in
the islandg. If there were s general election, and
her name headed one ticket, Kalulani a second
and Mr. Dole the third, Lilluokalani would be
alected hy an overwhelming majority, an immense
majority.”

“Would she agree to run for President, and, if
so, would it not he o racit admission of the legality
of the present Constitution and form of govern-
ment "’

“I thipk if the proposition was broached she
wouid be strongly urged by many of her friends
and advisers to accept the place, She would
thie for the sake of her people. Bhe I8 a most
charftable and conslderate woman, and would wille
tngly sacrifice all her own prospects and advan-
tages for the people she loves so well, We in this
country cannct reallze the closeness of the tle that
exists between the unatlves of Hawal! and thelr
native rulers. She stands In the Ynsltlon of pro-
tector and mother to her people, and would do any-
thing In the world for them. It has been sald at
times that the Queen is seeking a pension from
country. heard the graclous lndy say she did
not vome to America for money, did not want
money, and would not accepr (. I belleve myself
that if she should ever agree to accept a pension
it would be ta benetit her people, and for no other
reason, and that every dollar she might recelve
from this Government or from Hawall, in the form
of a pension, would go direct to those who are
pendent upon her bounty.”
