In spite of official denials,
nobody doubts that the Greek officlals were fully
cognizant of the movement of thée Ethnike He-
talrin, which has been openly prepared for and
freely diecussed for a long time.

Minister for Forelgn Affalrs, to the departure of
further “lrregular” forces into Macedonia, com-
plaining of their being able to evade the Greek
troops, The reply which he recefved was similar
ta the one previously made by the Greek Premier,
M. Delyannis—namely, that Greece might make
l}in sam.: complaint as to the vigilance of the
Turkish troaps, “unless there was a suggestion
of connivance between the two armies.”
I At Arta, It is well known here, a force of about
20K men, arganized by the Ethnlke Hetalrla,
has either started for Turkish territory or is
making the final preparations for so doing. This
hody will be divided ipto glx separate detach-
mernts, each ably dirceted and having a separate
destination, with the view of raiging the flag of
the Cross In a certain locality, increasing its
numbers as much ag possible and harassing the
rear of the Turkish foree, which will be directed
fromi Janina against the Greek regulars, who
will operate from Arta, The Greek Government
has glven “striet orders™ 1o stop the departure
of “irregulars”; but, it Is semi-officially ex-
plained, the Greek commander at Arta, Colonel
.\Jnnux, f& “unable to spare men to intercept
them."

Reports from Arta also show that the Greek
positions are much stronger than these of the
Turks, who, owing to the recent heavy rains and
bad roads, will have much difficulty in ecom-
munieating with their base of supplies at Janina,
even if the Greek “irregulars” do not prevent
them from so doing, The Greeks are ahle to
reach Arta from Athens in twenty-four hours,
thus giving them a fine bage of supplies. Volun-
teers from this ety have already reached Arta,
and more are on their way there. 1t 18 the inten-
tinn of the Greeks, when all ig ready, to attack
and capture Janina, which, according to the
treaty of Berlin, vightfully belongs to Greece,

Another force of “irregulars’ Is preparing to
eut off the Turkish eommunications with Sa-
lantea, from which the Turks at Elassona draw
their supp!ies. 11 the attempt {s guccessaful the
thres Turkish army divisions, the eastern, near
Saloniea; the central, at FElassona, and the
western, at Janina, in additlon to the army
corps at Grevena, will be cut off from communi-
cation witn each other. The Greek fleet also
proposes to make things lively off Salonica, in
order to prevent the landing of any supplies
there.

The first move in the plan of campalgn was at
Baltine, which was occeupied by the Greek “ir-
regulars” after they had driven the Turks out
of the place, nearly capturing the Turklsh gar-
rigon. From there the Greeks pushed on to the
vicinity of Grevena, cutting off Turkish com-
munication with Janina, The next maove will
be from Arta, and {t will be followed by an at-
tempt te cut the Salonica lnes. The blockade
of that port may follow.

A strong Greek fleet 18 off Arta, ready to ren-
der effective service In that reglon.  Another
Greek fleet is off the island of Skiathns, pre-
pared to strike at Salonica, and another 18 off the
fsland of Skyro, prepared to attack the Turkish
jslands In the JAgean Sea.

A signifieant fact 1s that the Greek Govern-
ment has telegraphed to Colonel Berthes, who
has promised to bring with him 2,00 Ttalian
volunteers, telling him to hold himself and his
men in readiness to eome here at any moment,

All the Greek Deputies have been summoned
to attend the next meeting of the Boule, when
an {mportant announcement is expacted.

The Powers are still trying to avert war. It
{8 siated that the French Ambassador at Con-
stantinople, M. Cambon, has been instructed o
Araft an autonomons constitution for the lsland
of Crete, allowing the Crotans to choose their
own Governor, and providing for a simultansons
Groek and Turkish evacuatlon of the laland.

New-Orleans, April 12.—Yesterday was full of
alarm, but the night cames without a single
break In the Louisiana line. The river !s rising
steadily, and weak spots In the levees are de-
velaping with greater rapdity. The Pecan
Grove Levee, in 8t Bernard, has been found full
of crawfish holes, and, while it may be held this
geason, 1t will have to be rebullt. A number of
levees across the river have heen found defeet-
fve, but an army of men and a mass of material
are holding them. 1'p the stream, on the New-
Orleans side of the river, danger spots have de-
velaped, but prompt work Is telling there. The
planters along Bayou La Fourche are camping
on the banks and marshalling their forces for
proteciion, and a weak levee line has been held
against what seemed certaln ruln.

It will be several days before the highest water
reaches here, and by the end of the woeek the
crisis should be passed, but adverse winds on the
Gulf may back the water up and delay the
prayed for rellef.

TRYING TO GET A HEARING.
OPPONENTS OF THE CHARTER WANT THE GOVe
