RAID OF THE ITRREGULARS
GREEK INVADEIS PUSHING ON,

ONE BAND OF
ANOTHER FORCED BACK TO THESSALY,

Larissa, April 16 evere flighting has eccurred
fn Macedonia between the Greek {rregulars and
the Turkish forces. The column of lrregulars
sent to the right from Plgavitza, aiter having
favested and captur«d Sitovon, as cabled exclu-
sively to the Assoclated Presy ye terday, con-
tinued its advance toward Kritudes, Piisla and
Kourduz!, with orders to hold the latter place at
all costs, as it commands the right gppronch to
Grevena, the objective point.  This column, cum-
manded by Chlefs Zermos and Luzzo, attacked
Kritudes on Tuesday. The place was defended
Ly two companies of Turks, After a severe tight,
during which eclghty Turks were killed and
twenty-five taken prisoners, the position was
captured by the Gresks, who alse altained pos-
geasion of 100 pifles and a guantity of cartridges.

The insuregents, howe 7.v, have sulfered a se-
vere check in another directior. A strong foree
of Turkish troops, from Mecovon, with a number
of mountain guns, advaheed on Kranla, which
had previously been captured by the Greels, and
uttacked the 400 jrregulars of Greece who oe-
cupled an entrenched position. It is reported
that the flehting was feroclous on both sides
The insurgents, eventually, were compelied 1o
retreat north to the mountaing, Some of them,
however, succeeded In breaking through
Turkish lnes and escaned to Baltino, the town
just across the frontler in Macedonla first cap-
tured by the Greck irregulare, and used by them
as a depot for proviglons and ammunition. The
aceounts glven by the refugees of the Turkish
losses are belleved to be exaggerated. Thes
that 205 Turks were killed, while the frregul
only had elght men killed and seventeen
wounded., The leader of the Greeks operating
in that direction, Chlef Milonas, wus among the
wounded, and returned later inte Creck territory
with a number of refugees. One of the latter
g&yvs that a portion of the Turklsh force wae com-
posed of irregulars, whoee dress resembled that
af the Greek insurgents, This, [t appears, en-
abled the Turk!sh force to execute a flank move-
ment unheeded by the leaders of the
The refugee referred to blames the Greek leaders
for badly handling the men,
