It was In 1SS4 that the Civil Service Commls-
s!e n was treated, and It was In 1KÍ'4. ten years
later, that the pe. pi » put a provision in the Con-

BtltuUon directing that admissions to the Civil
Si rvlce of the State wherever practicable,
st«uid be made :ifter a competitive examination
of th«* persems deslriRg to nil the vacancies. Of
nil this Mr. Black was seemingly unconscious
When he penned the somewhat slurring ref'*renre
to Civil Service examinntior.s In his annual mes¬

sage to the Legislature.
Tt is an error to suppose, however, that Mr.

Black'fl ¡Rirpoae In PURgesting that the starch
should be taken cut of the Civil Service examlna-
tion system was to ¡ay the foundation for a dead*
ly attack On that system. Without much consid-
rratlon or Inquiry on the subject, he had gaine»!
the Idea that tbe present system foisted upon

public officials dull-witted persons, who could

pass examinations but who had not sufficient
alertness of fnlnd to transact with efficiency the
business put upon their shoulders. Public offi¬
cial«;, he thought, were thus hampered In the- se.

lectlon "f their subordinates, nnd the public suf-
fered. Certain qualities in an applicant for an

««lib e, he argued, could only be Judged aright by
the ofl1cl.il at the head of t!*e Department con¬

cerned.
Mr. Black's hasty conclusions as to the merit

of the present system of selecting persons for the
Civil Service were artfully confirmed by Louis F.
Paya, Superintendent of the Insurance Depart¬
ment. Mr. Payn desires to make a clean sweep
of his Department, which Is filled with faithful
officials who have been in the service for many
yenrs. Tho Department is o.ie Which requires
much expert k.»«>«.«. ledge of lnsurane-e law and the

methods of Insurance bookkeeping. Mr. Payn,
desiring to put politicians in the places of these
expert clerks, finds not only the State Constitu¬
tion in his way, but also th.- laws .«f the State nnd
the regulations of the Civil Service- Commission.
He cenild easily remove th.- e-fl'nient oh-rks, but
when he shoul»! desire to fill their places with
politicians the Constitution and the Civil Service
regulations would stand In his way, as both say
the examinations shall be competitive, ami «poli¬
ticians are not likely to be able to l»e-ar such
tests. It therefore became noceosary to "beat
the Constitution" by making the terms ««f com¬
petitive examination such that the- politicians
could with certalQty obtain the places.
