WILLIAM 1G. ROSSITER DEAD.

HE BUOOUMBED TO INTESTINAL CANCER,
AND HAD UNDERGONE TWO OPERA·

TIONS IN THK BENET HOSPITAL,
William W. Rosslter, one of Brooklyn'« best

known business men. died yesterday afternoon

from an attack of cancer, for which two op¬

erations were performed on Wednesday at the

Beney Hospital. Mr. Rosslter was apparently In

excellent heal'h on Monday, but his Hin« ss devel¬

oped rapidly on Tuesday, and he was removed to

the Seney Hospital on Wednesday. On Thursday
night he sank so rapidly that the members of his

family were summoned to Brooklyn. His brother.
President Cllnron L. Rosslter of the Brooklyn
Heights Railroad, attended him almost constantly
.lnce he was taken to this bcspltal.
Mr Rosslter was president of tha Terminal Ware¬

house Company of New-York and was interested
In other business concerns He was forty-nine
years old. and had lived in Brooklyn for many

years He waa a graduate of the Polytechnic In¬

stitute, was well known In club circles, and WS·

for a number of years a director of the Hamilton
Club. Ho was one of the founders of the Montauk
Club, and was an active member of the Rid¬

ing and Driving and «'rescent Athletic club?.
He had given much of his time to charitable
wo:-K. and was a trustee of the Memorial
Presbyterian Church and treasurer of the Chil¬

dren's Aid Society.
His first business associations were with the New-

York firm of Wallace ft \\ ¡ekes. In 1<·72 he be¬
came a partner In the firm. In l^i.1 he b-e.m

his connections with the Terminal WarehouM Com¬
pany, wboae welfare he had furthered by his c.·.re¬

fill attenti >n to his dutleg as president !,'e was a

founder and a trustee of the Brooklyn Bsvlnffl
Bank, and a director of the Corn Exchinge Bank
of New-Tort Mr. Rosslter had an excellent record

as a National Guardsman, having risen to the rank
of sergeant In the 7th Re^ment, and held the office
of quartermaster In the Z>d. For three years he
was on th'· brigade staff of General Beehe, as cap¬

tain and orditane· ofllcer.
When Dr. L'-wis Pitcher, who attended him, was

asked last night about the cause of de»a.th, he said

that the case had not been diagnosed as nppen-

dlcltes. as reported, but that there wa.« an obatnio-

tlor. of the bowel· ar.d when an operation was fourd
to be necessary It was discovered that the obstruc¬
tion wai caused by Intestina] cancer. Recovery
under the circumstances, the doctor said, would
have been Impoaalbla
Mr Rosslter leaves a wife, two sons and one

daughter. Hit aid··! son arni his daughter are

The trial of James Lynch for hurglary was con¬

tinued yesterday In the County Court before Judge

AspinalL He |» the man who fired at Policeman

James A. Carroll when the latter arrested him on

the night of April 71. after entering Burt'a shoe

store. The defenc» was an alibi. James H Reagan, a

waiter, who 1» employed In a restaurant at No. 47

Sm!th-»t testlSej that Lynch was In fit· place be¬
tween 2 and 2:.Vi or. the morning of th« burglary.
Thomas J. Watt, a waiter In Dennett's restaurant,
»aid that Lynch came into that establishment early
in rhe morning and took a cup of coffee.
Lynch. In his own defence, admitted that he had

been arrested twice In Boston, and had spent a term
in the House of Correction. He said that he came
to New-Tors to look for work and that he met a
man who told him that he couli give him something
to do if he would go to the corner of Hoyt and Fulton
sts. at 1 a. m. Wednesdsy. Lynch went, and after
mis.-lng his man. wandered about the streets until
l:g«, when he came bach to the corner and began to
talk with a «¡ranger whom he met there. Two police-
men followed them, and the other man fired at tnem.
He then gave Lynch hi» revolver end two canvas
bac«, and both ran. At Smith and State »t*. Lynch
tinned and fired at the policeman, not to kill him,
he deciared. hut to "scare him off."
The jury convicted Lynch after a deliberation of

about fifteen minutes.

A MAN AND HIS WIFE RESCUED AFTER A

LONG WAIT FOR THE FIREMEN
As Captain John Fanning was sitting In hit

office at the Second Precinct police station in
Hoboken yesterday afternoon he observed smoke

issuing from the windows of a five-story brick

apartnr»nt-hous« at No. 1.200 Wlllow-ave.. directly
opposite, and ordered Officer Ryan to send in an

alarm.
By the time that Engines Nos. 1 nnd 2 and Truck

No. 1 arrived th» flames had gained considerable
headway, and It became evident that the firemen
would have a hot battle. In the mean time the
memhers of four families occupying the house
hurried down the stairs to the ground, with the

excenMon Of Michael Matthews, a stonecutter, and
his wife, who lived on the fourth floor. When the

Matthew·· first discovered that the house was on

Are they looked for their nine chi dren, who. fort¬

unately, were in the street playing, and thereby
lost valuable time. On endeavoring to run down

the stairway they were driven back by the flames
and found their retreat cut off. Mrs. Matthews,
who Is a heavily built woman, rushed to the middle
window and made an effort to Jump out, but she

was held back by her husband, who told her to

keep cool and they would he saved. By this time

the room was filled with smoke, nnd the coup.e

climbed out on the window ledge, each hiving one

hand on the window blinds for support, while the

husband held one arm tightly clasped around his

wife's wal.st. The crowd below saw their perilous
position, and some of th· more excited yelled to

them lo Jump. A btankel was procured and

stretched, but the couple did not move. The llames
crept nearer and nearer, anil the smok·· which
Issued from the windows was so dense that all
view of th«· nian anti woman was cut off. hut still
they clung to the «.butlers and waited to be
resetted
While they were in this position Truck No. 1 ar¬

rived, and the firemen al once bc^an to put up ait

extension ladder, but they were so slow In doing
It that Captain Fanning, who was standing on a

lpdge near the saloon entrance on the second story,
called fur ? scaling ladder. This was caught on

the window ledge whete .Matthews and his wife
were standing. As th·» man stepped on the top
rung Hi·» adder was nearly thrown to the ground,
but he s·· Milled himself and reached for his wife.
This occupied several minutes, and by this time
the big ladder had been put up against ihe build¬
ing. Mrs. Matthew· climbed on It. and with the
assistance of the firemen r«acheti the ground In
safety.
Matthews was badly burned on the left hand

where he held on to the woodwork about the Win¬
dow His injuries were dressed at the police sta¬
tion.
Th« house was owned hy the Brown estate, and

th« damage done will approximate atMMt The
building was not equipped wltb tireescapes.
So far ns can be learned, the fire originated In

the lower part of the house and swept through
the abaft Tlie fourth and fifth floors were gutted.
