Whil«

the hotel employes were tearing away the ban

they saw three persons burned to death,

ESCAPE OF AN AMERICAN OIRI*

The correspondent of the Associated Press luu

bad an lnte««stlng Interview with Miss Elsl<

Bushbeck, of Philadelphia, who. with the Mlssei

Hawthorn and Dreher, was one of the few whe

escaped, although not unscathed. Miss Push-

beck said:
"I was a saleswoman at booth No. 1,1, close tc

the place where the fire originated. I arrived at

4 :'.'» with my friends. We left our wraps and

hats in the cloakroom and went to my booth,

where four nuns presided. In the booth were

three blind «iris working, one reading the blind

alphabet, the other writing and the third making

brushes. The womai. presiding over that section

Of the bazaar told me I need not hurry, as It

would be all right If I < ame a little later. I

started to look around the bazaar and stopped
at a lottery' wheel, where I won a bunch of

asparagus. Just then, happening to turn around,

I saw and called by friend's attention to a

nicker in the corner Of the wall about fifteen

wards away Hardly had I done so when a man

behind me cried: 'Fire, ladles! Hasten out!' and

pushed n.e toward the door.
"As this was my second experience under euch

circumstances. I advised my two friends to raise

their skirts In the front, so they would not stum-

tle over them. We wer- then Just stepping on

the first of three st"t>s leading out of the build¬

ing. Turning my head to look back I saw the

whole place In flames. At my left 1 caught a

glimpse of an old woman emerging from an ad-

Jtcenl door and saw her stumble on her skirt.

The next Instant Quite twenty persons were

j lied 'ii top Of her. I crossed the street and

turned round to face the fire, but already the

heat was so Intense that it scorched me, and I

was obliged to raise my hands to protect my

face. When the roof fell in certainly not more

than five minutes bad elapsed from tie- first

alarm. Such was the intensity Of th.- heat that

I saw a fireman's Jacket Ignited and several of

the horses were badly singed, out of the pile
Of persons Who fell near the door none were

saved. Of the nuns at my booth two were

Saved and one blind girl.

In the street adjacent to the bazaar were long
lines of carriages. Most of them returned
empty. Others were seen moving off with oc¬

cupants injured In head or limb. The search In

The illuminating apparatus of

the cinematograph exploded and set fire to the

Turkish curtains and hangings.

IT WILL RE DECIDBD BY THB MENAT!

Washington. May 4. The Arbitration Treaty
is to be roted on to-morrow afternoon. Its fate
Is not easily determined at this writing. If It is
ratified it «rill be ratified only by a very narrow
margin. If it should 1m- defeated It Is not at all
unlikely that Its opponents will have nine or even
more votes to spare; that Is to say, at least
thirty-eight Senators will vote directly or be
palled against the treaty.
Even In it.s emasculated form the treaty has

proved Unacceptable to various elements in the
Senate. In Itrt original shape It was, with one
or two exceptions, antagonised by every Senator
who had given the subject a minute's considera¬
tion. The amendments, carried finally and only
after great difficulty through the Committee on
Foreign Relations, ware rever designed to

strengthen the lines upon which th.- original
document ama drafted, nor «rere they ever sus¬

pected of having be<m drawn In the Interest of a

morn widely applied principle of arbitration.
On the contrary, they were solely Intended to
preserv« with studied ostentation the shadow
while sacrillelng the substani.f the Instrument.
The Semite. In doing this, has to some extent
yielded to the importunities of a well-meaning
class of people of both sexes who by their very
utterances showed that they could not have read
the treaty. This clamor was reinforced In a
more or less effective manner by sensation-
mongers in tho pr«ss, who assumed that their
lucubrations on the subject represented "public
opinion."
The Senate, from the hour the agitation in

favor of the General Arbitration Treaty as signed
by Sir.Tullan Fauncefote and Mr. olney, and not
as amended by th.- Foreign Relations Committee,
began, has proceeded ,,n the principle that with
it. and not with its critics In the press, In tie-
pulpit and In the colleges, rested the responsi¬
bility of committing the country to so great
a departure from the traditions of over a

century as the treaty really proposed. It as¬

sumed, and assumed correctly, that if any harm
should come to the country by reason »f such a
treaty, history would hold responsible the Senate
which consented to the ratification of the bar¬
gain. It pursued Its way. therefore quietly,
with dignity, listening to the unsolicited advice
so freely offered on «very side with patience and
without the slightest exhibition of temper.

In due .ours.' of time its committee perfected
the instrument, or rendered it harmless, as the
case nay be, and the Senate stands ready to¬
morrow to approve Or reject the committee's
work.
