1 shall retire from the field for a rest inless my
clients wish me 10 continue and so signlfy. If any
loss comes upsn any of them hy thelr short-sight-
edness I shall regret {t. But, hawever great it may
be to any one of them, it will not be one-tenth us
great as that which will come upcn nyseif. No
man can truthfully =ay that 1 have ever made a
dollar by anothcy man's loss, Oy the eontrary, 1
have tried faithfully to make money for others,
and to protect them from any possible loss. 1 have
wurned over 1o my attorneys, for the benefit of
those who may have any clalms against me, what-
ever property [ have. 101 live 1 can caslly pay In a
ehort time any losses Lhnl may appear ngalnat you
now.
