CABINET CRISIS IN SPAIN.

THE BUBJECT OF ANXIOUS DISCUSSION IN
MADRID.

Madrid, May 23.—The Cablinet sat in counell
this evening until 8 o'clock, and It was declded to
appear before the Cortes to-morrow and glve
explanations of the Tetuan-Comas Incident of
Friday last, even If the Liberals should absent
themeelves,

A specinl committee of the Chamber of Depu-
ties will be instructed to conslder the Budget bill
without delay.

The position of the Cahinet 18 the theme of
most anxious discussion on all sides. Some of
the Government organs think the Minlstry should
meet the Cortes to-morrow, endeavol to gecure
the adeption of such bills as are pressing, and
then suspend the sesslon na soon as pomsible.
Others think a change of polley expedient, and,
in fact, Inevitable. All admit the difficulty of
appointing a colorless Ministry to carry on the
business of the country.

London, May 24.—The Madrid ecorrespondent
of “The Times" savs: “Seldom In the history of
the Cortes has an affair created such a sensa-
tion as the Tetuan-Comas incident. It is diffi-
cult to coneeive how a staid and experlenced
statesman lke the Duke of Tetuan could have
g0 completely logt his self-control on so slight a
provocation,

“It ig belleved that Seflor Sagagta (s willing to
do all he conslstently can to minimize the dim-
cultles of the shuation; but It seems Impossi-
ble that the Duke of Tetuan should retain his
portfolio,'

“The EBtandard's"
says:

“In the ennference held on Saturday beiween
the President of the Senate, the Premier and
Sefior Sagasia, with reference to the Tetuan-
Comas ineident, the President sald he would
not be justified in interfering, as the affalr had
not aceurred fn the Senate Chamber, but In the
lohby, The Premier declared that the Opposi-
tion ought to be satisfied if the Duke of Tetuan
announced in the Senate Chamber that he never
ntended to slght or give offence to the Lailsernl
minority, He added that the Government could
not cigpenge with the Duke of Tetuan's services
as Minister of Foreign Affairs, because he alone
was acquainted with and able o conduet im-
portant and delicate pending negotlations with
forelgn Governments (meaning Amerlea),

“Sefior Sagasta promised to give his followers
conciliatory advice, bhut sald he must be gulded
by their decision. Aceordingly, he summoned a
meeting of the Liberals, who were in no con-
ciilatory temper. However, after a prolonged
discussion, they gave a vote of confidence to
Sefior Sagasta, with Instructions to aettie the
confllet on the understanding that they would
not enter the Cortes until the Government had
glven them such satisfactlon as Seflor Sagasta
deemed proper.

“The dlssentient Conservatlves intimated that
they would follow the dacision of the Liberals,
and, therefore, only the Ministerialists have been
present in Parllament since Friday.

“The Premler, on receiving the reply of Befior
Sagasta, went to the palace to inform the Queen
Regent, who summoned a Councll of Ministers,
The erisis has withdrawn popular attention from
the attitude of the United States Senate, which a
majority of the newspapers and of the Ministers
affect to consider without importance as hearing
upon the immediate relatlcns of the two coun-

an American citizen and that he demanded his
troaty rights. 11 appears that Sefor Congosto
fgnored this faet.

The investigation will not proceed further untll
the Spanish representative has nTprovr.t the writ-
ten statement of Consul-General Lee a8 to the
seope of the Inquiry, the Americans desiring to go
further than the Bpanish deem necessary, There
Is ‘ittle hope that facts bearing directly on the
nature of the death of Dr. Rulz will he elicfted, It
1« thought, however, that arrangements will be made
allowing the Inquiry to procesd on Monday.

MISSING,

LIVES THOUGHT TO HAVE BEEN LOST
IN YESTERDAY'B GALE.

FOUR MEN

YACHTS CAPEIZED AND DAMAGED IN GRAVESEND
BAT AND AROUND NORTON'S POINT—POLICE
MAKE UNAVAILING SEEARCHES FOR

MEN AND PBOATS.

Binall eraft and many of the larger yachts an-
chored in Gravesend Bay and Coney Island
Creek suffered considerably from the high wind
of yesterday morning, and It is belleved from the
reports made to the pollce that at least two
people who were out pleasure-salling have heen
drowned, The wind also caused much damage
along the bay shore. The pollee have received
a list of the miseing yachts, but up to a late
hour last night they could not find any of
them,

The first Intimation that peopla had bheen
drowned was given when John W. Lyons, of
reported  to
Captaln Burford, of the Twenty-ninth Frecinct,
yesterday afternoon, that while he was fishing
off Norton's Folnt from an anchored rowhboat
he saw the overturning of a small sallboat con-
talning two men. The hboat at the time wWas
within half a mile of the shore, and to all ap-
pearances she was laboring hard with the high
wind and heavy sea. One of the men was hand-
ling the tiller whila the other was trying to
take In a recf or lower the sail. A few minutes
later, Lyons eald, he heard a cry, and as he
looked toward the craft he saw the boom
swing around, carrying with {t the man who
was attending to the sall,

The helmsman jumped from hia seat and
went to his companion's assistance, but as he
did 8o the boat gave a lurch and a moment later
overturned. The wind then ecaught the hoat
and it drifted off toward Fort Hamlilton, Lyons
rowed over to the seene of the accldent, but he
eonld find no trace of the men, ]

Three hours later the craft drifted ashore at
Dvker Beach, between Dyker Park and the
links of the Dyker Meadow Golf Cluh. The
eraft Is an 18-foot keel sallboat, high in the bow,
with a short, overhanging stern and leg-o'-mut-
ton #alla. The sall was torn to shreds, and two
feet of the topmast was broken. The boat Is
painted green Inside and out, but there are no
marks that will lead to the ldentification of the
craft or show who Its owner Is, There lsa no
deck, and her port slde Is stove [n. Acting De-
tective Brown, of the Bath Beach police, has
been placed on the case, but up to a late hour
last night was unable to ind any trace of the
missing men.

John Scherle, a plann-maker, of No. 379 At-
lantlc-ave., Brooklyn, also reported to the pollce
of Coney Island at noon yesterday that while
he was fishing off Coney Island Polnt yesterday
morning he saw a small salling craft with two
men capsized within fifty yards of where he
was anchored. 8cherle says that he Immediate-
ly set out to rescue the men, but he was hin-

dered by the large quantity of water which en-
tered his boat, and kept him busy baling.

Before he could reach the spot where the hoat
capsized another yacht salled up and, after
tacking about for ten minutes, salled away.
After the boat departed Scherle could see no
sight of the twe men, and he belleved that they
had been rescued,

Captain Collins, of the Coney Island precinet,
ordered his men to make an Investigation, and
from their report the pollce are led to think
that these men hive also perished, as the
pollee of Fort Hamilton, Bath Beach and Coney
lsland can find no trace at any of the landings
where any rescucd men have been brought.

Willlam Schumacher's sloop yacht Clytie was
saved from going ashore and being dashed to
pleces at the end of Bay Twentleth-st.,, Bath
Beach, by a volunteer wrecking crew com-
posed of bleycelists, yachtsmen and walters.

The naphtha launch Exenla, belonging to the
South Amboy Yacht Club, and owned and cap-
tained by Thomas Fenton, jr, started from Its
anchorage at South Amboy at 8 o'clock yester-
day morning, with James Wallace, David Wat-
son, Thomas Fenton,and Donald McKay on
board. When the high wind came up the
launch was off Coney Island Point and It was
capsized, The men were rescued by members
of the Btella Boat Club, of Gravesend, and the
New-York Volunteer Life Saving Corps.

LOST OFF FERRY FPOINT
A FISHERMAN DROWNED WHILE TRYING TO

BWIM ASHORE.

Willlam Gasser, twenty-ons years old. of No. Tl
fast One-hundred-and-ninth-st,, was drowned oft
Ferry Folnt, In Long Island Sound, yesterday
afternoon, while out rowing with three companions.
His body drifted away with the tide, Early yes-
terday morning Gasser, with John Seafort, twenty-
one years old, of No. 1,114 Washington-ave.; Fred
Paul, twenty yenrs old, of No. 781 Webster-ave,
and Willlam Kars, nineteen yeara old, of No. 183
FElton-ave., took a small rowboat ownel by Kars
and started from West Farms Creek for a day's
sport fishing in the Sound.

They were out all day, and had excellent sport,
About 5 o'eloek they took in thelr lines and started
for home. Tha tide was running strong, and they
had great difficulty in making progress There
wis also a heavy sea In the Sound. To add to thelr
trouble, the boat was too heavily loaded, not hav-
Ing been bullt to carry four passengers. Ot Ferry
Polnt, about one hundred and fifty feet from the
shore, tha boat was whirled around by the com-
bined wind and tide, and In thelr efforts to keep
her on hir course the hoat was capsized, all the
men belng thrown into the water. All except Gas-
wpr were able to cling to the upturrad hoat, hut
he, relying on his ability ns n swimmes, strucrk out
for the shore

fie nhad gone but thirty feet or so when he
threw up his hands and sank out of sight. It Is
theught he was elther gelzed with a cramp or
became exhausted. The men clinging to the cap-
sized boat shouted for help until they were nearly
exhausted,  Fortunately, the anchor of the boat
enuwrht on the bottom of the Sound. and kept them
from drifting further away from the shore. Thoy
saw two men pulling toward them in a bost, and
thought they waere eoming to reseue them. But
for some rens=on the men g"-'l‘!h--l about ten foest
away and did not even look at them. Home men
on the shore hearing the cries of distress sectired
a rowhoat and rescied the fishermen. They were
almost cxhausted, and had not the help come
when it did they would certainly have been lost.

FROZE OUT THE STOCKHOLDERS.

SUGAR TRUST SECURES ALL THE BHARES
IN A BUGAR-BEET FACTORY.

Ban Fraaclseo, May 23 (8pecial).—All the facts
have now come out in regard to the absorption
of stock In the Watsonville beet-sugar factory
by Claus Spreckels and the Sugar Trust. Out-
slde holders, who were all friends of Spreckels,
had 750 shares out of 10,000. They pald $100
a share and had received In dividends $117 for

each share. Naturally they were not anxlous
to sell such lucrative stock, which pmbnblyl
pald better dividends than anything in this
country except Standard OIll, but about the
time of John E. Searles's visit here they were
asked by Spreckels to sell to him thelr holdings
at §300 a share. E. J. Molera held 200) shares
and Loula Sloss, sr., Leon Sloss, Samuel Suss-
man, J. L. Koster and the Tubbs estate ench
held 100, Dr, Buckley had ) shares. .

Soveral of these men demurred to Spreckels's
request, desplte the fancy price offered, but the
old sugar millionaire replied with the glgnifi-
cant threat that their business would suffer it
they refused to oblige him. They took the hint,
and sald. The object of this calling In of out-
side stock was to prevent the danger of any
amall stoekholder asking to Inspect the hooks.
Now that the Sugar Trust s a large owner of
the stock the price of beets at Watsonvlille, as
well as at Chino, will be fixed by It, and there
will be no apaseal by farmers, nor can they
gecure any facts about profits of the factories.

The freezing-out of these sugar factory stock-
holders has eaused much discussion here, as It
is held to mean an aggressive polley by the
trust.

A BABY BURNED TO DEATH.

PLAYED WITH FIRE IN THE ABSENCE oF I1T8
MOTHER.

Samue} Meyerson, the sighteen-months-old child of
Harrls Meyerson, a carpenter living at No. 18
Divislon-st.,, was frightfully burned yesterday after-
noon in his mother's ahsence froin the flat, and he
dled saon afterward. The Meyersons are poor but
respectable people llving on the fourth floor ot the
tenement at No. 19, Bamuel waa the youngest of
theen children, Shortly afier noon yesterday Mrs.
Meyerson thought one of the children was lost, and
ghe left the flat tn go to the street and look for the
missing one.  “'Sammy.' a8 the boy was cajled,
wiis scarcely able to toddle about the floor, and hls
mather reasoned that he would be quite safe until
she got back. Left alone the little fellow toddied
over to tne hearth of the range, which he was
barely able to reach, and seeing a burning stick, it
caught his faney, and he took hold of It.  Hla
clothes became ignited, and when his mother found
liim on her return, which she says was not over
fifteen minutes later, svery stiteh of elothing on the
child was burned off, hiz face and sldes were burned
to a crisp, and he was [ying unconscious on the floor
with just a spark of llfe left

The nelghbors heard Mrs., Meyerson's scréams as
sho discovered the fate of her baoy, and, as they
cama running from all dlrectlong, they saw the
woman with the blackenad little form rushing down
the stalrs to a drug store nearby. The mother was
almost frantle with grlef, and n half-dozen of the
nelghbors hurrled after her. At the drug store
they declded to take the chlld to Beth lsrael Hos-
pital, at No. 208 East Broadway, where Dr, George

Nashville, Tenn, May 23.—Yesterday clased a most
successful week at the expositlon.

the Kentucky Btate Assoclatlon of this eity. From
all the Kentueky towns along the rallroads large
delegations will attend. The exercizes will begin
at 1 p. m,, when the special train bearing the Gov-
ernor arrives, and the procession will merch Imme-
dliately to the expoaition grounds, waere luncheon
will be served and a general reception held In the
Woman's Building. At 580 o'clock the Kentuceky
Building will be dedicated, Governor Bradley making
the opening speech. Miss Yandell, of Louisville, will
sing and 1. J, MeDermott will make the address on
hehalf of the Commissioners. President J. W,
Thomas will introdue speakers and Speaker
Thompson, of the Se representing  Governor
Taylor, and other dis tehed cltizens will also
speak. The Louisville Leglon will also glve a full
dross parade.

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DEATH AND INJURY BY FIRE

AN EARLY MORNING BLAZE IN A WEST
TWENTY-THIRD-S8T. HOUSE.

TWO PERSONS KILLED AND THREE INJURED=A
FANIC AMONG THE TENANTS, MANY OF
WHOM HAD NARROW ESCAPES.

Fire started ahout 4 o'clock yesterday morfie
Ing In the four-atory and basement hrownstone
bullding at No. 140 West Twenty-third-st., which
18 occupled for both business and dwelling pur-
poses, Two people were killed as the result of
the blaze, three were Injured, one probably fatal-
iy, and several had narrow escapes from death.

In the basement of the bullding, which Is prag-
tically on a level with the sidewalk, thus making
the structure five storles In helght, {a the restan-
rant of Mrs. Oshorn, an all-night eating-house,
of which Robert MeCoy ls the night manager.
The first floor {8 occupled by the Weser Plano
Company, and the second, third and fourth floors
are conducted as a furnished-room establishment
by Mrs, Minnie Curtls, who was assisted In the
care of the houss by Mra. Mossway, her slster,
who loat her life at the fire. On the second floor,
immediately over the warernoms of the plano
eompany, are the apartments of Mrs. Curtis, hee
hrother, and Bert Lamont, and of George Decker
and S8amuel Reed, guests. On the third floor lived
Mr, and Mrs, F. A, Libhay, Mra, Bowles, of Roa-
ton, and G. W. Lea, who was ahsent from the
house at the time of the Are. The fourth or top
floor was occupled by Mrs, Mosaway and her
daughter, Beatrice; Charlea Black, F. 8. Phelps,
Miss Macdonald, Messrs. Martin and Snell, and
Miss May Wright, who is out of the city at pres-
ent.

THE ALARM GIVEN,

All qf the tenanta In the house were asleep
when they were aroused by cries of fire and by
the smell of smoke, which had pervaded thelp
rooms. The first to learn of the danger were Mr.
and Mrs. Libbey, who were aroused by smoke
and gave the alarm.

Long before the firemen were able to reach the
gcene the entire bullding was filled with flames
within, The hallway from the first floor to the
roof was enveloped in fire, and all hope of escape
by means of the front door was cut off from the
moment the blaze was discovered, Nearly every
one In the place was helpless, save those who
were on the top floor and who were aroused soon
enough to climb the ladder to the roof, and thosa
who were on the gecond floor in the rear and
were able to make their way from windows to
the roof of the extenslon over the rooms of the
plano company. Panie seized almost everybody,
and that there were not more fatalities seems re-
markable,

The shouts of Mr, and Mrs, Libbey aroused
nearly the entire nelghborhood, and especlally
the tenants of the house immediately adjoining
on the wesat, No. 131. Among the tenants in that
house who were awakened were 8, Sauvejunte, a
Frenchman, and Charles Schofleld. The French-
man's room was on the third floor of No. 151, In
a direct line with the apartment of Mr. and Mrs,
Libbey, In the burning house. Mrs. Libbey bes
came crazed with fright, and had mounted the
slll of her window preparatory to leaping to the
street when her husband caught her and held
her. She had already clambered half outside the
window, when Sauvejunte and Schofleld, In the
next house, shouted to her not to jump, for they
would save her. Scarcely knowing what she
was dolng, Mra, Libbey permitted her husband
to hold her out of the window untll she was
grasped by her rescuers, who succeeded In awing-
ing her Into the room of the next bullding., After
AMrs. Libbey had been saved, Mr. Libbey was
rescued In the same way. .

CLIMBED ALONG A LEDGE TO SAFETY.

Almost the same seencs were being enacted on
the second floor, where Mra, Curtls, her Lrother,
Bert Lamont, and Messrs, Heed and Decker lived.
Mrs. Curtis occupled the two rooms fronting the
street, while her brother had a small apartment
just back of Mrs, Curtis's rooms, the rooms of
Reed and Decker being in the rear. Reed and
Decker made thelr way out of thelr rooms easily
enough by stepping to the roof of the extension
below., But Mrs, Curtis and her brother had no
way of passing through the fame-filled hall, and,
like the Libbeys, were compellsd to take to the
windows for rellef. As a narrow ledge ran along
the front of the bullding to the next house, Mrs,
Curtis was able to make her escape by that
means into the adjoming house, into which she
wias helped by her nelghbors. Lamont followed,
He was crawling glong, being assisted somewhat
by & heavy sign which reached from one side of
the house to the other, when the sign fell with a
crash, and almost precipitated him to the street,
He managed, however, to clutch the window-
il over which Mrs. Curtls had been lifted, and
was pulled through the window to a place of
safety.

The collapsge of the sign which had just missed
hurling Lamont to the ground was caused by the
bady of Mre. Bowles, who struck It In her mad
jump from the window of her room on the floor
above. This woman had a hall room next to that
of Mr. and Mrs. Libbey, on the third floor. She
was probably aroused from sleep at the same
time that the other occupants of the house were,
It is supposed that she then opened her door an
seeing that the halls were impassable, neglect
to cloge her door to the flames, which made theip
way into her room fn all their fury. Thinking
that death was certain if she remained In het
room, Mrs, Bowles threw open her window and
jumped. In falling she struck the sign, which
ylelded to the shock and went crashing with hep
to the street. She bounded from the sign to the
railing of the front steps, and then dropped te
the area of the bullding adjoining on the cast,

While all these things wers going on on the twe
tower living floors the wildest sort of a panle
was taking place among the people on the top
floor. It was In one of the rooms on this floor,
at the rear, that Mra. Mossway lived with her
four-year-old daughter, Beatrice. Nearly all of
the rooms on the same floor were occupled by
other tepants, the apartments being on the four
eldes of a hall, as is common in such houses. Most
of the tenants were able to make their way te
the roof by climbing a ladder through the sky.
light, although some of them were compelled ta
grope thelr way through smoke and flames. It
was in this way that Miss Macdonald and Mr,
Phelps were slightly burned,

PENT UP IN THEIR ROOM,

Mrs. Mossway, who lost her life, was sleeping
with her little daughter when she was aroused
by the smoke. fhe ran into the hall and, after
rapping at the doors of several of the tenants te
alarm them, hurried back to her room again, pre.
parsd to flee with her child, But she was toe
late, for when she opened her door again the hall
was so filled with flame that escape was impossi.
ble. Then she tried to ralse the window. It did
not open readily, and she smashed the glass with
her fiats In her agony. But even If she had opened
the window there was little hope for her and het
child, for strong bars were fastened across the
opening on the outside and would not yleld to
her strength, These bars were of iron, and werq
placed there, presumably, to prevent children
from falling out. Messrs, Reed and Decker, whae
were standing on the roof of the extension, saw
the poor woman making her vain efforts to break
out, but could do nothing to help her.

When the firemen reached the spot the uncons
sclous form of Mrs, Bowles lay on the sldewalk
where it had fallen, and an ambulance call way
sent to the New-York Hoaplial and another to 8t,
Vincent's Hospital.
