Use strong bot¬

ti«·.'', and sterilize them in order lo destroy any

germs which may cause this somewhat delicate

preparation to become sour. Roll the boüles ln

bollini* water, lili them with It, and the.n allow

them to stand in it for al>out half an hour. Keep
the corks undar boiling waler ihe same length of

time.
THI* RECIPE.

Allow two tnblespoonfuls of syrup and about a

sixth of a cake» of yeast for every quart of milk
bottled. Prepare the syrup by boiling half a cup
of fcucar with half a cup of wnter for two min¬

utes. Kill quart bottles about a quarter full, and
add tho yeast, dissolved in lukewarm water, end
ih»· syrup. Cork tli«« bottle« and shake them thor¬
oughly, «'»nd then fill with milk. Cork them lightly
again, and tie down th« corks securely. It Is a

litt lo more conv«-nlcnt to use beer bottles with
paient fasteners, because ihey hold only enough
for one glass of the koumiss, and ihey are noi

as likely to break open as corks tied down with
«ven the ¡»toute<*t twine. They are also easier to

upon, ss the koumiss, If Rood, Is very effervescent.
Set the bottles fur at bast four days In a cold.
,iark cellar, <»r in th»· refrigerator. At the en,? oí
this time tho koumiss should be ready for use.

Boll the
Icing until it forms s soft ball when rolled between
the fingerà, and aprend it on the Inside <>f one of
the halves of cake. Put over this s cup of ripe
strawberries, each «ml in iwo; »lust sugar over

th«-m, and lay th».· other half of the cak»·. Inside
down, over su. Cov r the cake with a plain whits
Icing, and cut when the latter is perfectly1 tirm.

When the cake is served «'idre, it should be dec¬
orai»·,! with a few large fresh strawberries just
before it is put on the tabla A ¡tul«· very thick
cold syrup may be used as a mucilage io make
ti,«-m adhere io the smooth icing.
