Eagle Lake, Ind, May #.—The General Assembly
ms been ¢ asldering to-day, among other things,
/e Board of Home Missions. In fact, little else has
seen before the Assembly since the new Moderator
took the chalr last Thursday. For a year there has
been a general desire throughout the Church that
this =hould be a Home Mission Assembly, and the
prayver seems lkely to be answorad in about the
pame way that the petitions of the children of
Israel were when they wore dissalisfied with the
manna; qualis were sent, and the record says that
the Lord answered their request, but sent leannass
Into their sovls,

On Friday and Saturday the Boards of Home and
Forelgn Missions were under sev:re fire hecause of
the expensive bullding which they had erected in
New-York. On Saturday one of the secretaries of
tho Home Board was charged with recelving as
many salaries as are usually paid to two men, but
%e has denied the charge, admitting that what he
gete from the RBoard i= aalary and what he gots
from John 8. Kennedy iz what the charitable socle.
ties would eall “adequate rellef,” as he finds it im-
possible to live in New-York on a paltry $5,00.

" To-day the Assembly has besn asked by a special
committes, appointed last year to confer with the
Home Board regarding its method of gencral ad-
ministration and suggest what changes, if any, are
advisable, *o direct the Board to reorganize its
methods of administration so that the executive
work shall be placed In charge of ona gecTetary,
with whatever assistants may be necessary, and
that he be accountabls to the Board for its falthful
and eMetent management, Other changes nre Sug-
gested of minor Importance, one of them being that
the pollcy of the Board should be to avoid debt,
that the Board should outline fts work each year
upon tha probable rather than the possible Income,
and that methods of promoting harmony and co-
operation between the Board and preshyteries and
gynods desiring to support and control thelr own
work should be devisad by the commitieo which has
been considering the subject for a year.

AN IMPRESSIVE SCENE.

The committes's report has beeq printed and M
pow being read by the commissioners, who will
discuss the subject to-morrow afternoon.

The scene In the Assembly this afternoon will
long be remembered. Mr. Wanamaker. the vice-
prestdent, preaided for an hour and a half, during
which time the Board of Education submitted it8
report, and addresses werao mnde in regard to the
fmportant subject of educaling minigters fm: the
Preshyterian Church. On motlon of Mr. Wana-
maker, a telegram of congrntulation was gent 1o
Queen Victoria and her people.

At 4 o'clock Dr. Jackson resumed his cnulr: and
the Assembly was led in prayer by Dr. J. Wilbur
Chapman, of Philadelphin. A hush came over the
great gathering which filled the auditorium as he
prayed especially for the Moderator, for it has
been eald off the platform, and admitted by Dr
Chapman in his sermon last evening on the Holy
Spirit, that Mr. Wanamaker's pastor insuited Dr.
Jackeon in his uddress nominating Dr. Minton for
the place which Dr. Jackson secured,

In emphasizing Dr. Minton's qualifications Dr.
Chapman sald that while he (the speaker) stood
tor certaln principles, such as a whole Bible, un-
gwerving loyalty to the Church, ceriain views re-
garding the Holy Spirit, ete,, thers was one ather
man who held the same views, and that man was
Dr. Minton. From this remark It was inferred by
some that Dr. Chapman meant that there was no
other equally orthodox man in the Assembly wl:o
could be named for the place of Moderator, No
one who knows Dr, Chapman or his charitable
spirit could hold such & view for an Instant, Alter
his referencs to the matter in the sermon and his
prayer for the Moderator to-day, it s not probabla
that tha question will ever he ralged agaln. But
judging from the debats which followed the invo-
cation, the worls of tha prayer wera not kept in
mind all the time this afternoon,

DISCUSSING THE NEW-YORK BUILDING.
The first address in regard to the new bullding in
New-York was made by the Rev. Duncan Brown,

of Tarklo, Mo., who offcred a series of resolutlons,
the reading of which occupled a minute and a half,
and prefaced them with a speech lasting half an
hour. He was cailed to order by Killaen Van Rensseé-
laer, of New-York, who said there were others who
wished to speak, and that the delegate from Mis-
gourl had spoken for fifty minutes on Saturday and

THE BAPTIST ANNIVERSARIES.

A LIVELY DISCUSSION ON RETRENCHMENT
IN MISSIONARY EXPENDITURES.
Plitsburg, May M. —After devotional exercises,
eonducted hy the Hev. Emory W, Hunt, of Ohio,
the elghty-third anniversary of the American Bap-
st  Missionary Unlon began in tha Fourth
Avenue Baptist Church at 10 a'clock thia morning.
The Unlon, organized May 18, 1814, has charge of all
the foreizn misslon work, and also has a number of
institutlons for higher education established under
{ts controi in foreign lands, as followe: The Bape
tist Theologleal Seminary, Inselp, near Rangoon,
Burmah: Rangnon Baptist College, Burmah: the
Brownson Teluga Theological Beminary, Ramapa-
tam, Indla: the American Baptist Mission College,
Ongole, India; the DBiblical Schoel, Shaching,
China; the Baptist Theologleal Beminary, Yoko-
hama, Japan; Bethel Theological Seminary, Stock-
Folm, Sweden, dnd the Baptist Theologlcal Bcheol,

Hamburg, Germany,

The convention was called to order by the Rev.
Henry F. Colby, of Chle, the president, after which
the report of the Executive Committee was pre-
sented, The report gave an Interesting account of
the work done during the luzt yeur, The treasurer's
report showed that he recelved §4467,101 80, The ex-
penditures were §60,823, leaving the debt April 1,
1807, $202,321

“The foreign werk,” the report says, "has been
falthfully prosecuted, though at a great disadvan-
tage, resulting from reduced appropriations and the
fatlure 1o provide relnforcements ul polnts whers
additions to the stall of workers were sorely need-
|_d. The most prominent feature in the year's worky
is the awakening in Chinag, where o murvellous
chunge has occurted In the disposition and attitude
of the stolid and conservative Cliinese, The most
fiportant question hus been the financlal problem,
Last year the committes sadd that in cage the debt
wits increased during the year, there would be no
alternative but to close some of our missions. Now,
should every dollar of the present debt be ralsed,
1o attempt to continue work on the present scule
would simply result in incurring another unless
the offerings were greatly inereasged. It §s the con-
viction of the xecutive Committes that the ap-
propriatiors for the coming yvar be made on a
scule $60,060 below the present year, amd in the
yeirs 10 coms the average reccipts from all sourees
from the five preceding years should be adopted as
the basis of missionary appropriatlons for any
single year. To effect this will, in heathen lands,
compel the actual abandonment of stations upon
some of the missien Helds, with the recall of mis-
stonary families, and a serlous reduction in the
force of native workers upon others, besides guch
curtallment in the furnishing of misslonary equip-
ment as cannot fall to prove i serlous embarriss-
ment to workers in the fleld, and, for a time at
least, restrict progress. From several of our Euro-

Colt, Thelr attorney In the sult I8 James A,
Blanchard, of New-York, and the lawyers for the

estiate aro Gross, Hyde & Shipman, of this city,

Samuel Colt died in 1882, and an inventory placed
his estate at about $,250,000, His original will con- |
tained a bequest of #0 shares of the stock of the
Colt Patent Fircarms Manufacturing Company o
hils hrother, James B Colt, and addittonal hequeats
to the ehildren of James I3 Colt: but a later codicil
revoked those hequests. James B Coll brought suit
after his brother's death, and the court awarded
to him 574 shares of the stock of the Arearms com-
papy. He died in 1878 Caldwell H, Colt, the son
of Bamuel Colt, died three years ago, and #ince
then the burden of caring for the large estate of
Samuel Colt has fallen upon hls widow, seventy
years olil. Mrs, Ellzabeth H. Colt has= the affection
and esteem of many people in Connecticut on ac-
count of her numerons charities and high char-
acter,

He made a statement rela-
tive to the employment of Von Luetzow and a
newspaper man named Schumann by the Secret
Politleal Pollce, and assured the courg that he,
Von Tausch, had never caused politlcal mterests
to be served by his agents.

Hs was charged, in conjunction
with Daron von Lueizow, with having signed fleti-
tious names to recelpts for money glven them to
helbe newspaper writers or editors or subordinate
employes of the Government to furnish secret in-
formation of every kind wanted in  the
campalgn to discredit the existing Cabinet,

von Luetzow, in the course of his examination, l

testified that he recelved definite instructlons to
publish reports about the ear troubles of the
Emperor,

The witness was asked If Von Tausch assigned
these troubles to an alloged malady, He replied:

“Certainly, Von Tausch sald the malady had a
cancerous basis, was inherited from his father and
that the disease conslderably affected His Maj-
esty's general health.”
