Fashlon this season has de-
clared that there Iz no hint of wulgarity in sk
linlngs whish literally speak for themselves, aud
the stiffest and most gorgeous taffetas are hidden
under sombre wocls and faced cloths, But the
same devotee of Mme. la Mode, in chooaing her sum-
mer dlmities and lawrs, wiil have them mounted
over the fabric that composes the gown, unless, ‘or
the sake of Its enduring qualities, she prefers an
underlining of soft surah or Indian twill.

PHILOSOPHY NECESSARY.

1t takes philosophy to reconcila tha average
woman to be contented with even the smartest
cloth gown made up over anything but a gay sk
lining. The difference in the first expense is little,
and the philosophy consists in remembering the
ultimate fata of a'l silk linings. They are so crip
and pleasant at first, 2o easy to walk In and to keep
perfectly clean. But a cloth gown is destined for a
deal of use, and it is no: long befcra a treacheraus
crack o two appears in the silk. Thess may be
mended at first, but a premenads 13 than attended
with the possibiltty that a sharp littl» heel may
cateh - where it should not, with ungracsfu! and
sometimes dangerous results. Thers is nothing for
it but a return to the tafler's for an entire new
Uning, for which that master charges a pretty
penny. It seems a bit of a sham, and 1% is there-
tore hard to countenance the bufldisg of a cleth
EOWN Oover a strong sateen and adding a deep dust
rufMe of crisp siik, but the sateen will outlast the
gown and the renewing of the dust ruffie {5 an
affalr of lttle consequerca. One of the high-
priced couturidres here told me once that several of
her wealthiest clients “would not be bothered” with
a silk lining on a gown Intended for service, but
undoubtedly lesser lights on her books hardly dare
to hint at anyth'rg elss.

CLOTH AND WOOL COMBINATION.

Some charming cloth and wool gowna were noted
on the opening day of the dog show, which had
the appearance, at least, of being built over the rich-
est kind of elik, and of course the silk petticoat i
glways a necessary part of a smart walking gown.

An original effect i= shown In a gown of mauve
cashmere. Over a full blousa of purpis silk, on
which are embroidered tiny gold colored figures, is
a bolero of the cloth, cut short enough to show
geveral inches of the blouse, The jacket sleeves
are only half attached to the armhaoles, leaving an
opening at the shoulders through which the silk
puffs, The top of the eleeves and revers on the
jacket are trimmed with black brald, and a bralded
pattern forms a curved apron on the skirt., A
simple but effective costume {3 of hottle-green cloth,
with a trimming of white soutache brald running
down each seam in the skirt and ending in clover
Jeaves.

SHE BPEAKS HOPEFULLY AND PRO-
PHETICALLY IN REFERENCE TO
THE FUTURE, .

HBR PLANS FOR THR FREE CANCER HOSPITAL
AXD A SKETCH OF THE AVERAGE DAY

WORK-—SHE CALLE FOR HELP.

“The question as to whether a charitable under-
taking is to be carrled on by recourss to the pub-
lic's kindness can, In my opinlon, never be an-
swered properly If the answer is in the negative”
sald Rose Hawthorne Lathrop yest:rday to a
Tribune reporter. “The publle 1s always moving
onward, by an Instinct that may be as silent and
as difMienlt to detect as the march of a glacler,
but it does progress, Any denial of true charity,
any snub to the general welfare, is allen to the
publie heart and becomes more so every day.

“I feel as safe in trusting to public help In
earrying out my Intention of establishing a free
caneer hospital as it is possible for any one to feel
in this world of surprises. If I tell the unknown
friends of my cause how the project |2 getting on
it 1a with the firm convictlon that they will glve
me money and Influence for the project’'s success,

“If 1T am not helped, If Interest 1a not kept up In
the work #s I and my helpers try to do it, then I
shall be eertain that It Is best for me to fail. 1f
In the course of a hundred years the kind of hos-
pital 1 hope to inaugurate hefors 1 dle ceases to
Interest the publle, no doubt such hospitals will
have censed to be useful, [ beg pardon for speak-
ing 8o hopefully and prophetically In reference to
the future, for T have my scheme sufficiently at
heart to imagine that everything will ald it, and
that in a hundred years mary free cancer hos-
pltals will flourish in America.

“Much depends upon the clearness with which
the public Is kept informed of the conditlon of n
charlty, for the people are like their Government
in needing diplomatists to distribute power and de-
velopment, springing from themselves,

“I,will glve a little sketch of the day which has
jusl passed. At about 6 o'clock a. m. I left the
housa for a brisk walk, during which I found the
pieasantest refreshment of the twenty-four hours,
with the glimpses of water and =hipping, sky and
mouds, made finer hy eomparative qulet and early
breezes. On my way home [ called, with a helper,
upcn an old woman who has been near death, but
has revived through constant care. Lack of food
and anxlety lest she wonld be evicted from the
rooms she has occnpled for ten years have nearly
killed her. Milk was hought for her, and she was
encouraged with loving words and strengthened
with the beat brandy. Brotn and frults were sent
jater, and an alenhol bath was glven. She I3 to be
further earedl for by a4 woman employed to call
twice a day. *

“After my breakfass T dressed the wounds of twa
resident patients and joined my helper and tha six-
teen-yrar-old ma'd in =etting to rights the two
floars we occupy. The helper then set out to make
two calls upon patientr, and went out to buy a
lotion for a patlent who is almost constantly bed-
ridden from sevese sores and to buy her the dally
allowance of food and fuel, as she |8 wholly de-
pendent upon me. [ visited her and was made
happy for the day by finding her greatly improved.

oI next ordered the express to take a rocking-
ohalr to a patient now able to sit up, attended to
the purchases for my own housekeoping, bullt a
fire In a refractory sc ~ond-hand stove for one of my
chilly patients and conked apples and made soup
for geveral others. T then arranged my cottons
and linens for dressings in the afternoan, sewing
some into ‘harnesses,’ as I eall them,

“After our neon dinner 1 set off to dress the
wound of a patient wha eannnt leave her room and
bought alcohao! to hathe her aching neck. A chance
gcene In the liguor saloon made me pensive for
half an hour afterward, 1 then ecalled upon a
working gir] who (g couch-ridden and in need of
evervthing, and debated with mysell as to how [
ecould supply money, food and bed out of my
lessening fund for dally work. On returning home
I settled which bed was to be devoted to her service
and sent it to her at onee,

w1 put tn order and stored In my 1ittla rcom for
supplics the thick clothing sent me oo late for
use, and at 2 o'clock was ready for the

present
outside patlents wha call upon me.

“1 dressed the uleerous arm of a man whose other
gares 1 had succeeded In curing, and for whom 1
supply medielne and frults, 1 then dressed the
cancerous Hp of an elderly man whose board I am
at present paving. An ol heggar woman, who has
heen @ constant vieitor for six months, and whose
face hns the ditke swestness of religlous sineerity,
caome in, a nenal, to have two terrible soTes
dressed am? to recelve her quarter of s dollar,
which j& her barrler agninst the tandlord,

“An okl for whom I have boughl eye-
glagses, after p serleg of strange happenings at dis-
pensaries, called 1o pxpreas her continued gratitude,
to show me how smpty her bottle of cough moedi-
cire had beeome and to look her appeal for cash.

The fronts are dartless, fitting smoothly
across the shoulders and bust, with the additional
material at the walst !nid in pleats that turn
toward the centre-front. The right-front edge
finishes with a graduated box-pleat, through which
buttonholes are worked to effect a closing with but-
tons or studs, as preferred. Blas rufes, edged with
narrow emhbroldery, appear on each side of the box-
pieat, producing a soft and becoming fulness. The
sleeves are two-seamed, gathers at the top dis-
posing the moderate fulness; the wrists are com-
pleted by deep cuffs, edged with embroldery. The

neck is eompleted by a neat turndown collar, which
ecan be substituted for the regulation white [inen
collar, The walst is encircled by a bias girdle of
the material, but a pretty leather or metal belt
would he equally appropriate.
