&ny one except Sparish officlals during his confine-
ment. On the morning of February 17 he was taken

out of ‘incommunicado’ for an examination into his |

mental and physical condition, and upon examina-
tion it was found that there was & wound on the
top of his head. He dled two hours later It wns
to investigate his death that the commission was
appointed, and 1 was sent to act as counsel to Coms-
missioner Lee.
