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SUGAR DEBATE CONTINUES.

LITTLE HEADWAY BEING MADE WITH
THE BCHEDULE.

TWQ DEMOCRATIC AMENDMENTS REJECTED-—
BENATORE ALLEN AND PETTIGREW BTILL
DECLAIMING AGAINST TRUSTS.

[BY TELEORAPH TO TOE THRIBUNE.]
Washington, June 14.—The Senate spent an-
other fruftless day to-day on the Tariff bill,
progress with the sugar echedule belng tempo-

rarfly biocked by the fallure of the Republican

canecus of Baturday to map out a definite polley
toward Hawallan sugar, Oune Important amend-
ment, that of Mr. Lindeay, striking out the aif-
for 4tial on refined gugars, was beaten by &
vote of 82 to 20, and another, offered by Mr.
Mhis, fixing a duty of 40 per cent ad valorem
on all sugars, was rejected without a diviston.

Most of the afternoon was taken up by Sena-
tors Allen and Pettigrew, who Loth invelghed
with JFopulistic vehemence against trusts and
other combinationa of canitel. On Wednesday
the regular 11 o'clock sessions will begin, the
Senate sitting each day untll & p. m. The pres-
ent cutlook s that the sugar schedule will be dis-
posed of within the next two or three days,

The debate to-day was enlivened by a sharp
passage-at-arms between Mr. Hoar, of Massa-
chusetts, end Mr. Tillman, of South Carolina.
Mr. Tillman again referred to pullizhed charges
of firregularity In connection with the sugar
schedule and aseerted that the Senate would
stand convieted before the American people
#f 1t fatled to investigate the charges, Mr, Hoar
calmly and impresgively repelied this statement,
his tone and language being Intended as a re-
puke. He declared that the vague charges of
frregularity were preposterous and infamous,
Mr. Tillman reiterated that Senpators would
stand convicted by the people If they sought to
hide behind the Senatorial toga. Mr Alllson
also made another speech in defence of the
schedule, presenting tables, which, he declared,
proved that the sugar refiners received less pro-
tection under the Senate schedule than under

existing law.
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THE DEBATE IN
PILLMAN REDUKED BY STENATOR
ALLISON DEFENDS THE EUGAR SCHEDULE

Washington, June 14.—The Tariff Lill wae taken
ap with Httle delay for morning vusiness in the
Benate to-day, and Mr. Alllson, in charge of the
bill, asked for an agreement thatgthe dally ses-
slons of the Senate begin at 11 2. m. on and after
Wednesday next. Mr, Vest preferred to have the
agreemeont conditioned on an understanding for
dally adjournments at § p. m. Mr. Allison sald
that there would be no diculty about that, and
the agreement for early sesslons wus effected,

Mr. Allen (Pop.. Neb) then reverted to the col-
loquy la=t Baturday, in which he held that it was
the rght and duty of the Government to take
«ogal steps to dissolve the Sugar Trust, He argued
ihat injunction, quo warranto and  othefm legal
process could bLe invoked against the trust. He
@aclarsd that the right of the Federal courts to
sust a State corporation engaged in interstate or
miernational trode was undoubted, If Havemeyer
and his assoclates went to New.Jorsoy to procure
a charter, as a mere shicld for improper proceed-
ngs and not to conduct business In that State, the
act was fraudulent, the charter ve 14, and the Fed-
sral courts had jurisdietion over the subject. Mr.
Allen next spolie In favor of nbrozating the Ha-
wallan treaty.

Mr. Pettigrew followed In support of his amend-
ment proposing that articles made by a trust be
put on tie free list He asserted that It was a
serious questlon how the present sgpovernment by
the trusts and for the trusts’ could be thrown
off. There were trusts in conl, sugar, oll, glasg,
precl, chemicals, crockery and all other great sta-
ples, stifling competition gnd setting up the rule
of monopoly, No tar!ff bill would be successful, he
sald, without some defence of the people agalnst
the Trusts, and such a bill woulid mect with popu-
lar commendation. As o protectionist he offered
this amendment, belleving that with it the Tariff
ol could be defended agninst agsqults.

When Mr. Pettigrew ¢cko=3a the Senate was
srought back to the pending amendment offered
sy Mr. Lindsay to strike out the distinetion as 1o
buteh standard in the firod paragraph of the sugar
scheduls, placing all sugars on an equally at 1
sent per pound and 2-100 cent additional for every
fegree above 70 The amendment was defeated—
ayes, 26, noes, H-Mr. McEnery voting with the
Republicans in the negative, and Messrs, Mantle
and Pettigrew, siiver Republicans, with the Demo-
srats in the affirmative

Mr. Mills moved to etrike out Paragraph 208 and
lngert & un!form duty of 40 per cent ad valorem.

A BUGAR COMMISSION PROPOSED.

Mr. Hoar offered his amendment for the appoint-
ment by the Presldent of a commisslon of five to
investigate the subject of sugar production anid
the best means of supplying the American market
at the least cost, He sald the ralsing of revenue
trom sugar had been a subject of contention for
160 years in England and tiis country., He did not
think any considerabile portlon of the people be-
Heved thet the men who had framed these and
tormer tariff schedules were Impelled by any other
than honorable motives. But the men who make
these tariffs are met by subtle and vumlh-:ing

uestions which had slready broken down one of

e Senators (Mr. Aldrich),  Mr. Hour urged
therefore that his propesed commission would
command the best talent of the country In present-
ing to the Benate the fullest informatlon concern-
mf fugar. Next to the development of the virgin
whent flelds, the development of the gugnr heet
would be the greatest boon to ngrieulture, Revert-
ing again fo published statements of irregularity
{n connectlon with the sugar s=chedule, My, Hour
sald that although it had been suggested in the
press that somebody hed been bribing Senators
these statements were received by serjons people
throughout the country “with absolute contempt.”

Mr. Allison suggested that this was such an im-
portant question that It ought to be considered by
the Finance Committes,

Mr. Hoar agreed to the reference of the amend-
ment to the committee, and this was dane,

Mr, Jones, of Arkaneas, sald that the Tariff Com-
misslon appointed in 1583 nt the Instance of Hepub-
I;I,mna'hm accomplizhed no good

Mr. Tililman answered Mr., Hoar, He sald he had
the deepest respect for the integrity of the Senator
from Massachusetts. Put perhaps he had berome
callous in his loug service, as was Indleated hy the
statement that the best people of bhoth parties
treated with contempt the renorts that there was
frregularity in muaking the sugar schedule. But
when published statements were made thoat Sena-
tors were in touch with sugar barons, when eir-
cumetantial evidenca was at hand that a huge mo-
nopoly levied tribute on the public, that the Ameri-
can people were helpless in the grasp of this octo-
pus—then it was strange, Indeed, that any Senator
should assert that the people treated with contempt
these charges.

After thia diverting incident, the Eenate came
back to the bill, and Mr. Lindsay mbved to strike
out 1.85 cents and insert 1.5 cents as the rate on
gugar, He ergued that the rate of the LIl was
too high and gave exceptional advantages to the
reflners,

This drew from Mr. Allison an animated defence
of tho paragraph.s The Senate paragraph differed
from the original House provision, he sald, In only
one particular, viz.: The substitution of 1.95 for
1.8, which difference amounted to only Tiy cents
per 100 pounds, Ile asserted that the agcending
seale of three-hundredihs of o cent on each degree

any varlety of our cottons, The couniry will
hardly aceept thelr testimony on the subjast of
eotton in preference to the authorities I quote. My
own State, Georgia, raises twe-thirds of the Sen
1siand crop, and our Senators did a wise and patri-
ofie thing when they ignored party linea and voted
for & tax on cottan.  Having the approval of thelr
penstiiuents o8 they do, thef will scarcely care for
the eritlclams of Mr. Evans.

A TREATY AWAITING PRESIDENT MKIN-
LEY'S Hl_riﬂl'ﬂ?l'll:.

PEAMED 00X TIE LINE2 OF TiIE ONE WITHDPREAWN

BY MIL, CLEVELAND AND LIKELY TO BE SENT
TO TIIB SENATE IN A FEW DAYS

Washington, June 14.—A treaty for the an-
nexatlon of Hawall to the United States will be
pent to the Eennte soon after the return of the
President, unlers pregent plens are altered, The
treaty had Leen drawn up and all its detalls
were fully agreed upon hefore the President
and Secrstary Sherman went to Nashville, There
13 no doubt, It 18 suld, of the President's acqul-
egeence in the terme of the treaty, for the rea-
son that he wes made fully aware of them be-

fors he left Washingtan.

The treaty is cn the general lines of that ne-
pottated durlng the Admfnistration nf Presl-
dent Harrison and withdrawn by President
Cleveland, It provides for annexation without
the exactlon of conditions ie to the form of gov-
ernment to he vouchsafed to Haweall, leaving
that guestion to be digposed nf by the Govern-
ment of the United States. The United fitates
will agree, however, 1 asgume the delt of the
present Hawalian Government, but will acquire
all the Hawallan crown lands and other pos-
seeslons,

Officials at the State Department rofuse to
moke any statemént aboul the treaty, and at
the Hawallan Legation the same sllence is oh-
gerved, It 18 known, however, that the treaty,
though not yet signed, l& drawn up, and as the
Precident 1s fully aware of its scope, there I8 no
reason to doubt that he will authorize jts signe-
ture. It 18 expected that the document will be
gent to the Senate gsoon-—aven within a weei, it
ta gald in some well-informed quartsrs. 11 this
1= the case, it may be taken for granted that the
President hnas taken gteps to assure himsgelf of a
favorable reception for the treaty in the Sgnate,
and to guard agrinst such a mishap es bLefell the
Arbitration Treaty.

TO HEAD OFF JAPAN.

The present conditlons in Hawall, it g said,
have had much to de with fayorable considera-
tlon of the treaty of annexation. The (Govern-
ment and the people who support it are groatly
concerned about the Japanecee situation.  Pri-
vate information recefved by Hawaiians in this
city {8 to the effect that the Japanese at any
time may take some action looking to acquisi-
ton of the islands. (ficial advices are of
much the same tenor., The sentiment in the Sen-
ate seems to be that Jopan in no way should
control the islands or get a foothold there, This
argument has been used to prevent notlee of
abrogation of the present treaty In the Tarifl
bill. It is sald that such notice might be fol-
lowed by Japanese occupation, and the istands
could not be regatned by the United States with-
out @ struggle, The conversationg among the
most prominent Japanese regidents of Hawail
which have been reported to the representatives
of the lslands in Washington have been of a
threatening character, and the American resi-
dents have more concern than has been shown in
the published pecounts,

RATIFICATION THOUGHT TO BE CERTAIN.

Several Senators have recelved definite in-
formation concerning the existence of the treaty
and are well acquainted with Its terms, though
they refuse to dlsciss the matter, having received
the lnformation in confldence, The knowledge of
the exlstence of the treaty has heen communi-
cated to the members of the Committes on For-
elgn Relations and the Finance Committee. In
the Republican caucuses the subjfect has been
hinted at, but In a rather vague manner. Sena-
tors asgerted that negotlations looking to an-
nexation were in progress, but they would not
acknowledge that they knew a treaty had been
drawn, nor would they give any assurances
that it would he sent to the Senate soon. In
private conversatlons with other Senators, how-
ever, they gave information that was definite
enough to gatisfy thage with whom they talked
that the treaty was aiready drawn and only

awaiting .the slgnatures of the officers of the
two Governments to complete [t. It |8 known

that the congent of the Committee on Forelgn
Relations is assured, as eight members of the
committes have approved its terms. This will
enable the committee to report the treaty speed-
ily to the Senate, so that it may be taken up im-
mediately after the Tariff bill is passed.

The Henate has been canvassed to a certain
extent by those who favar anexation, and while
some of the Sengtors are non-committal, the
supporters of the proposition belleve that they
ecan count upon the two-thirds vote necessary for
rotification, The especial friends of the Presi-
dent in the Sepate say that the treaty has been
made to aecord with his vjews, and that It would
have been sent in some time ago exeept for his
exnctlons as to detatls
DISCUSSED 1\ THE REPUBLICAN CAUCUS.

The Hepublican Senators were in caucus fur
more than three hours to-night, and when ad-
Journment was reached not much progress had
been made. The Hawallan treaty proposition
was passed over, to e constdered at another
caneus, as several Senators expressed the opin-
fon that If a treaty of annexatlon were to he
sent In it would be absurd to enact legislation
lonking to the abrogation of the treaty of reci-
procity.  Senators who were aware of the ex-
{stence of the annexation treaty did not feel at
lberty to glve the caacus full information.
Although much reticence was obgerved, it was
believed the President would be consulted to-
morrow on the sublect of the propesed treaty.

The caurds was In sesston from 8 until 11
o'eloek, and only three propositions were under
consideration. These were the question of what
to dlo with the Hawalian reclprocity treaty, the
advizability of giving a bounty on beet sugar,
and the quegtion of an anti-trust amendment.
The Hawallan treaty question was passed over,
the beet sugar hounty propesition was with-
drawn, and the anti-trugt amendment was re-
ferred to the Republican members of the Judi-
clary Committee,
