IS IN THE CITY.

ALARM *rV>R THORN BENT OCT.

The» efforts of the Detective Bureau toward
th» elucidation of the myster*. surrounding the

murder of William Guidensuppe were mainly
direct»-: yesterday to the tracing of th« man

Mtirtin Thorn, who 13 suspected of being Impli¬
cated in the murder. Hitherto it has b«en be¬
lieved that Thorn had made his way to Montreal
and fro::», that port had »aken a steamer for

Germany. But last night Acting Inspoctor
O'Brien expressed lbs conviction that the man

\va* still hiding In this city. This bsllsf Is

founded upon the result of Investigations made

by éStSCtlTSS yost.r.lay at Woodatd«, Long Isl-

nr.d. what is still more Startling, it Is as¬

serted that they learned eaougb while at Wo« d-

sldo to lead t>> the positive assurance that the

murder va« actually committed at that place.
It was reported at Police Headquarters last

right that the detective? had ascertained that

for some time prior to the murder of Gulden-
nuppe the latter !>rd Mrs. Nack. who is now In

custody, were in negotiation with a real estate

dealer of the name of Rualo for the renting
of a house .lust the other side >f Woodslde, Long
Island, in NcwtOWn. Several visits were paid to

this house by the man and woman, and it is now

believed that Thorn was secTetOd in the house to

await the coming Of Mrs. Nack uni Gulden-
i-uppe at the time Mrs. Nack telephoned Gulden'
supp" about making a trip t.« Wondside, and
tbat after he got there he was murdered and
Ms bod« was cut up and distributed ahout in
the various pinces where the pieces were found.
The fact of the buggy, with the man and the
woman and the bundle which was seen leaving
Newtown on Saturday, June 20, the day the
first portion of the body was found floating in
the river at East Eleventh-st., strengthens th»»

theory. It is believed that when the buggy
With its ghastly bundle was on the ferry-boat
on its way to this city, th? grewaome bundle was

dropped overboard, and was a short time after¬
ward picked up by th.- tw.i little boys who were

Swimming in the river near the ferry slip.
AN IMPORTANT LETTER

Moreover, the detectives brought buck with
them a letter of the gravest importan.«». It was

addressed to Mr. Bualo, and was mailed at p.-st-
offta Station K. in West Thirty-s. cmd-st this
city, on July 2. The letter read as follows:

New-York, July *_'. 1867.
Mr. Bualo: On account of sickness In my

family, I will not move into the house before an¬

other week or ten days. Respectfully,
r. BRAUN.

The handwriting in the letter was compared
with the handwriting of the telegram which Mrs.
Nack said she re^ »ived from Guldensuppe, which
requested her to go to the bath and see the
superintendent. The handwritings were id«*nti-
cal, which establishes to the minds of the de¬
tectives and Acting Inspector o'Rrlen that the
letter was written by Thorn, as was the tele¬

gram, and that Thorn is still in the city, and
wrote the letter which was mailed on Friday at

Station E, and which was received by Mr. Bualo

yesterday morning.
Acting Inspector O'Brien considered the letter

to be of the greatest importance, and he was of
the Impression that he would have Thorn in

custody before the night was out.

The handwriting of the letter sent to the real

estate dealer has been compared with a letter
written to Mrs. Nack by Thorn, and have been
found to be similar, enough so In fact to make
it apparent that the same person wrote both
letters.

CRIXg OF "MURDER" HKARD IN WOODglDE.
Acting Inspector O'Brien told late last night

of certain discoveries made by Detectives Bar¬
rett and Boyle, who have been making the in¬

vestigation In Woodskle. They found that Mar¬
tin Blttenger and his wife occupy a house in

Second-st. there, which is separated only by a

vacar.t lot from the house which it is thought
Mrs. Nack was making arrangements to occupy.
The detectives were told by Rittenger that at 2
o'clock Saturday morning. June ¦»'.>, th-- .lay on

which the first portion of the body was fi und,
he and his wife were aroused by the barking of

dogs. Bittenger says he got up and went .! »wn
to his back StOOSJ, He had just reached there
when he heard a cry of "Murder!" It was a

loud cry. and It came from the directl-n of the
house beyond the vacant lot. I!itteng.»r called
to his wife, and she hurried out Just in time to

hear som-- one cry "Help!"
Just about this same time Mary Ruppert, who

occupies the house next the Blttengers, also
heard the cry of "Help!"
The detectives Visited the house from which

the cries are thought to have come, and after
a thorough Investigation they arrived at the
< <-i.elusion that the murder had be»»n committel
there. They believe the man was killed In a

bathroom, and from the tub the blood was al¬
lowed to run Into i mud glitter at the front of
the building. In this gutter there was evidence
<f blood. A bucket full of mud was gathered up
a-id t'lk'-n by the detectives to the Central Office
in this city. It will be analyzed to determine
whether or not there Is blood in it.

THOUGHT HK SAW THORN*.

The detectives also found a lamp lighter named
Thomas Walley, who gave a perft-ct description
of Thorn. He said he had seen sur-h. a man leave
the house where it Is thought the murder was

committed. Whether It was Thursday or Friday
he had seen the man he could not he certain, but
he thought It was Friday. From this the de¬
tectives came to the conclusion that Thorn was in
the house 08 that Friday before the murder was

committed, and that he was awaiting the arrival
of Mrs. Nark with Guidensuppe.
Acting Inspector O'Brien yesterday sent ou\

a general alarm for Thorn. He said that he had
ascertained that Thorn, or Torzewski. was a

rather expert pinocle player, and spent much of
his time in East Side saloons playing the game
with friends. On Tu"sday last, the Ar ting In¬
spector says. Thorn was in one of these saloons,
and while playing a game of pinocle, remarked.
"Wer. to-morrow by this time I will be on the
ocean."

\VOTIJ> TRY TO MISI.KAD

But it Is said that such a man as Thorn must
be If he killed Quldenoupps would not deliber¬
ately tell anybody of his Intentions, or where he
waa going after he had committed such a deed
as this murder.

Early yesterday evening Acting Inspector

O'Brien called all the newspaper men int.» his

private office at Police Headquarters and gaw
out a long statement concerning the alleged
BlUldaf of Guidensuppe. To begin with, he said
that, after several conferences with Assistant

District-Attorney Mitchell, both had com«- to the

OOaClUSSOSI that there was no doubt that the re¬

mains of the body found In different sections of

the city were those Of Guidensuppe, and th¡u
the publication of the developments In the dally
près» would greatly aid them in the arrest of
Thorn, alias Torzewski. Captain O'Brien

lhanhed the newspaper men, and said they had

I.^p-d him greatly.
"I woujd say," he continued, "that Assistant

District-Attorney Mit» hell has been in communi¬
cation with the State Ivpartrnent at Washing¬
ton, and on the advice of that Department cable

dispatches have been sent to Europe this after-

noon for the authorities to Intercept the arrival
of passengers on the steamers City of Paris, at

Southampton, and the Majestic, at Liverpool, in
order to cause the arrest Sf Thorn, if by cry
chance ho should have sailed."
The Acting Inspector denied that he had sub¬

jected Mit. N'ack lo the police "thirty-third de¬
gree" and declared that he was opposed to such
methods Of getting admissions from prisoners.
He declared that th«- woman had been treated
with the utmost kindness and that the only time
the exhibits in the mystery had been shown to

her it was with her consent and after a

warning.
AN ADMISSION FROM TB1 WOMAN.
The Acting Inspector went on to tell an inter¬

esting story, which he said went to show that
the murder of Guidensuppe was prearranged,
and that Mrs. Nack and Thorn were the mur-

den rs. lb- said thai two days ago he had at

his « ¡lice August Strunlng, of No. 4<Vi Nlnth-
ai-'., tl:.- undertaher from whom the surrey
had been hired on last Saturday. After Mr.
Btrunlng bad positively identified Mrs. Nack as

tli- person who had secured the surrey, accord¬
ing to the Acting Inspector, she admitted that
Martin Thorn was the man whom she had sent
to the undertaking establishment for the horse
and surrey. She also acknowledged in the pres¬
ence of Acting inspector O'Brien, Mr. Strunlng
and Détectives Price and Don.hu. that she had
been in the surrey with Thorn on Saturday, and
was with him from the time the surrey was

hired until nearly the time ¡t was returned. The
Acting Inspector SSked her at the Unie, so he
said, where she got Into the carriage after it had
been hired from the undertakers, but she refused
to tell him, nnd said that she htd spent the
afternoon and evening driving about Central
Park.
According to A'tlng inspector O'Brien, she

said that she loved Thorn, and if accessary
would die for him. She also acknowledged that
Thorn had told her that if he ever met Guiden¬
suppe he would kill him. and that Guidensuppe
had told her the same thing concerning Thorn.

THE NOTE AND THJC VALISE.

Captain O'Brien further asserted that Mrs.

Nack had admitted to him that it was Martin

Thorn who had sent the note to hr-r by the two

boys, and to whom she had delivered the valise

and answered the note with another which she

wrote to him. She said that she had forgotten
the contents of the notes.
Acting Inspector O'Rrlen said that his detec¬

tives had learned that Thorn was a frequenter
of the saloon of a man named Frey, near the
Thirtv-fourth-st. ferry, in Thirty-fourth-st. He
said that he had had talks with Henry Fédérer,
of No. CBS First-ave.; Edward stecht, the bar¬

tender, and Edward Gordon, of No. 513 Third-
ave. They ail knew Thorn, and knew him by
the name of "The barber." He was not known
as anything else at the saloon. He was also

known to be an exceptionally good pinochle play¬
er, seldom, losing a game.
According to a statement made by Fédérer,

"the barber" i-alltd at the saloon at 2 o'clock
on the afternoon of Tuesday, after the murder
«as committed, and said that he hau S woman

with him or. the outside and that they were

going across to Long Island City to look for a

house on a certain street.
He stayed In the scloon a short time, and then

went swsy. He returned in about an hour, and

the woman was with him. They soon left the
saloon together and went in the direction of
the ferry» Thorn returned to the saloon again
at about 6:4o o'clock, and Fédérer met him

t|i<r>-. The woman was not with him. He sail

to Fédérer that he iThorm had just time to play
one game of pinochle. He said that he had to
meet a woman at 8 o'clock at Seventh-ave., on

the West Side.
«It is a matter of life and death! said Thorn

to Fed.nr. according to the latter's statement.
"To whom is it death?" Federer remark« d to

Thorn.
"To me." answered Thorn.
Acting Inspector O'Rrlen said that all three

of the men.Federer, Stecht and Gordon-Identi¬
fied Mrs. Nack at Headquarters as the woman

who was in company with Thorn on that after-

acting Inspector O'Brien said that he had

asked Mrs. Nack whet lier she and Thorn had

spoken about the murder, and she said that

Thorn had sp.iken to her something about a

body b.-ing boiled. The Acting Inspector said

that Mrs. Nack also acknowledged having held

a conversation with Guidensuppe over a tele¬

phone from a drug store, and while Guidensuppe
was at the baths. She admitted having spoken
to him about going to Woodalde. She did not

want the people in the drug ¡'tore to kn »w what
the conversation was about, presumably be¬
cause it might be brought up against her at

some future time, but mad" an engagement to
meet him. The conversation was overheard In

the drug store by one of the clerks.
"In my opinion." remarked Acting Inspector

O'Brien, "this is when Guidensuppe was lured
over to Woodalde and there murdered. The plan
to murder him was concocted here, in this city,
but the murder really took place in the hous-» in
Woodslde."

IDENTIFIED BY HI8 NEPHEW.

August Petersen, a nephew of William Gulden*
suppe. came from Philadelphia yesterday morn¬

ing and positively identified the mutilated body
at the IfOTgUS as that of his uncle.

THE U. S. PATENT OFFICE.
WHAT A DISTINGUISHED AUTHORITY

SAYS OF ITS OBSOLETE AND INSUF¬
FICIENT ACCOMMODATIONS.

Commissioner of Patents Butterworth Is about to
Issue a new set of rules for the Patent Office, which
will be substantially the same rules which were
the outgrowth of a half-century's experience and
which were replaced by the rule« promulgated by
the last Commissioner toward the close of his term.
The new departure will consist of rules designed

to afford Inventors better protection against the
dishonesty and Incompetency of a certain class of
so-called patent attorneys. Miny of these are not
only not lawyers, hut know little or nothing of Pa»
tent Office proiedure. On account of the lack of
knowledge and the unskllfnlness with which these
people draw papers and prosecute claims, the pa¬
tents which they do obtain are, in many cases,
worthless, and In other cases nearly so.
The average Inventor does not understand thnt,

though he may have a valuable Invention and get
a patent on It. yet. If his patent la not sufficiently
broad, his Invention may be virtually lost to him.
Tills often happens. It seems hard, but ther-» Is
no way to prevent It. I- Is the same with respect
to law. People who are »ompelle.l to go Into court
often lose their rights t írough the Ignorance, In¬
competency or mistakes of their counsel. Rut
courts must be governed by rules, and, if people
lose their rights through Intrusting them to those
Ignorant of these rules, they have only themselves
to blame.
A more liberal policy |s being pursued toward in¬

ventors. It has been a r"c«»nt practice to resolve
all doubts against the ln\entor. but now It Is the
practice to resolve all doubts In favor of the In¬
ventor.
"I do not know why it is." said Mr. Julian C.

Powell, a leading paient lawyer In Washington,
"but a more liberal policy always prevails In the
Patent office under a Republican Administration.
Put no matter how liberal minded or progressive
In spirit the Commissioner may b», there are cer¬

tain Improvements In the Patent Office which are

sorely needed which he cannot ca-ry out without,
the sanction of Congress. More room has long
been needed: the force is Insufllciert, and the pay
of examiners Is not enough to kee| the most effi¬
cient men for anv length of time In the service.
The whole of the Patent Office Pulldlng Is not
large enough for even the Patent iftlce business
alone."
Mr. Powell Is thoro»ighly competert to speak on

such matters and his opinion will have much
weight. He stands high In the profession, was

for many years an examiner In the Patent Office,
has ha«l a great many years' experience as a

Patent Solicitor and In trying case.« before the
courts. He was the partner of the present Com¬
missioner. Mr. Putterworth, until the latter took
charge of th<- Patent Office last April.
A visit to the Patent Office shows that the con¬

dition of crowding there borders on the disgrace¬
ful. Mr. Putterworth says that the cells In the
St. Petersburg prisons are actually more com¬

modious than some of the rooms which Patent
office employes are compelle«! to work In. Ex¬

aminers are huddled together.so many In a room

that a conference cannot be held with one with¬
out disturbing all the rest. Documents are piled
up In the halls, and In most rooms papers are

piled up on desks so as to materially retard work.
All this notwithstanding the fact that there are

M.000,009 in the Treasury that the inventors of the
country have paid In. The business of the office
has Increased 7 per cent in a year; a great In¬
crease. The office will turn into the Treasury this
year $100,000 more than last year, and 180,000 above
expenditures

It Is believed that Mr. Rutterworth will keep up
the agitation untl" relief is granted. Xo one knows
better than he the needs of the Patent Office, and
Congress has confidence in him.
