MANY PECULIAR COMPLICATIONS.

POLICE JUSTICE NEVIN PREVENTED FROM
HOLDING AN EXAMINATION IN THE
CASE OF COMMISSIONER ABER-
NETHY'S BROTHER.

Police Justice Nevin, of Jermey Clty, was pre-
vented from holding an examination yesterday in
the case of Policeman Henry Abernethy, who Is
accused by Michael Scratelll, an Itallan rag-pleker,
with steallng 97 centa The case has a peculiar
aspect. It has been the custom for the pollce
justices to hold the hearings and present the testl-
mony to the County Court If the evidence warrants
the holding of the prisoner for trial. In this case
the complaint was bmitted to the Grand Jury

at once,

The Indictment was orderad, it ls sald,
but has not been handed into the Court

Justice Nevin had fixed the hearing for last Fri-
day, It was adjourned at the request of the Pros-
ecutor, who sent a comstable to the Pollce Court
and without a warrant arrested Seratelll and lodged
him In the county jail as a witness. Justice Nevin
adjourned the hearing to yesterday. A subpeena
was sent to the county jall for Seratelll, but
Warden Lennon refused to honor it. Senator Daly
when informed of this mction of the Warden ex-
clajmed: “This Is an Insult to this Court and &
naﬂunt violation of the law and decency.”

was an outrage, and smacked of persecution. “The
wires of the osecutor's office have bean kept
hot,” he sald, “to take possession of this case”
The hearing had to be adjournea until to-day. The
lawyers stated that they would consult Justice Lip-
pincott, and I i1 is necessary will app.y for n wrlt
of habeas corpus.

A NEW FEATURE TO BE BEGUN BY THE NEW-
JERSEY ATHLETIC CLUB THIS
AFTERNOON,

With appropriate diversion in the line of athletle
sport, a serles of club days for women will be be-
gun at the clubhouse on the New-Jersey Oval at
Bergen Point to-day by the members of tha New-
Jersey Athletie Club, These occaslons of enter-
tainment will be regular weekly features for the re-
mainder of the summer season, Under the direc-
tion of Charles A. Sulzer, the new captain of the
organization's athletle contingent, will be held the
games auxiliary to the weekly holidays.

The games will embrace a series of competitions
for poluts, open to the members of the club only,
and so arranged that the tournament will extend
over several weeks. The arrangements for these
contests provide for handlcap allowances to com-
petitors, and prevent the possibility of any one or
two athletes carrying off all the honors. The af-

THE NEEDS OF COMMERCE.

INCREASED DOCK ROOM AND THE OPENING OF
A THIRD GREAT WATERWAY.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Bir: Our far-seeing Mayor seems fo have a
prophetic vision which startles him from his usual
composure, for he has suddenly dizcovered that the
Port of New-York |3 without proper dock room for
the that should naturally come to this
elty. Such I8 the case, notwithstanding that The
Tritune has heen sounding the note of alarm In ita
editorials year after year. It was only, the other
evening, at a4 Democratic mass-meeting held 10
Caledonian Hall, that, casting aside all alluslons to
politics, the Mayor declared that the commerce of
the metropolls of the Unlted States was throttied
and restricted becauss the municipal authorities
had not provided the docking facilitles necesspry
for the handling and shipping of the merchandise
that comes to this harbor.

Thut was strong language for the Chief Magis-
triate of the ¢ity that is the acknowladged metrop-
olts of this continent, and that should, from its
geographieal situation and advantageous surround-
ings, casily remain such to the end of time. But
how can the munletpal authoritles supply the
want? The means of doing so are near at hand, If
only they will open thelr eyes and see. The lower
part of Manhattan Island has already used up
every foot of available land for the service of Its
commerce. But commerce has outgrown those
tacilitles, and s6 the water-front must be extended
to the newer part of the clty. If not, commerce
will forsake this port, perhaps never (o return.
Every schoolboy must know that there are three
grent waterways glving approach to and exit from
the harbor of New-York, One ls the great inland
route of the North River connecting with the Erle
Canal and the Great Lakes. A second ls over the
pandbars and flats that stretch across from Coney
Ialond to Sandy Hook, These two are aiready in
use, and have long been, The third, thus far
neglected save for minor traffic, 18 by the splendid
deep water of Long Island Sound, leading directly
to the spaclous deep-water harbor at Port Morris,
where there {8 ample harbor and dock room for all
the navies of the worid, At that point the inland
trafie from the river and lakes and that from the
great trunk rallronds ean come into immediate con-
tact with that of the great traneatiantic lines, with-
out & moment's delay or a dollar's expense for
lghterage or cartage,

To meke Port Morris of full avall It will be neces-
gary to complete the Harlem: River 8hip Canal
But that ocught to be done speedily. It surely
cannot be too great an undertaking for the United
States Government and Its engineera, It 18 true,
they have already had it In hand for iwenty yeirs,
and It Is not yet done It Is equally true that De
Witt Clinton built ¢he Erle Canal, 38 nales long,
with 72 locks, in less than nlne years Is there i

political economls: who would venture 1o set limite
10 the advantages that the latter work has been
to the commercs and industries of this courtry
during the seveniy years of its existence? If so.
he must put his figures high up in the billlons if
not In the trilllons. Surely the commercial men
of the whole Unlted Btates should renlize what the
State of New-York has done and now Is doing by
providing this greut wnlerway from the lakes to
tde-water for the transportation of Western
praduce. This should give force to the requist
which has been made by the city and State of
New-York, and by some of the Eastern and West-
ern States as well for Congress to take steps io
have the Harlem Bhip Canal promptly and prop-
erly caomplated and the Port of New-York thus ex-
panded to lis real capabllitics.

Then will be reallzed the sublime ambition of
Cliaton. who deslgned the Erle Canal. the Harlem
River Cannl and the Long Island Suund to form
ihe mreat transportation route from the heart of
this *C\'«-tr-m Continent to the markets of the Ol
World, with Port Morris as the great central polnt
of tranefer. le there a political economist who
would venture to llmit the advantages that the
completion and opening of this route would be to
the rommeree of the entire United States, and even
of other countries? With steamers leaving Port
Maorrla for Furope dally on a regular time m-h-r!uw,
independent of the tide, the commerce o the West-
ern World wonld sonverga upon this port as never
before. New-York would be to a greater degres
than ever hefore the eommercial emporium of this
continent. And the limit to the material benefits
enjoyed by the Natlon wauld, T set at all, have to
be put in figures beyond the pawer nf the human
mind to comprehend. Milllons would be a mere
trifle. The reckoning would have to be well up In
billlons, if not in trilllons of quadrillions. 8.C.

WANTED FOR THEFT IV RUSRIA.

JUDKO KAPLAN'E CABE BEFORE COMMISSIONER
SEMPLE-—-HIS EXPERIENCES IN AT-
LANTIC CITY.

The man who Is known to the United Btates au-
thoritles as Judko Kaplan was arralgned agaln
before United States Commissloner Semple yes-
terday afternoon, at the office of the Commis-
sloner, No. 120 Broadway. The prisoner was Aar-
rested at the request of the Ruselan Government.
Jle is charged with having robhed the RBank of
Kieft last February of 20,00 gold rubles. A gola

ruble 18 worth about eighty-nine cents.

Kaplan was discharged on the old warrant yes-
terday, and Immediately rearrested on A new war-
rant, charging substantially tha same offence,
This actlon was taken, It s understood, hecause
the first warrant was lssued on July 1, the day
that the new law regarding United States Com-
misstoners went Into effect. Four witnesses were
examined yesterday. ‘The nearest that nany of
them came to & positive identification of the pris-
oner was when Mrs. Barah Golub, of Atlantic
City, sald that he was her cousin. He called at
her house a few weeks ago, she sald, and told her
the names of gome of her relatives, and the con-
cluded that he was her cousin. She had not seen
him for fifteen years. The other witnesses were
Detective James A, Russell, of Atlantle Cityg Mrs,
Matilda Bnyder, who keepn the Natlonal Hotel at
Atlantle Clty, and a young man named Harris
Stow, recently of Camden, N. J. The burden of
thelr testimony was that the prisoner was fear-
ful of being arrested and taken back to Russia
and Eent to Biberia for some crime he had com-
mitted, He had been arrested in Atlantle City on
a charge of assault and battery, and while he was
locked up he was greatly frightened for fear that
extradition papers would come.

Gearge F. Munce, of Philadelphia, and Charles
L. Brooke, of New-York, appeared as counsel for
the prigoner. In the course of thelr erosg-examina-
tion of the witnesses they outltned the defence
as being a conspiracy on the part of these and
other persons to get rid of Kaplan after getting
all his money. Mrs. Snyder frankly admitted that
she had got 8800 from the prisoner.

“1 got $800 from that man.'' she sald with some
satisfaction; but afterward she sald she had spent
it on his behalf. Later Mrs. Snyder sald she had
dane what she dld for Kaplan merely out of kind-
ness of heart—she was always dolng such little
thinge, she added.

It appeared that Kaplan was arrested twice on
a charge of assault In Atlantle Clty, onee in
Camden and once in Philadelphia, His attorneys
gay that he was S0 frightened that he was done
out of $4,700 In cash by the new-found friends
who took an intercst in him. Before the Commis-
sloner yesterday Mrs, Snyder produced a draft
for €h20, which the prisoner had glven her. He
afterward stopped payment on that, how

' BROADWAY CABLE-CARS ARE NOW IQUIPPED
’ WITH NEW GRITH,

Those who rounded Dead Man's Curve on the
Broadway cable-cars at Fourteenth-sl. yesterdny
noticed a perceptible decrease In the speed at which
the cars swept around thls curve This was due
to the new equipment on the open curs, which en-
abled the gripman to regulate the speed of his
car by the degree (o which he tlghtens his grip on
the cable. Orders were lssued yesterday that ell
gripmen were to exercise the greatest care und
tnke thetr ears around the curve at the slowest
poraible spesd. In order to Insure this a number
of specinl Inkpe tors were on duty at the curve, and
they watched the cars closely.

The officlas of the rond expect that it will take
the gripmen s=ome time to bevome accustomed to
the tiew method, as loosening the grip when round-
ing a curve s In direct opposition to the funda-
mental teachings of a gripman,  President Vrees
land unnounced yesterday that the new grip was
working successful,y, but that the ears wournl not
round the curve at o stadl paer on aecount of It
He sald that If such a methal wos followed a
block on the lne would be the result, aml that in-
stead cars would be earried around at the grestest
specd consistent with safety. The now grip gave
the meq o better control over the cars, amnd would
be used simply as a mutter of safety and in an
emergency.
