Dietroit, July 13.—The tenth annual ecanventlon
of the National League of Republican Clubs, of
which the first session was held here to-day,
pleases the leaders in respect to the attendance
from the South and Weat, hut is & Keen disap-
pointment to them as regards the delegates from
the Bast. New-England le most meagrely repre.
gented and New-York has sent only seven men,
al*lough entitled to a representation of 130,
Fernnexlvania has sent a large delegation, but
there is some suspicion that she did so partly
tecause she has a candidate for president of the
League. There are T00 delegatea in attendance.

11 te. perhaps, with the jdea of stimulating
Lengue work in the Eastern States, and reviv-
ing organizations that appear to have fallen into
a torpid condlition, that ihe leaders of the League
to-day were talking ahout the need of nominat-
ing an Eastern man for president. They also
geem to give considerable encouragement to the
candidacy of Frederick W, Fleitz, of Scranton,
Penn., for the presldency. This evening Mr.
Fleitz was the leading candidate, and was said
to be pawerfully supported from Washington by
Senator Quay. The other candidates were L. J.
Crawford, of Newport, Ky, Grant Fellows, of
Michigan, and A. M. Higgins, of Indlana. Secre-
tary Dowling, if he desires a re-election as secre-
tary, and it 'a understond that he does, will
hate no opposition.

Thig polley is sald to have the hearty ap-
proval of the Republican National Committee,
which recognizes the great value of the work
already done for the Republican party by the
League and seeks to nbtain further co-operation
from It in party work.

The eonvention holds its sessions In the Audl-
torium of Detroit, & large hall, having much
the appearance of & former skating rink, It

had been handsomely decorated with American |

The delegates occupied seats in the body of the
hall, and the rpectators, among whom were
many women, had places in the galleries,

The delegates were slow In asgembling, bhut
by 11 o'clock a large proportion of the seats on
the floor of the hall were accupled. Seated on
the platform were President Woodmaneee, Gov-
ernsr Pingree of Michigan, Governor Tanner of
INinois and Secretary Dowling of the League,
with his assistants, Mr. Woodnmanses called the
convention to order and introduced the Rev,
R. J. Service, of the Trumbull Avenue Preshy-
terian Church, who offered prayer. Mr. Wand-
mansee then introdneed Governor Pingree, who
weleamed the convention to Michigan. Mr. Pin-
gres, before beginning the speech he had pre-
pared, said, In & hearty, unaffected Way:

“1 am glad to see you here to-day with smil-
ing faces, for it means that the sunlight of
progperity 1s once more shining upon us,”

This remark evoked a round of applause. The
Governor a little later again turned from his
gpeech to say:

“1 want to say right here, that 1 hope that
the enal miners will win in thelr struggie to
obtain larger wages, and that they will have
your prayers that they will he successful. The
road to true prosperity leads by that path
which increases the wages of the workingmen."

THE GIFT OF C. P. HUNTINGTON.

HE PREBENTS VALUABLE SPANISH MANU-
ACRIPTA TO THE UNIVERSITY
OF CALIFORNIA.

€an Francisco, July 13 (2 sclal).—President C. P.
Huntington of the SBouthern Pacific Rallway Com-
pany has formally transferred to the University of
California the mosat valuable collection of Epanish
manuscripts and documenis touching the early his-
tory of Californla In the world, with the single ex-
ception of the Bancroft Library., The manuseripts
comprise ahout four thousand separate documents,

and were largely collecied by Colonel 1. 1. Warren,

¥dlter of *“The California Farwer,” and hy Robert
. Cowen and Colonel George W. Granniss, the ex-
coutor of General Henry W, Halleck.

Many of the Spanish documents were owned for
nearly forty years by Colonel Grannless, who guard-
ed them most carefully from fire and accident. Mr.
Bancroft was never able to gecure them from Colo-
nel Granniss, and it is sald that after a syrtematie
search, conducted for a score of years by Mr. Ban-
croft and his ngents, these are about all the docu-
ments that are known to exist outside of his 1i-
hrary.

anglish manuseripts dating from 1524 to 180 are
of great importance. The names of Bulter, Fre-
mont, Larkin, Tde, Bartlett, S8emple, Colton, Bry-
ant, Weber, Hull. Halleck, Leldesdorff and many
others are represented. The majority of these doe-
uments, both Spanizh and English, have never heen
referred to, and will greatly assist the future his-
torfan In his researches, Among these one of the
most valuable fa Halleck's manuseript history of
the Californias from the dlscovery to 1848,

The collection Is rich in placards and broadsides
of the Bpanish and early ploneer days, which were
not secured even by Mr. Bancroft. In fact, it rep-
resents more than three-quarters of all the printed
matter Issued in the early years of the American
oceupation of Callfornla.

A BRAVE POLICEMAN BADLY HURT.

INJURED IN STOPPING A RUNAWAY IN
HARLEM.

Tn mtopping a runaway horss at Lenox-ave, and
One.hundred-and-thirty-fifth-st, yesterday after-
noor, Acting Houndsman Schuessier, of the Bicyele
Squad, dispiayed great phick and courage and re-
celved Injuries that may confine him to his bed for
several weeks At 4 o'clock Max Yans, of No. 168
East  One-hundred-and-seventh-st., stopped his
horss and wizon at Lenox-ava, and One-hundred-
and-thirty-fourth-a*. to fred the horse some onts.

Haif a block away the hoy in the
geat either fell or jumped out of the wagon and
landed on his back In the road, but he was not
tnfured, Just as the horse was crossing One-hun-

dred-and-thirty-fourth-st, Acting  Roundsman
Schuessler, who was on hix way to report for duty, I
ran out to stop the frightens~d animal.

Ho saw the bridle was missing, and he made & |
flving leap and caught the saddle of the harness.
He was nimost jerked from his feet, as the horea 1
was tearing along at a stiff galt. He hung on and |
gradunlly worked forward to the horse’s nose by |
means of the mane. The horse reared, plunged |
and klcked viclously, but Behuessier held on. ile
finally managed to catch the horse by the nose
and succeeded In shutting off his wind.

Fhix brought him to a storp. When the plucky |
pollceman saw the horse safely In the hands of
the driver he started to walk away. Half way to
the ciurh he staggered, and then fell to the round
in & faint. A large crowd quickly gathered, and
Bleyele Pollceman Ohmea and three citizens car-
ried the unconscious policeman to the drug store
at Lenox-ave. and One-hundred-and-thirty-fifth-st.
A hurry call for an ambulance wns sent to ihe
Harlem Hospltal, and Dr, Armsirong responded.
1ie found the policeman’s injuries quite aarious.
His back Is sprained, and he has a_severs contu-
slon on the left side. Boon mfter Dr. Armstrong
applied restoratives Schuessler revived, and In-
sisted that he was not Injured. He attempted to
ket up and go to his post, but, of eourse, was not
allowed 1o do so.! He was then taken to his home,
at No. 7 Weat One-hundred-and-thirty-fourth-st.,
in the ambulance.

THEY BEAT THE REGISTERS.

TWO THIEVES CAUGHT BY 8TATEN ISLAND
TROLLEY OFFICIALS—POLICE THINK THE
MEN ARE MEMBERS OF A BIG GANG,

An important arrest was made by Ruperintend-
ent J. Bernard Brophy, of the Staten 1sland Elee-
tric Rallroad, yesterday which will be of interest
ta tractlon companies throughout the country, who
for over a year have heen trying 1o discover the
methods used to tamper with the fare registers.
It is sald that a well-organized gang has been at
work and has defied the efforts of detectives and
surcesafully robbed nearly every streat rallway
company of any prominence of thousands of dol-
lars by tampering with the registers and pocket-
Ing the proceeds of thelr dishonesty. Among
these companies was the Btaten Island, which,
with alllad lines, had been a heavy sufferer.

On June 8 Harry Lang, who had been well
recommended, was appointed a conductor on ane
of the compans’'s ears, Everything went wall un-
til July 5 which was an exceedingly heavy day
for travel, when something was found to he wWrong
with Lang's returns. The most pecullar part was
that his returns tallled exactly with the indlcator
as taken by Inspectors on each trip, but the total-
tzer 1A not tally, and thia caused a susplcion by
the ofMciale.

Superintendent Brophy placed a number of de-
tectives at work and almost on every trip the
car made, and on Monday two new detectives
made the trips with Lang unknown to him. They
also noticed that a strange man was making
regular trips with Lang. Beveral times during the
day the detectives saw Lang and his accomplice
tamper with the register at the #nd of the route,
but they were not satisfled, so they did not arrest
tha condustor untll later in the day, The con-
duetor and his accomplice unscrewed the reglater
and et hack the totallzger figures, but did not
touch the fars Indicators, and it was this job that
led 1o thelr arrest,

When the car was making Its last trip at mid-
night on Monday, from Holland'sa Hook to Bt
Genrga, 1t was met by Superintendent Brophy and
a seore of detectives in front of Justica Mullin's
pourt, on Riechmond Terrace, Port Richmond, who
boarded the car and placed (‘onductor Lang and
his ehum, who described himself as William S8te-
veng, alins George Clark, under arrest, on a charga
aof larceny.

When searched Clark was found to have In his
possession seve ‘al pairs of pllers, a skeleton key
auch na are used by nurginre, and a pocketful of
werews taken trom the registers, He also had
transfer slips from nearly every rallroad In New-
York, and recommendations alleged to have heen
written by reaponsible people. ie also had ap-
pHed to the Staten lsland Eleetrle Company for
p“:npll‘n)'ntl-nl. and would have gone to wark next

HAVOC BY WIND AND TIDE

SERIOUS DAMAGE BY THE SEA AT CONEY
JSLAND.

THE FIRET PLOOR OF TIE BRIGHTON BEACH
HOTEL USNDER WATEH-PART OF THE OCEAN
HOUSE SWEPT AWAY—-ELEVATED TRAINA
STOPPED--LIFE-SAVERS ORDERED OUT.

The high wind of yesterday played almost un-
precedented havoe at the shore resorts of Long
Island. The seas were sent In high and angry

all day and all night, and the damage at some |
At |

of the most popular resorts was great.
Coney Island the tracks of the Coney Island
branch of the elevated ratlroad had so much
water upon them that the pollee ordered trains
to stop running early In the evening. The
Brighton Beach racetrack was deep In water,
and the Brighton Beach Hotel was eompletely
surrounded by the high tide,

At 11 o'clock last night the entire front of
the Ocean Hotel, at Brighton Beach, had been
washed away. A high southeast wind sprang
up at that hour and it waa feared that the
hotel would be beaten to pleces before morn-
ing. The entire life-saving crew stationed along

| the Coney Island shore. was ordersd to patrol

the beach to look out for any boats which
might possibly wash ashore.

It was reported at Coney [(sland at that time
that several yachts helonging to the Gravesend
Yacht Club had broken from thelr moorings
and drifted out to sea, but thls report could
not be verified, owing to the crippled state of
the telephone service. The entire floor of the
Brighton Beach Hotel, however, was filled with
water, and the guests were forced to abandon
it and adjourn to tha second floor.

WRETCHED IN THE CITY.

In this elty the rainfall that hegan on Mon-
day continued nearly all day yesterday, with
only occasional and brief intermirsions. The
temperature fell with the rala, and the highest
point touched in the course of the dav, accord-
Ing to the Weather Bureau, was 78 degrees, at
2 a'clock In the afteinnon. The mean tempera-
ture for the day was 72, New-York was not &
comfortable place to llve In, for the reason that
the atmosphera was saturated with an omnl-
present humidity, Its percentage ranging from
%0 to 100, The ralnfall was heavy at times,
and in the twenty-four hours ending at 8 o'clock
1ast night 1.78 inches of raln fell. The storm
was not one of great geographical extent. It
raine4 as far 2orth as Albany In this State and
in New-England, but not much further, and as
far south as North Carolina. Plttshurg and
other cltles escaped without any rain.

CONEY IBLAND ALMOST INUNDATED.

The fashlonable section of Coney lsland last
night resembled a sunken {sland, with the hig
bulldings sticking up out of the water. When
the tide came in the water rose higher than It
has been known to do hefore In years, even in
winter storms. The strong, steady wind which
has heen hlowing since Saturday night from the
neean has piled the water up along the coast,
and Manhattan and Brighton beaches felt the
full force of the storm. Bo steadily has the wind
blown that an ebb of the tide has not occurred
singth.Monday morning, and since Tuesday morn-
ing the water at |ta lowest has not gona much
belaw the ardinary high-water mark.

Great rollers were coming in from the ocean
last night and threatening to carry destruc-
tion to the shares from Norton's Point to Rock-
away Inlet. The waves hroke over the beach
and their pounding could he heard a long dia-
tance away. At times the spray Wwas carried
twn hundred yvards Inshore. Tha Brighton Beach
racetrack was under four feet of water, and
there seemed every possibility that Monday's
racing there, the first of the season, may he tha
last for a long time, as the track ls doubtlesa
rulned by the water. The hig fence about the
track was down In a number of places, and
more threatened to glve way, It was also re-
ported that one section of the grandstand had
been damaged by the storm, At the stables it
was sald that the horses and stahlemen re-
maining on the track were making the best of
thelr tmprisonment, and had not then been
mueh digeomfited Some owners and trainers
removed their horsea frowm the track yester-
day, as a measure of precaution.
