Mr. Shallenberger followed the example of the

MayOf in the use of pickaxe and shov«-l. and Post¬
master Yan Cott and Mr. Milholl.ind also went

through the formality of digging.
After the trench had been opened most of The men

present went to the Astor House, where luncheon
had been provided by the officers of the Tubular
Dispatch Company. Mr. Mllholland presided and
introduced the various speakers, who made brief,
appropriate remarks. General Collls spoke for the
local administration. Mayor Strong being unable to

leave his office long enough to partake of th<-
luncheon. The Genera] spoke as an advocate of the
6>stem. BEt believed that the\woik undertaken was

one of the most important for the city's Interest
that had marked 'the administration of May r

Strong. He spoke highly of the contracting com¬

pany, which he said was the tlrst corporation vol¬
untarily to pay the city for the franchises which it
had received. One per cent of the company's total
n .e.pt.s this year will go to the city; next year l'a
pgf cent, and thereafter 2 per cent.
General Collls was foDowed by Postmaster Yin

Cott and Mr. Fairchlld. Then Mr. BhaUeubergér
was called upon to speak for the National Adminis¬
tration. His remarks were followed closeh und he
was applauded vigorously by the business » bunents
r> presented at the tabie. Ho declared the absolute
confidence of th«' Postofflee Department In the
pneumatic tube syst« m. It was, in hi« Judgment,
destined to revolutionize the mull service In all the
great cities, and to prove of Incalculable benefit to
the ser\lce throughout the entire country. This, -,s
he pointed out. would arise from the fact that the
chief revenues of the Department were derive«!
from the large cities- New-York, Chicago, Philadel¬
phia, Boston. St. Louis. San Francisco and the
rest. Everything that tended to Increase the re¬

ceipts of these great city offices enabled the Post-
office Department to carry out reforms in the coun¬

try offices and ihose in the smaller towns. Th*
pneumatic tube service would acompllsh this de¬
sirable result in New-York and everywhere else
where adopted, because the receipts for special de¬
rivarles were bound to be enormously lncreas«d.
When a letter or a postal card couhl be «lellvered
as rapidly as a telegram or a special message by
district messenger, the great mass of people would
use th-» mulls to an extent n«ver dreamed of here¬
tofore. He believe«! that the pneumatic tube ser¬
vice would prove on* of the best Investments ever
made by the Government, and he predicted its ex¬
tension throughout the entire country and Europe.
He urged the company to push th«' work with all
vigor. He recelv«-d satisfactory assurance on that
point.
