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BROTHER AND BSISTER SLAIN.

A BLOODY TRAGEDY IN NORTH ADAMS,
MAS8, WHICH MYSTIFIES THE
AUTHORITIES,

North Adams, Mass., Aug. T—A horrible double
murder was discovered in this clty to-day, when
the bodies of Henry J. Reed, & nmney-lender, and
his sister, Blanche M. Reed, were found in thelr
home, in Webster-ave., having evidently been killed
by burglars. :

The house had eviden:ly besn entered during the
night, and the burglars Aiscovered by Miss Reed,
who was killed hefore she could make a disturbance,
and then the brother was heaten to death, hecause
he refused to disclose the hiding place of his maney.
At the time the bodles were found the house pre-
sented an appalling pleture. It had been ransacked
from top to bottem. FEverything was in confusion.
The body of Miss Reed, battered and almost un-
recognizable, lay across the threshald of her bed-
room door, while In his room on the bed, concealed
hy the ecovering, lay the body of Henry Resd,
gngged and also covered with blood. The hodies
were in sueh a state that It was almost Impossible
to determine how death had been inflicted. In the
man's head was a wound which looked as if it had
heen made by a bullet, but from other marks i
was apparent that a heavy implement of some sort
had been used to beat the head almost to & pulp
A plece of quilt had bheen forced Into the man's
mouth as a gag, and he had apparently been siain
In bed.

The woman was in much the same condition. She
may have been shot, but that can be determined
anly by the meadieal examiner. As the body Iny
partly in and partly eut of the room, It appears as
if she had stepped out of bed on hearing a nolse
helow stairs, and was either killed or rendered un-
consclous hy a blow before she cou.d Investigats
further,

The police are inclined to belleve that the only
motive in the case wis robbery, but it Is though!
by many that the condition of the bodies Indicates
a desire for revenge on the part of the murderers,

The tragedy was discovered by W. N. Finney,
who went to the house at about 11:30 o'clock this

morning, on a business errand,  He at ones In
formed the police and a careful Inspection of the
premiges falled to show any trace af the per-
petrators of the crime, It dld result, however. in
the discovery of a blosdstained mallet, which was
fixed upon by the police as the weapon with which
the murders had been committed, Those who sup-
port the theory that the murder had heen com-
mitted with revengeful motive state that Mr Reed
wis not gnpnlur and that he had many cnemies
He had been gmﬂvcuting his business here for
same time and had never given any signs of helng
possersed of an unusual amount of money.

LURED FROM HOME AND KILLED.

A WELIL-KNOWN PRODUCE DEALER OF

CORNING BRUTALLY MURDERED.

Corning, N. Y., Aug. 7.—One of the most hrutal
and daring murders ever committed In this part
of the State occurred last night, when Moses E.
Banks, a well-known produce dealer, who lived
Just outside the eity, was enticed from his home
by four men and killed on the Rosehill road.

Mr. and Mrs. Banks were sitting quietly in
their farmhouse at about § o'clock. They had
Just finished supper. A knock was heard at the
door. Mr. Bunks answered the summons. Mrs.
Hanks, peering over her hushand's shoulders,
saw two strangers standing outside,

"“There's a cow tangled up in a wire fence up
the road a bit,”" sald one of the men. “We
couldn’'t get her lanse. Giuess she helongs to
yvou."

Mr. Banks thought it was his cow. “If you'll
the cow out,” continued the man at the door.

Mr. Banks lighted a lantern and walked up the
road with the men. Mrs, Banks, worried about
the cow, stood at the door. In the moonlight
she noticed that two more men had joined her
husband and the two strangers. They all disap-
peared In the direction where the cow was sup-
poséed to be entangled, and all she could see was
the light of the lantern growing fainter and
fainter,

Just as Mrs, Banks turned to go indoors she
heard the sound of men's volees as If In anger.
Oaths were shouted and then, In quick sgucces-
siom, she heard the report of three shots,

Mre. Hanks ran to the nearest farmhouse,
screaming all the way. A few minutes later
several men were running along the Rasehill
road In the footsteps of Mr. Banks. They stum-
bled over his dead body, lying In a pool of blood- |
sonked dust. There was a bullet hole in his left |
temple, another direetly over hig heart, and an- |
other in his right side,

There wis no one la slght and no sound of life
to be heard anywhere around. A posse hunted
_1th surrounding country all through the night,
Zevioral tramps were [ocked up, but they are not
thought to be the men wanted,

The only motive the murderers could have had
ig suppoged to be robbery. In this they were
disappointed, for Mr. Banks left the good-sized
roll of bills which he usually carrled at home
when he went out to find the cow.

It Is all very well to say that Mexico can
live within herself and can raise on a silver basis
natural products that can sell abrogd on a gold
one.  ‘This would be perfectly satisfactory If there
wus such an enormous increase of wealth resulting
from such conditions that It could bear a higher
rate taxation In order that the Government migni
be able to meet its debt Interest abroad by such
means without any extra straln. At this moment
Mexican bonds are unaltered In London, prineipally
awlng to the serupulous exactness under the most
listressing conditions with which the interest has
heen met.  These debts are In gold, and their Inter-
sst his to be met in gold, and at this rate of ex-
change that Interest s excessive, and it is only a
matter of time, unless there I8 a favorable change
in silver, when this Republic will be unable to
stand it.

“Hepudiation haa an ugly sound, but somethisg
very much llke It, under present circomstances,
must finally result, ‘The great rallway corporations

and other foreign companies here have to meet A
gold Interest with a medium that !s ever decreasing
in value, There iz only one thing for them to do—
inerease thelr earnings over one hundred fold or
constder that their foreign debt wns contracted in
silver.

MORE LIGHT ON ALASKA.

REPORT FROM AN EXPERT OF THE
GEOLOGICAL SURVETY.

NEW FACTS A8 TO THE GOLD DISCOVERIES IN
THE YUKON REGION—DIFFICULTIES IN
THE WAY OF DEVELOPING THE
TERRITORY—LIFE IN THE
MINING CAMPS,

Washington, Aug. 7.—The report on the Yukon
gold reglon by Joslah Edward Spurr, the Geo-
logical Survey expert, who headed a party which
mads a thorough Investigation In Alaska last
summer, giving new facts and figures about the
interior of the territory, was made public to-day.

The discovery of Davis Creek and a stampede
from Franklin Guleh followed In the apring of
1888, Tn 1801 gald-mining in the Interfor as well
as on the coast, at Sllver Bow Basin andd Tread-
well, recelved a great impetus. The chief occur-
rence of 15802 was the discovery of Miller Creek.
In the spring of 15803 many new clalms were
staked, and it Is estimated that elghty men tonk
out £100.000, Since then Milfer Creek has been
the heaviest producer of the Forty-Mile dlstrict,
and, until recently, of the whole Yukon. Its en-
tire length lies in British possessions. The out-
put for 1503 as glven by the Mint Direetor for the
Alaskan creeks, all but Miller Creck being in
American possessions, was £108,000, with a min-
ing population of 196,

OUTPUT OF THE YUKON PLACERS.

The total amount produced by the Yukon
placars ir 1804 was double that of the previous
yvear, and was dlvided between the two

dis-
tricts. In 1895 the output had doubled agaln.

deseribed in the report as looking as if it had
ssen its hest days, and unless several new
cresks are discovered It will lose its old position.

Following Is the report on the Clondyke dis-
trict: “With the announcement of gold In the
winter of 1800-'07 there was & genulne stam-
pede to the new reglon. Forty Mile was almost
deserted. But 850 men spent the winter on the
Clondyke, in the guiches and at the new town
of Dawson, The more Important parts of the
district are on Bonanza and Hunker creeks.
Acenrdlng to latest Information four hundred
clalma had heen located up to Jaruary 1, 1897
about half as many more on Hunker Creek.
There ls plenty of room for many more pros-
pectars and miners, for the gulches and crecks
which have shown good prospects are spread

Prospecting Is done in
the winter more and more every year, hecause
frozen ground renders travelling over the
awampy. moss.covered country more ensy. and
the miner is thus able to begin work w Ith the
first spring thaw.

“Whatever Alaska may he In the future, 1t is
sald, “It 18 not now self-supporting agricultur-
ally. Moose, caribou and hare are variable in
quantity, abundant one time and disappearing
from the region for twelve months at a time, Ten
dollars & day Is the general wage paid, 812 for
a day of ten hours being pald in some of the
more remote gulches. In winter the pay for
labor is from £3 to £8 per day of six hours. Many
times the miners have been at the point of star-
vation: hardly & winter when they have not heen
put on & ration basis. I'niversal suffrage is
given, and all have an equal vote. Penalties In-
clude: For stealing, banishment from the coun-
try, In some cases also whipping; threatening
with weapons, the same; murders, hanging, but
there have bheen no murders so far."

A MILD ANSWER TO JAPAN.

SECRETARY SHERMAN'S ANSWER WILL
BE CONCILIATORY.

MEETING THE OBJECTIONS RAISED TO THE
ANNEXATION OF HAWAIl IN A FIRM
BUT FRIENDLY EPIRIT.

Washington, Aug. 7—It is understood that the
reply of Secretary Sherman to the last Japan-
ese protest agalnst the annexatlon of Hawall
will be brief by comparison with the long letters
that have gone before, but will be coneclliatory
In tone. This is accounted for by the fact that
the State Department has taken note of the pub-
iished utterances of eminent Japanese states-
men, which, while unofficial, are still of un-
doubted authenticity, all golng to show that
Japan has herself no design on the {slands, but
seeks only to preserve her treaty rights,

However, the basic tone of the note on thls
point will be the declaration by Secretary Foster
when he submitted to President Harrison the
orlginal treaty of annexation in 1893, which
falled owing to the immediate change of Admin-
Istration. This statement was that, according to
a recognized prineiple of International law, the
aobligations of treatles, even when some of their
stipulations are in terms perpetual, expire in
case either of the contracting parties loses Its
exlstence as an Independent State,

The fopelgn treatles of the Hawallan Islands,
therefore, terminate, upon annexation, with the
competence of the Government thereof to hold
diplomatic relations. This argument |8 to meet
the Japanese objection that they will by annexa-
tion lose certaln privileges for Japanese subjects
which they now enjoy under treaty with Hawail.
The circumstances under which Madagascar
passed under French control may be cited to
support the Government's position in this con-
tentlon, and it can be shown that by the enforced
19rm1nallun of its treaty with the Malagassy
Government, the United States, which at the
time had a paramount trade interest in Mada-
gascar, suffered the loss of most favorable tariff
rates upon our exports to that lsland.

The second Japanese objection, that annexa-
tion would disturb thé balance of power in the
Paclfic, will be met by an elaboration of the
argument that the Hawaillan Islands have for
80 long a period been under the Influence of the
['nited States, and have by tradition become 80
closely affiliated with this country, that no sen-
glhle change In pollcles or actualitles of govern-
ment may be expectad to result from a legal
merging of the islands Into the Unlted States,

THE PLUNGER LAUNCHED,

NEW SUBMARINE TORPEDBOAT OFF THE WAYS
AT BALTIMORE.

Baltimore, Aug. 7.—The Plunger, a submarine
torpedo-boat of the Holland type, designed for the
United States Navy, was successfully launched at
the yards of the Columbla Iron Works here at 12:10
o'clork to-day, The ceremonles were aimple, con-
sleting merely of the customary naming and a few
wrief and impromptu speeches.

The Plunger is In almost every respect similar
to the Holland, recently completed at Elizabeth,
N. J., but 1t |s sald that some of the minor defects
in the Elzabeth boat will be remedled when the
new one s completed. The Plunger looks like a
great red clgar, half submerged, as she lles on the
stirface, ready for her engines and armament,
which 1t s thought will be in place and ready for
trial enrly In the gpring of next year.

With a length of & feet and dlameter of 11.5 feet,
ghe has a displacement, when floating light, of 15
tons, and when down to the load line, or with the
stiperstructure awash, 167 rons. Two sets of motive
power are provided—one for the afloat-and-awash
condition and ono for the submerged coudition,
Twin quadruple expansion engines, with steam fur-
nished from a water-tube holler, will operate twin
gerews when afloat or awash, and & nvemg horse-
power motor, fed from forty-elght chloride cells,
will furnish the power when submerged. “hen
rm'l{l for action she will carry five to oes,
which will be expelled toward the hull of the ves-
2¢] 1o be attacked hr means of two expulsion tubes
operated by electrlelty. Her speed, when sub-
metiged In twenty feet of water, It is expected, will
reach six knots an hour for elght hours, When
she s on or just beneath the surface she should
be capable of making ffteen or sixteen knots. The
method of operating the vessel Is preclsely similar
to that employed in her sister ship, and has been
fully described.

“THE NEWS IN LONDON.

NEITHER OF THE POLITICAL PARTIES IN
AN AMIABLE STATE OF MIND.

FEELING AT THE CLOSE OF THE BESSION OF
PARLIAMENT—WHAT WILL COME OF EM-
PEROR WILLIAM'S VISIT TO BT.
PETERSBURG? — ECHOES OF
THE JUBILEE — THE
HOT  SPELL

BROKEN.

London, Aug. T.—The close of the sesslon of
Parllament leaves neither of the political parties
in an altogsther enviable frame of mind. The
latent antagonism of the different schools of
Ministerialists has threatened more than once
during the last six months to bring about elvil
war in the Tory camp, and the recess leaves
considerahle numbers of Conservatives In a
state of high Indignation and resentment. The
maleontents clalm that the legisiation has been
reactionary and Soclalistic. Many of them are
angry at what they declare to he a humiliating
surrender of the national honor on the demand
of America.

The Marquis nf Londonderry, representing the
big class of Tory landlords, has added to the
discomfiture by publishing yesterday a letter
ifn which ha practically cuts adrift from the
Unlonists, saylng, In s0o many words, that he
cannot stand the Irlsh Land bill nor Mr. Cham=
berlaln's pet measure, the Workmen's Compens
sation bill, which he duba Soclalistic. The Mar-
quis adds that thea Conservatives would never
have permitted. It to become law If it had
bheen Introduced by Mr. Chamberlain hefore the
latter changed his politics,

The members of the Opposition are in no bete
ter mood, The rank and flle are indifferent and
quarrelsome, while the leaders seem to ba lost
in the shuffle. Lord Rosebery oceasionally leaves
his temporary retirement In order to make a
humorous speech; John Morley {s seldom heard
except at academical lectures; Sir Henry Fowler
and 8ir Henry Campbell-Bannerman are quiess
cent, while Herbert Asquith has been earning
Tory cheers for his speaches in behalf of the
Workmen's Compensation bill. Sir Willilam Ver-
non Harcourt iy alone visible, though Henry
Lahouchere has tried ta pvsh to the front by
issuing a manifesto, early during the week, sug-
gesting a new Liberal programme. His so-
called presumption, however, has heen snubbed
by the heads of the Liberal Federation, and his
manifesto has fallen absolutely flat.

As a matter of fact, the Liberal party seems
opinionless, as well as leaderless, The conflict
for the leadership of the party continues In spite
of this far from hopeful outlook, and should the
Liberals be again called to power the fight hee
tween Rosebery and Harcourt will undoubtedly
be reopened. In the niean while, there is no
hope for thelr return to office unless they first
fully satisfy the Irish Natlonallsts with a cast-
fron pledge that they will give them home tule.

The leading question in Continental political
cireles 1s, Will the visit of Emperor William of
Germany to St. Petersburg result in & Germans-
Russian-French understanding directed against
Great Britain? Such a consummation is un-
doubtedly devoutly wished for in Germany,
where the denunclation of the treaty of com=-
merce between Great Britain and Germany has
rekindled Anglophoblsm. The “Deutsche Zeit-
ung" voices the general hope, saying: “The Em-
peror will achleve imperishable renown if he suc-
ceeds In creating an alllance aiming at the an-
nihllation of England's power."

The “Deutsche Zeitung' suggests that the Em-
peror should endeavor to obtain the closing of
the Continental ports against English goods.

The fact that the German Emperor Is accom=
panied to St. Petersburg by the Imperial Chan-
cellor, Prince Hohenlohe, and by the presump=
tive Forelgn Minister, Baron von Buelow, indl-
cates the importance which Is attached to the
visit. Advices from Parls, however, ghow there
is little enthusiasm there on the subject of the
suggested anti-English alllance, the impression
being that France, in entering Into such an ar-
rangement, 18 only playing Germany's game, and
it 1s very doubtful if France will derive material
advantages therefrom. On the other hand,
Great Britain, judging from the tone of the press,
\s absolutely indifferent and Is coptent to cons=
tinue in her position of “gplendid isolation,” sate
isfled that elther the Dreibund or the Russo-
French combination will receive her with open
arms if she ever desires o join them, even
though maps are already pu blished showing the
approaching partition of the British Empire.

union men to return to thelr shops unless they

strike pay.

The attitude of the postoffice telegraphers (s
becoming threatening. The answer of the Post-
master-General, the Duke of Norfolk, to their
demands Is not forthcoming, and If the telegraph
operators carry out thelr threats, an almost
complete stoppage of the service ls probable
during the coming week. The delays in the
transmission of messages are already scandal-
ous. The financial secretary to the Treasury,
R. W. Hanbury, in the House of Commons on
Thursday, explalned that the delay was due
to motives of economy. The newspapers are
most scathing in their comments on the mise
management of the Postoffice,
