THE DUPONT SHOWS HER SPEED.

ON HER OFFICIAL TRIAL SHE AVERAGED
2868 KNOTS AN HOUR.

Newport. Aug. 11.—Tha torpedo-boat Dupont,
bulit by t(he well-known Herreshoff firm at
Bristol to make a speed of 271 knots an hour,

| recelved her seconi offirial trial over a rixty-

mile course in Narragsnsett Bav to-day, and

. made an average speed of 2958 knots. Although

this exceeds her contract requirements, it s not
quite up to the trial speed of the Porter, a

siater boat, nor Is it ar high as that made by the |

Dupont on a previous trial.

This is the third attempt of the boat to make
her trial, The first time she broke down while
making a tremendous speed; the gecond time, one

week ago to-day, after speeding over the course

for about thirty-six miles the vacuum dropped,

| making a contlnuance of the trial unadvisable.

To-day there was again a lack of vacuum, yet
with this hindrance the boat made great speed.
This trouble with the vacuum lg purely a local
one, and will guickly be obviated after the hoat
goes into commission and while In the Brooklyn
Navy Yard.

The start was made from Bristol at 850, with
the bullders and Naval Inspection Roard aboard.
The Dupont had steam up, and at $:10:15 crossed
the starting-line in magnificent style, leaving a
wake of white foam as true as a stralght-edge.
The stakebnats FEricsson, Stiletto and Cushing
were passed {n the order named, each flying sig-
nal flags, thus making them more readlly picked
up.

As the Cuszhing was passed her entire crew
stood along the starboard rall as a =alute to
Commodore TDewey. The lower end of the
course wag reached in 24:42'5 the tide favoring
the Dupont slightly on this run. After a turn
without slowing down of the engines In
least, the torpedo-hoat aga'n struck the course,
runuing over it at a 27 1-10-kaot gait. The aver-
age speed for the two runs was 2820 knots

Omn the third leg the vacuum dropped on the
forward engine until 1t was feared that the trial
might have to be given up, but after a little
nursing it recovered and grew stronger, and
finally suspense was removed The third les

was made at a 20.4 galt, the tide running a little |

gtronger and being with the boat.

On the return up the speed was 27.0, giving
an average for the four runs over the course
equalling forty-eight miles, a nf IZ8.41
knots per hour, To complete the two hours’ re-
quirement at full speed required a partial run
but the entire dlstance

of 28058 knots, or .5 helow that of the Porter,
which, too, made her trial trip with & broken
hlower.

These two eraft have thus, under unfavorahle
elreimetances, exceeded thelr eontract specd by
upward of a knot. The Dupont, w hile trimmed
slightly different than the Porter, had no more
welzht and ran with the same ahsenee of vibra-
tiom, and her engines were in perfeet form The
Herreshoffs have notified the Government that
the boat will be ready to be turned over to the
Navy Department in a few daye

This money was aobe-
talned Ly forging a check with the name of his
brother-in-law, W. H. Palmer, on the Detroit
Savings Bank. The money was secured by him
to cover up defaleations from the Bedford
Bank for the last two vears, in order that he

CLOSING AT 884 CENTS A BUSHEL—THE BTOCK
MARKET ROOMING AGAIN—MANY GAINS
RECORDED—RAILROAD EARNINGS,

There was anotter big jump In wheat yester-
day. On the New-York Produce Exchange the
high price for September wheat (wheat delive
erahle In September) which was also the closing
price, was 8814 cents a bushel. This was the
highest price yet attained for this vear's wheat
and represented a gain of 2% cents from the
cloging price on Tuesday. There was an advance
of 1% cents In December wheat. Sales of wheat
for export wers reported to be fifty loads of
K000 bushels each to go from New-York and
twe.my-elsht loada to go from outports, or a total
of HHOMN bushels. The upward turn In wheat
was facllitated by the stronger and higher mar-
kets in Liverpool, London, Parls and Antwerp.
The quotation for “cash wheat,” No. 1 North-
ern, was 04% cents, agalnst 80 cents a month

ago and G4 cents a year ago.

The stock market was booming again yesters
day. Husiness was on a very heavy scale. The
sales of stocks on tha New-York Stock Ixchange
were (25,727 shares.
