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FAURE WELCOMED BY PARIS

THE PRESIDENT'S RETURN MARKED
BY ANOTHER EXPLOSION.

THE BOMB WENT OFF TEN MINUTES AFTER
M. FAURE PASSED THE MADELEINE—EN-
THUSIASM  OCCASIONED BY THE
ALLIANCE WITH RUSSIA—THE
LATEST EXPLOSION LIKE
SOME OF THE PRE-

VIOUS ONES.

Parls, Aug. 31.—President Faure arrived at
the Northern Rallroad Statlon, from Dunkirk, at
G o'clock this evering. He was recelved there by
the president of the Chamber of Deputles, M
Brisson; the president .f the Benate, M. l..oubnt:
the general ia command of the Parls mlml;
and his staff, ard the Municipal Couneclllors,
Tn the vicinity of the station large bodles of
troops were massed, Including the whole of
the artillery garrison from Mont Valerlen,
After lisiening ta ghort speeches of welcome, the
Presilent ertered a landau and proceeded ta; the
Elysée Palace by way of the Rue Lafayette,
the Place de 1'Opéra, the Madeleine and the
Place de la Concorde, M. Faure looked robust
and bronzed as the result of his voyage.

Enormous erowds of people lined the route,
and the President was warmly acclaimed. Al
the balconies were filled with spectators, and the
waving of handkerchlefs and flags was to be seen
on all sldes. *

Ten minutes after the Pr had
the Madeleine a homb was exploded lnﬁ:u the
railing around that church. 'Two arrests fol-
lowed Immediately, and the ralled inclosure was
closed by the police, who began an active Inves-
tigation into the outrage.

Nobody was Injured by the explosion, but as it
followed so eclosely on others of a ~imilar nature
It caused the groatest excitement. All the per-
sons Inside the railings of the Madeleine were
minutely examined by the pollce befors they
were allowed to go. The fragments of th- bomb
found by the police resembled those founa in the
Baols de Boulogne on June 13 and on the Place
de la Concorde on June 14, The bomb consisted
of an iron tube filled with an explosive «and
loaded with nalls.

At the Prefecture of Pollce the homb explosion
Is not attributed to Anarchists, but Is believed to
he the work of th. lunatic who was responsible
for previous similar oceurrcoces. The men ar-
rested for complicity in the explosion to-day
have been set at liberty,

By noon the streets in the viclnity of the
route to be followed by the Prasident from the
rallroad statlon to the Elvsée Palace began to
fill with people and presented a scene of great
animation. The majority of the stores were
closed, and the houses and public buildings were
maore profussly decoratad with flags than on the
national holiday, July 14.  Deputations {rom
the different patriotie socletles placed garlands
at the foot of the Strashurg statue, on the Place
de la Coneorde, and a Te Deum was chanted in
the basilica of the Sacré Ceeur, Monsignor Clari,
the Papal Nuncio, officlating.

GREETED BY THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

The Place de I'Optra, whith was richly decn-
rated, was particularly thronged. Here a large
platform had been erected, and on this platform
were assembled the members of the committes
of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of
FParls, which had arranged the decorations and
which had been commissioned to welcome the
| President back from Russia, The President, who
was accompanied by the Premier, M. Meline,
Goneral Letournlea arn! Baron Fredericks, left
| his carriage on reaching this platform and as-
ecended the steps leading to It There the chalrman
of the committee of the Chamber of Uommerce
ard Industry read the following address to the
President:

“All Frenchinen feel the same patriotic joy at
homage rendered you in Russiy, and at the sol-
emn consecration of the alliance made for the
malntenance of neace The Chamber of Com:
merce and lndustry Is deeply grateful for this,
and wea scejoice especlally because all our fei-
low-cltizens will partake {n the prosperity which
we are entitled to expect from it. Peace is our
Jdearest wish, ond in accomplishing this benefi-
sant work you will recelve your Just reward.”

M. Faure then re-entered hls carriage and
drove toward the Elysée Palace. The route was
lined with soldlers, and the President was es-
corted by deiachments of culrassiers and
moanted Republican Guards, The shouts chlefly
heard as the President was driven to the Elysée
were “Vive I'Alllance,” “Vive la France” and
“Vive la Russie.”

The streets to-night were hrilllantly fllumi-
nated, dense masses of people thronging the
principal boulevards. Numerous bands contine
ued playing for hours In front of the cafés,
DPancing wes next to impossible, uwing to the
pressure from the crowds,

President Faure gave a banquet to all of the
Ministers at the Elyste. Telegramsa were re-
celved from the principal towns announcing
that fites wore in full swing in various por-
tions of the Republie. Crics of “Vive la France,”
| “Vive la Russie,” and "Vive I'Alllaunce” were
heard everywhere,

The grandsiand in the Place de I'Opéra was
surrounded by a ring of triumphal arches ralsed
over the entrances of all the streets mﬂ\'"slni
thers, thus reproducing the effective decoration
of the boulevards during the visit of the Czar
to Paris. The effect was that of a great ball-
room surrounded Ly lofty walls. On elther side
of the stand were two (llumined devices inseribed
to “Féllx Faure” and “Trade and Industry.” The
ecrowds in attendance appeared to be of the mid-
dle rather than of the vorking classes, the large
factories helng open &s usual. Straw hats pre-
dominated ali along the line of the rallroad and
on the boulevards.

Three performances were given during the
afternoon at the ThéAtre Francaise and in the
evening at the Opéra, The people waited the
whole day to obtaln admission. The only dis-
enrdant note at night was the holding of two
Bocialist meetings to protest against the Gov-
ernment's poliey.

M. Faure must have been extremely touched
and gratifiel by the demonstration and the
fairylike change which has come over the city
durlug the last few days, the scenes reminding
ona of the visit of the Kussian officers to France
not long ago, notably at the Army and Navy
Club, where they were lodged, the same mag-
nificent decorations belng used,

The President has evidently been welcomed
back to France not as a potentate, but as the
taithful representative of the people, and his
receptlon 18 regarded as the trlumph not of &
person, but of a principle, and the date August
41 will undoubtedly be known henceforth as
“Alllance Day."

OTHER RECENT EXPLOSION&

When M. Faure left Parls for Dunkirk, on his
way to Russla, on August 18, a scene of great
excitement followed in Parls, &s, ten minutes
after his departure, while the crowds were re-
turning along the route followed Ly the Presi-
dent, & bomb was exploded at the corner of the
Boulevard Magenta and the Rue Lafayette, In
gront of the Restaurant Duval. Scraps of paper
were found about the scene of the exploston im-
scribed “Vive la Liberté” and “Vive la Pologne,*
seemingly pointing to the fact that the author
