YI1CTORY BETTER THAN COMPROMISE.

The Republican organization Is planning to
nominate General Tracy without any notion
that as a stralght party candidate he ean be
elected, but with the Idea that bis name will be
effective to force Seth Low out of the field and
open the way to union of the anti-Tammany
forces on General Tracy himself, or some com-
promise candidate like Mr. Bliss. Suppose fora
moment, what does not seem at all probable,
that this scheme will work. Suppose that the
Cltlzens Union could be prevailed upon to with-
draw Mr. Low and leave thls organization can-
didate. in sole possession of the fleld. What
would be the result on Election Day? In all
probability a victory for Tammany Hall. Tam-
many would have just about as good a chance
to win against a stralght Republican, or even
a compromise Republican ticket, with Mr. Low
out of the race, as against a straight Repub-
lean and Mr. Low together, Organization lead-
ers may not find this prospect pleasant. They
may rall at the unreasonableness of independent
voters, but thelr business is to face the preju-
diges and even follies of voters as they exist,
and so use thelr leadership as to win results.

THE JUDICIAL CANDIDATES.

WUhatever the result of the elty conventions
In the Greater New-York this week, the bench
seems eertain to profit by the electlons and
appolntments of this autman,  This will apply
in some degree to the Court of Appeals as well
as to the Supreme Court. It is true that the
fetirement of Chief Judge Andrews of the Court
of Appeals must, In any event, be felt as a serl-
ous loss. But the nominations to his place are
both gzood. Judge Parker, despite his action In
voting for Bryan last year, must be regarded
a8 an excellent judge from the record be has
made in the Sppreme Court. But the Repub-
licans have done even better in the selectlon of
Judge Wallace, who now ranks as one of the
best jurlsms on the Federal bench. As Judge
Wallace is almost certain of election, Judge An-
drews may well feel satisfaction in the reflec-
tlon that s place {8 to be so well filled.

But good eitizens have cause for feclings of
even greater saisfaction in the prospect regard-
ing the Supreme Court. There |8 every reason
to heliove that the bar recelved the annonnce-
ment of Governor Black's appointment of Will-
jam X. Cohen to the Sopreme Court in the
place of the late Judge Sedgwick with more
universal approval than has been accorded to
any other julicial appointment in recent years.
His fitness 1s unquestioned, and he has great
personal popularity. The probabilities also
point to a satisfactory outcome of the approach-
ing local judieial comventlons. The actlon of
the Republicans promises to be wiser than it
was last year, when they disregarded the just
claims of Presiding Justice Brown to renomina-
tion In the Second Department. Judge Bartlett
thoroughly deserves the renomination which he
seems likely to receive from both partles In that
district.

But chief cause for congratulation s found
in the determination of the Republlean leaders
on thig side of the East River to renominate
Presiding Justice Van Brunt of the Appellate
Division of the Supreme Court. In such case
Tammany would scarcely venture to refuse to
take the same action, and he would be re-elect-
ed, a8 he should be, without opposition. A
similar case has not arisen in many years where
there was the same obligation upon all partles
to continue !n office a judge of the same de-
gree of usefulness as Judge Van Brunt, and
whose place it would be so difficult to fill. Ex-
Judge Allison {s sald to have been determined
upon as the other judicial nominee of the Re-
publicans. It Is an excellent cholce. If, as is
reported probable, Tammany should nominate
ex-Pollce Justice Felftner agalnst lhim, there
ought to be no difficulty in electing Judge Al-
lison by a large majority. The appearance of
Judge Feltner as a candidate Is the only nn-
fortunate aspect of the judielal situation. It
seems almost !neredible that Tammany should
in the present emergency nominate so weak a
candldate. But If the result shall be the elec-
tion of Judge Alllson, one good turn may be
credited to Tammany.

IGNORING THE TARIFF,

Thinking people do not fall to observe a re-
markable unanimity and earnestoess of desire
among Democrats on one point. Divided on
other topies, the leading men of that party all
want to drop discussion of the tarlf. What-
ever else they may wish to dlseuss or avold, the
tariff question they ignore as carefully and anx-
lously as If it were of all explosives the most
potent and dangerous. Mr. Bryan talks much,
but takes eare not to talk ahout Protection.
Democrats of Eastern States and citles, whether
professing to be absorbed iIn local {ssues or to
be frantic about silver coinage, or to lie awake
nighta about the tyranny of government by In-
junction, ubnanimously let the tariff question
alone, Here and there a few Free-Trade fanat-
fes, who have not enongh practleal sense to be
charged even by the Democratic party with
any responsibility of management or leadership,
are stlll trying to make points against the new
tariff, But the men who do the practical work
of leadership for the party, and for each of fits
wings and factlons, show by their conduet that
they are particularly anxious to have that ques-
tion forgotten.

In view of events which are heing recorded
week by week this 1s not surprising. The most
rapld and gratifying Improvement in the state
of business and industries that this country has
ever seen within a time so short Is not a faect to
which attention ean be called without reminding
voters of that ather fearful change which came
after the inauguration in 1503. When Mr.
Cleveland was Inavgurated business lost more
than a quarter of Its volume from March to
September, though In the previous year transac-
tions in the two months had heen practically of
the same magnitude. Bat from a dally average
of £142,%44,000 pald throngh the prineipal elear-
Ing honses last March the payments have ad-
vanced to a dally average of $211.324,000 In
September thus far, an Increase of nearly one-
half. It is not of the slightest use, as practical
Democratic leaders know, to spend time In try-
Ing to account for snch a contrast, It makes it-
selfgfelt by everybody In the country, from the
poorest wage-earner to the greatest capitallst,
and creates a convictlon which nothing can
remove,

This difference of $068,500,000 in dally pay-
wents through principal eclearing houses, not
much less than £1 a day for every inhabftant
of the country represents to a large extent
money expended in providing for the future
wanis of consumers. Probably the actual dis-
tribution of goods to consnmers has not yet in-
creased In so great a proportlon. But the fact

shows that the shrewd business men In all |

parts of the country have found before their
eyes 4 change In the stale of Indusiry and the
condition of the people which convinces them
that demands for consumption must Increase
muech more than they have as yet. Consequent-
ly the replenishment of stocks, both retall and
wholesale, has been in rapld progress for mare
than a month, and it .will take some months
more to complete that process, restoring deal-
ors' gtocks to the quantities nsually carried and
needed In years of prosperity. At the same
time retall trade has also greatly increased In
all parts of the country, and so greaily that de-
mands for linmediate delivery in most branches
of business grow more urgent every day.

The maln factor in this change ls the larger
employment of Iabor at better wages. The
twenty million wage-earners do & great pro-

portion of the buying, and when part of them
cease 1o be employed and others have thelr
wages redneed their expenditures necessarliy
diminish, and the voinme of husiness ¥ reduced
A quarfer, or even more. The change this year
has heen a stendy and great inerease in the num-
by of men employed, which began even before
the Inaugnration, bhut has zrown more rapidly
iuee, and stl more vapldly during the last
iwo montlis, sbiee the new Tariff bill was enact-

New-Jersey Js voting todday en the question
of adopting three amendments o the State Cone

stitntion. These mmeidments are, in brief, as

The antl-gambling amendment s the one
sround which moest of the interest centres. Ir
carrled at toalay's election it precludes, for a
decade at least, the possibility of a reopening
of the racctracks In New-Jersey, as the Con-
stitution eannot be chauged oftener than once
in five years, and amendments must pass two
snecessive Legislatures hefore being submitted
to the peaple.  There s no doubt whatever of
New-Jersey's attitude toward the gnimhblers,
and It 18 safe to assert that three-fourths of the
people are friendly to the awendment now be-
fore them. It is not 8o certain, however, that
even 5 per cent of them will take the trouble
to vote to-day, and therein lies the danger aml
uncertainty. There Is no organ!zed mwovement
behind the amendments; there I8 a compact
body working agaiust them systematicaily and
intelligently, and they Love the co-operation of
experienced politicians and other aetfishily in-
terested Individuals and organizations.  ‘The
Republican State Commlittes has urged all gool
eltizens to vote solldly for the amendments, but
the Demoeratie leaders, although committed to
the antl-gambling amendment by their State
Conventlon of 1805, are elther on the fence or
are openly among the opposition,

At the last general election in New-Jersey the
tota] vote cast was 3710000 There has bheen no
election on Constitutional amendments in New-
Jersey since 1500, and at that thue only 60,000
votes were cast.  If the vote to«day Is propor-
tionately Hght all the amendments are lkely
to be defeated, but if the total vote approxi
mates 200,000 it Ia probable that the amend
ments will be pasacd by substantinl majorities.

INDUSTRIAL CHANGES IN GREAT BRITALY.

Some Instructive and suggestlve facts con-
cerning work and wages In the greatest indus-
trial nation in the world are glven In the fourth
annual report of the Labor Department of the
British Board of Trade. The report denls with
the work of about 850,000 Indivldoals during
the year 1804, and pays especlal attentlon to the
rise amd fall of wages and lengthening and
shortenlng of hours of labor.

The general tendency of wages was upward.
No less than 382,825 persons had thelr wages
{ncreased, while 167,057 had thelrs decreased.
There were temporacy changes, up or down, In
the wages of 58,072 more, The net result of all
chaoges was an average rise of 21 conts a week
all around among those affected.  Of course, the
rate of Increase varled. In the bullding trades
it was 50 cents a week; In the metal, englneer-
ing and shipbullding trades, 27 cents, and
among State and municipal employes, 30 conts,
This rise of wages just about balanced the fall
in 1805, and brouzht them back to where they
were o 1804. But there was a heavy fall in
1804, and only a slight rise in 1803, so that on
the whole wages were lower in 1804 than they
were in 1802,

Turning to hours of lahor, it Is observed that
they were changed much more In 1894 than in
any preceding year. The changes affected no
less than 108,271 Individuals, Owing to read-
Justment of rules in the London building trades
-in which there was the greatest rise of
wages—more had thelp hours lengthened than
ghortened. But the lengthening was slight and
the shortening covsiderable, so that the net re
eult was a reduction of hours amounting in the
aggregate to TS083 a week, or about three-
quarters of an hour a week each, on the aver-
age, among those affected,

On the whole, then, the report Indieates little
change in the condition of individual working-
men, There were changes In only about 607,000
cases out of 8,500,000, Such changes as there
were, however, were In the direction of higher
wages and shorter hours of labor—just the re-
sultg so-called labor reformers profess to have
in view. What is still more clearly Indicatad
fs that wages are subject to the general laws
of trade. They rise and fall In accordance with
the fluctuations of trale. When business s
good they rise; whea it Is bad they fall. From
that law there appears to be no eseape, If
there I8, the Indostrialists of Great Britain have
rot yet discovered the meauns of effecting it,

PENNSTLVANIA'S NEW CAPITOL.

The Wtigation now In progress In Pennsyl-
vania to restrain the recently crented State
Capitol Commlssion from advertising for or
accepting fresh deslgns in Men of those re
Jeeted by It at its stormy sitting of September
 marks a new and Interesting phase of the enr-
rent steuggle to ralse Amerlean standards of
public architecture by freelng publie hilding
enterprises from the tainted and hampering
i1 flnences of polltics. It was, perhaps, to he
expected that a comamisgion like that erected in
Penngylvania, governed by purely politieal in-
terests and traditions, should show no serlous
heslitation to set aside an award made under
condltions which, It they could impose no bind-
Ing force In law, had at least the sanciions of
equity of the common Impulse to falr and hon-
orable dealirg.  But that professional and pub-
lic opinion should nat, as in many previons in-
stances, have contented ltself with an inef-
fectual protest against the Commisslon's fall-
ure to comply with !ts own preannonneed pro-
gramine, and, lustead, should bave begun a
battle In the courts to compel an adherence to
the origioal terms of the contemplated compet!-
tion, I8 as significant as it I8 surprising, For
the popular response which has greeted the
challenge thrown by the competing architects
at the feet of the Capitol Commission has dls-
closed a genuine interest In the attempted di-
vorce of architecture and politles, which ar-
gues most hopefully for the elevation and puri-
fleation of our present public-bullding staud-
nrds.

The tangle which has led to the application
for an Injuvction at Harrisburg is from several
points of view a knotty one. In the act passed
by the Legislature creating the Capitol Com-
migsjon five Rtate officlals of lLigh rank were
named for service on, It. They wers Governor
Hastings, Aunditordieneral Mylin, State Treas-
urer Haywood, State Senator McCarrell, the

General Woodford told the Premier that he had
not visited hitn vesterday becauge It was Sun-
day. He expressod his firm Intentlon to work
unceasingly to promate good relations between

the United States and Spaln.

General Azcarraga uttered simflar sentimenta
in reply, Before golng away, General Woodford
sald he had been greatly touched by the sympa-
thetie welcome glven him by the Queen Regent.
Then, accompanied by his secretary, he pald a
formal vigit to the Marquls de Amposta, Under-
Becretary of State,

Several of the newspapers of this city allege
that (ieneral Woodford has sald, in interviews
with thelr representatives, that the negotiations
between the United States and Spaln on the
subject of Cuba have not begun, and that he
(General Woondford) has only hed a preliminary
chat with the Spanish Minister for Foreign
Aftairs. The General is quoted as having added
that he found the Duke of Tetuan to be & most
amlable and able man, and that no ultimatum
to Spain was dellvared, as that country would
not put up with it, and becauee the Intentlon of
the United States was only to offer (s good
oifices In the most friendly terms

HSecretary Sherman, still according to the inter-
views In the Spanlsh newspapers, desires a
prompt solution of the Cuban question by No-
vember at the latest, as he fears the “Jingoes”
will make themselves heard on the reassembling
of Congress,
