The conception of the National Government
as a huge machine, existing mainly for the pur-
posa of rewarding partisan gervice—this wus &
conception so allen tn the character of Wash-
fpnton and his assoclates that it sevins gRroteagus
even to speak of it. 1t would be interc=ting to
tmagine the first Prestdent of the United Stites
confronted with gome one who had ventured
to approach him upon the basis of what are
now commonly Knowih as8 “practieal poiities 2
But the conceptlon Is Impossible. The loathing,
the outraged majesty with which he would have
bidden such a creature be gone,

This, te those who wera even then engrosacd
.In the distribution of public offices “or partisan
gervices in the recent Pres!ientin! campalgn,
conld have heen hardly palatahble truth  But
those who felt that any sincers commuemoration
of & great man imposes an ot leation to tinltate
his virtues wera gratefu! that, at the sivine
where the Father of His Country hol consoerated
his great office, his high fdsal of pulon righteous-
ness was falthfully set forth In sllent bt elo-
quent reproof of the Nation that nnd depuried
from It ®

That memorable address, under the title of
®Character In Statesimansh!p " stands eecond in
the series of seventeen Included in the present
volume, the first of which, glhven befors the Phi
Beta Kappa at Harvard In 1800, haa given Its
title to the collection

During the past summer a Baptlst clergyman
and a Unitarian layman—the latter no less n
personage than Eenator Hoar, of Massachu-
getts, have on different platforms expresssd
thelr bellef that the pulplt Is less ethical, loas
strenuous In Its attention to the concerns of
righteousness, than formerly. Such an opinfon
ooncurred In from quarters so opposite, whether
gorrect or not, s noteworthy. Equally note-
worthy as a sign of the times, and outranking
it as a fact outranks an opinlon, is this series
of addresses, ethical throughout, ethical in that
pregnant sense in which the highest ethles Is
religlous. That zeal for rizhteousness which
was the keynote of the Hebrew prophets is their
fundamental note,

The Image of God In man is the consclousness
of distinction between righteousness and un-
righteousness. . . Whether you wili rr no,
that consciousness underlies that organized life
which we call to-day the Ftate . . The
sole foundation of the permanence of a Btute Is
in the moral cunsclousness, the quickening sense
of righteousness, which abldes in the heart of its

people.

Agaln and agaln the speaker recurs to this
central thought. He sees signs of social ds-
terioration: they proceed from moral degen-
eracy; political contests have become scrambles
for personal emolument; the public eervice Is
practically denled to ba a publie trust; “honor-
able provision for those who suffered and were
disabled In thelr eountry'a servica threatens—
under the seifish and unscrupulous manipulation
of those whn sce in the Aegradation of thelr
gellow-citizens a short and easy road to polltl-
cal supremacy—tn hecome A pauperizing sys.
tem, whose least and most Innocent consequents
is the rufnous burden which 1t Is Aegtined
@ooner or later, to saddle upon the publlc treas-
ury.” But amid all these einister omens ha has
faith In the better Instinats of the people.
sThera I3 a great host of patriotle well-wighers
of their country all over the land who honestly
belleve In her great destiny and desire to serve
her. It 1a to these he appeals, pointing to
“that one Invisihle force which, becauss it alone
can rule the consclencs, s destined, one day, to
rule the world.”

This bonk at once lends plausible color and
gupplies palpabls correction to the view of John
Btuart Mill as 1o the defectlveness of Christlan
ethies In the department of our civie relations
and dutles, end the need of supplementing It
there by Instruction and Inspiration derlved
grom Greek and Roman eources. Mr, Potter sets
out, Indeed by quoting from Plato's “Republie”
#words of Immortal significance,” which de-
peribe “forever the scholar's temptation on the
one hand and his opportunity on the other'—the
temptation to a eelfishly secluded (ife, the op-
portunity to be the savior of his eountry, as
well as of himself. The scholar’s and the states-
man's Inspiration to thelr greatest work, how-
ever, 13 another matter, and must come from a
greatar than Plato. “What was It," he asks, “"that
made these two men (Washington and Lineoln)
great? . . . What but this? That each ons of
them held himself, first of all, as a servant of
the Power above him, and sitting In the high
chair of state eat there remembering always
first that he was the servant of the people, and
that because he wan the servant of God?"

That useful class of citizens profunely re-
ferred to by a distinguished statesman In an
explosive moment as “d— lterary fellers" will
find much comfort, and their censors, were they
disposed to read, might find much correctlon in
these addresses, the foremost theme of which
is Christian citizenship. Never more than now,
says the Bishop, Al4 the National, as opposed
to partisan or sectional or personal sentiment,
need to be not merely appealed to, but educated,
popular fallacies corrected, and unpopular
truths Inculcated by men tralned to clear think-
ing, with the courage of consclentious convie-
tion, not merely possessing great ideas, but pos-
gessed by them, and by falth In their power
to leaven and lift up the multitude. “There I3
but one true aristocracy In the world," eays
Blshop Potter, “and that !s the eristocracy of
¢harscter enriched by learning. We want an
aristoeracy In America, and we shall have It,
whether we will or not. But If we would not
have it one of hereditary descent, or of mere
ecclesiastic or political rank, let us eee to {t
that, spurning these things, we do not descend
to that lowesy deep, and make It merely one
of money.” The American character Is as yect
unformed and raw. As a people we have yet to
fearn that the life 1s more than meat, and to
prize ideas that are not merchantable, The

The mora neci,
therafore, of resolute Individual endeavor for
that rich Hfe tnto which a rieh Hving may Jift
those who eot themsalves peraonally to alleviate
the wreichedness, or to right the wrong, or to
uplift the neighbor-life that needs thelr symn-
pathy or help.

“The everlosting princlplea of personal
sponsibility the Blshiop Keeps bLefores the eyes
of the phllanthroplst as well as of the scholar
and the citlzen. Our organized charities have
ereated a sentiment among the shiftless and
reckless poor that they will somehow bhe pro-
vided for. But, on one hand, Christ!lan ethies
