Mr. Tedd disappeared in that hour
Brendish telegraphed to Umbsalla: “Wa must leave
office; all the bungalows are on fire, burning
down by the Sepoys of Meerut, They came In this
morning. Weare offt Mr C Todd is dead, I think,
Fle went out this merning, and hes not yet re-
turned.
