friends. He addressed two audiences on Staten
Island, the first {n the rooms of the German
Club, at Stapleton, and the second and larger
gathering In the great Auditorlum Bullding, at
i Prohilition Park, on the other side of the lsland.

His weleome at euch meeting was cordial in the
extrame, and the applause which greeted the
presentation of his argument and his appeal for
the cause of the Cltlzene Union was emphatle
and frequent.

It was 90:30 o'clogk when Mr. Low arrived at
the Prohibition Park Auditorium, having come
over from Htapleton on the “bridal ear,” so-
called, the elaborately furnished and brilliantly
ligkted special car which the trolley company
places at the disppsal of each of the candidates
for the Mayoralty, except Van Wyck, and he
could use It, too, if he would only come out.
The auditorlum has a capacity of five thousand,
and it was fliled last night by a representative
SBtaten Island audience, in which were many
women. The lower floor I8 coversd with coarse
gawdust, g0 that absolutely no Interruption or
annoyance s caused to a speaker by the move-
ment of the people there; but in the gallery was
a large claque of Tracy sympathizers, who In
the early part of the evening made much noise,
not orly by the shufMing of thelr feet on the
board floor, but also by thelr persistent and econe
certed cheering of the name of General Tracy
whenever {t happened to be mentloned.

J Noblc Hayes, of New-York, the first speaker
Introduced by the chairman, Arthur M. Harris,
was subjected to much annovance from these
fellows, but George H. E. Roberts, of Brooklyn,
who came next on the programme, got better
treatment, and, with his robust eloquence and
apt storles “caught the crowd.”

MR. LOW'S ARRIVAL

Whila Mr. Roberts was speaking, Mr. Low
artived, and the audlence cheered long and lus-
tily, winding up with “Three chears for Seth
Low! Then Mr. Roberts resumed his inter-
rupted remarks, and was followed by ex-As-
gembliman George Cromwell, candidate for
Presldent of the Borough of Richmond, whe
made an effective and wall-recefved little speech.
Mr. Low was introduced as the next speaker.
but it was two or three minutes after he had
got on his feet before he could begin his ad-
dress, The whole audience aroze, waving hand-
kerchiafs and hate, and cheering at the top of
thelr voizes, while the band was faintly heard
playing a popular air. Down the alsle came
thirty or forty little girls from the Mariners®
Harbor School, bearing banners with the In-
seription, “Seth Low Stands for More and Bet-
ter Schoois,” end American flags, They were
escorted to sedats on the platform, and then, the
din having subsided, Mr Low began to speak, in
suhstance as follows:

{1 various capacities in the civil servies in Irelend
until 1562

In 1834 he was appointed President of Mentserrat
and in 183 he became Governor of Hong-Kong,
;\!:ﬂn he rocelved the honer of Knj hthood. n
(v he was promoatad (o the Gavernorship of Ceylon
amd in 187 to the Covernorship of New Sou
Wales. Two vears Iater he want to the Figl 1=l-
ands to settle a dispute betwesn the British Gove
ernment and the native power, and, a few montha

larer. accepted the utconditional casslon of the
jstinds to the British Emwre‘ establishing a pro-
visjonal goserament, which he retalned for som
time In hlis own hands.

THE STAPLETON MEETING.

At the Stapleton meeting moest of the ad-
dresses wers In German. The meeting was
called to order by Louis Heymann, who nem-
inated Herman Hagedorn, cashier of the Staten
Island Savings Bank, as chalrman. Mr. Hage-
dorn was elected chairman and Mr. Heymann
secratary, Edwin Emerson, jr. made a short
gpeech in German, and then read also In Ger-
man, a strong letter from Carl Schurs.

Then came Mr. Low who was greeted with &
perfect tornado of applause from his Gejnan
tellow-citizens. He began his speech with an
outline of the provisions of the new charter as ®
affected the Borourh of Richmond, and dwelt
upon the importance to the borough of choosing
as its president "go fin® a man as George Crom-
well” (Applause) Continuing, he pointed out
the interest which the borough must neces-
sarily have in the lssue of home rule, since It
representatives in the Greater New-York, and
no longer, as of old, its representatives at Al-
bany, would have the power to borrow money
for the city’s improvements. The Citizens can-
didates, if elected, he promised, would not bulld
up any organization, but would devote thelr
whole attention to meeting the problems arising
in the setting under way of the new govern-
ment of the greater city. He went on to de-
nounce the usurpation by the bosses of the right
of the citizens to nominate candidates for publle
offles, and evoked applause by the remark:
wwhen 1 read Mayor Gleason's war-ery: ‘No
Tea and no Tiger” 1 thought he may have
meant to say ‘No Tioga and no Tiger! If you
want good representatives,”” he sald, In
“you must not allow vourselves to be dcpﬂa
of the right of nomination."”
