APPEARANCE OF THE MAX,

As Nansen emergad from the wings nf the stage,
at the very minuts
Ms leeture, he improssed ane trntrissdintely
worthy of all that haz been wrltten of
manding personniity, Standing for 4 moment
front of the footllghte, while ha acknowledzed the
cordinl and enthuglastie roception given to him, the
man's Indomitnble chartacier wis at onee apparent.
Conside Iy more than =ix feet In helzht, lithe
and slepder, yet tirmly knit and broad shouldered,
he seemed as muscular and ne physically strong
as any of the old-famed Vikings of his race. The
blue eyes, the lght halr, the sharply cut and long
feptures that have typitied the Norse sea kings for
ages belong to him.

Nansen speaks with very lttle forelgn accent.
His commend of English is almost astonishing, and
his volee Is deep and resonant-—-such A volee as one
would expect puch a man 1o have, There wns not
onie word (hat he uttered yesterday thnt conld not
te Instantly understood and heard by his audlence
In all parts of the greal house,

Despite the admiration his explolts have earned
for him. and the admation he has recelved, one of
the foremost of Nansen's characteristies s his
natural, unaffected modesiy. Through the whole
course of his lecture this trait was noatlceably diz-
played. His own part in the expedition, and In
the hardships that were endured when, with Jo-
hangen, he set out to reach points more Northern
than the Fram could ever attaln, was conslstently
gubordinated to the schlevements of his compan-
foms, Never, once did Naneen speak of himeell as
one to whom the credit of the success of the ex-
peditton was due,  Always and with maost
affsctlonate references to his fellow-explorers, he
alluded to himseelf ss a unit of a band of men who
had accomplished and suffered much,

ALWAYS TERFECTLY AT EASE.

From the moment that he stepped upon the stage
Dir. Nansen was perfectly at ense, nnd while Intro-
ducing himeelf, ns 1 were, (o the audiencs, he
stood with hls hande ol «1 Behind hls bonek, and
spoke In a clear and musleal volee that was pleas-
nnt to eVery ear.

“It seems 10 me strange,” he began, “that so
many people should come here to lizten ta a man
who has been In reglons where there was so Hitle
10 be geen but lee It & like 0 man who
Mves In o valley, and who i= anxlous to mount the
penks, see what l= hevond and et a gllmpes of
the rest of the world, “I'hat {s the beginning of an
explorer. 1 wish 10 glve you a glimpse of the
Northern part of the world, Tt has always heen
the derlre of men to penetrale Into the Northern
regions, possibly beeause thers were met the ereat-
ext diffienltles In the way of suod 1t has been
belleved that ships would be crushed in the lee, nnd
to the first voyagers In the Northern reglons this
actually happened, and they were foreed to leave
their boats and travel on the {ee. By reading the
history of Arctle dlscovery 1 eame to the conviuston
that, In order to make a successful tonur {n the
Northern reglors. we ought to find same other
menns of pencizating Into that unknown land. I
must confess that my first ldea of how to nccomn-
plish an extensive trip there was galned from an
Ametican expeditlon--that of the Jeaneite, It
would be poesible, 1 Mecovered, te ure the forces of
nature, agalnst which tha first sxplorers had
fought, and gain from them An actunl advantawe,
1 galned thas 1den that the flovs of lee drifted tow-
erd the North from Behring Stralt anid the north-
ern 8iberian const. The drlft of the Jennette, as
well as some of the relles from her, which were
fourid on the southwestern const of Greenland,
proved my theory 10 be correct. 1 reasoned that
they could have only followed the drifi of the les,
Now, my ldea wis to build n ship sufMoelently strong
to sustain the pressure of the fce and drift with f
1t was not the main ebject, at least, to reach the
North Pole; that s, the mathemntical point where
the axls of the earth has {ls northern extremity.
In my opinjon, that is of =mall consequence. The
real object was the exploration fo the polar regions,
and from them to carry bick sclentific operations
and ohservitiona for the ald of humanity and the
eclentifie world, The princlpnl thing was butid-
ing of n ship strong enough to withetand the pres-
sure, and It may be gald here that it had always
been contended that this was fmpossible, Explor-
era 2ald a ship might withstand pressure of the
summer season, when the fce w BOMt wnd yleld-
ing, hut it could never withstund the terrible grind.
