¢0ONDITION OF THE CROPS ABROAD.

o1 MONTHALY REVIEW ISSUED BY THE AGRI-
CULTURAL DEPARTMENT.

Washington, Nowv. 18.—The Agricultural Depart-
ment has issued {ta monthly review of the foreign
crop dtoation. Much altention s edvoted to the graln
erop of Russia, especially wheat, on account of Its
magnituds as & factor in the European supply. The
review says that all accounts agree In representing
the wheat crop as deficient, but as to the extent of
the deficlency much difference of opinlon existe
After quoting many dispatches painting the crop
gltuation in various provinces in very black rolors
and the statements of the Consul at Odessa that this
year's crop has proved a fallure, the review cnlls
attention to the fact that since the harvest Russia
has exported grain “very freely.” “The exports of
wheat from August 1 to October 22" gays the
view, “amounted 1o 41525340 quarters, aEs
640 quarters and 3,253,780 quarters during the I
gponding period In 1888 and 1895, respoctively, Thes:
very large exports have led ommercial papers to
withhold their eredence from the more pessimistle
of the reports which have been published. That the
crop was deficient was ndmitted, but that the fatlure
was so serfous as such reports implied few of the
grain dealers of W ern Europa would helieve, He-
cently, however, some change of attitude Ik hecom-
ing apparent.
