THOUSANDS OF LIVES LOST.

rURTHEM DETAILS OF THF- TKRRTBI.n
TYPHOON IM THE PHILIPPINES.

Han Franelsco, Nov 27.The typhoon which
¦wept over »he Philippine Islands on October lï
wss th* cause of one of the worst disaster* re¬

ported from ihe »Southsrn Ocean In many years.
Thoussnds of lives were lost, Including many
Europeans, and the damage to property was

gomathlng aripalling. Telegraphic advices con-

cerninrr the calamity have been meacr».

Ths dmieulty of s-ettlnti news from the Inlands
1s «{rest at any tim«, and, owing to the remote-
ness of some of the provincea visited by th*
typhoon, full dstnlll of the storm did not reach
Hong Kong until November 1. The steamer

Gnellc, from the Orient to-dny, brought letters
find papers which contain accounts of the rav¬

ages of the tidal wave and the winds. Rêverai
towns were swept or blown away. Fully four

hundred Europeans were drowned, and It Is esti¬
mated that six thousand natives p.-rlshed.
The typhoon struck the Islands at the Bay of

Santa Paula. In the province of Samar. It
devastated the entire southern portion of the

islam!, ami cut off communication with ihe rest

Of the world for two days. On the 12th the hnr-

rlesne reached l.eyte and struck Tadnhnn with
great fury. In less than half an hour the town

was i mass of ruina. The natives were panic-
stricken, and tried to make their way to «dear

ground.
Four hundred of them were buried beneath

th»- i!«''iris Of wrecked buildings, and 12»! bodies
of Europeans were recovered from the ruins

when the native authorities Instituted a search
for the dead.
Reports from the southern coast were that a

score of small trading vessels and two Sydney
traders wer.- blown ashore, and the crews
drowned. The sea at Samoa swept inland nearly
a mile, destroying property valued at several
million dollars, and caut-lni; a great number »»f
deaths among the natives.
