AN IMPORTANT PRECEDENT A8 TO LAND GRANTH
ESTARLISHED

Washington, Nav. 27.—8ecretary Rli=s to-day de-
cided the case of the State of Minnesofa against
John Leng, John Caldwell et al. involving large
{ntereste in Minnesota and of extreme significance
as »n precedent. The case came from the Duluth
land district, and the deciston of the General Land
Office, which rejected the State's clidm 1o the lands
at |ssue, is largely modified. The |asue was the
construction of the act of March 3, 1878, which nl-
lowsd the Stats to select rwenty-four sections out
of any public lands to be selected hy tha Governor
within three years of the approval of the act The
General Land OMce held the three-year proviso to
be mandatory, The Becretary of the Interlor now
construes it to be directory, permitting later selec-

tion on _Irrrsn.ntnuun of any reasonabe excuse for
delay, The Department in i1s decision says. The
rule of construction indicated in this cane nas heen
followed by courts in an unhroken line of declsipns,
and to adopt a Aifferent rule would bo to cloud
title to milllons of acres of publle lunds patented
under land grants, which have heen uniformiy held

1o take effect as though on the date of the ﬁrunnn
aet. although the lands were not actually fdentiflec
unt!] later periods.”
