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THORN TALKS FOR HIS LIFE.

BOTH VERSIONS OF GULDENSUPPE'S
EILLING ARE NOW BEFORE THE J URY.

THE TECSTIMONTY FOR PROSECTITION AND DE
FENCE ALL IX. AND TEE VERDICT MAY BE
RETURNED TO-DAY—THE AlLLEGHED
MURDERER COOL AND BRELF-

POSSESLED ON THE ETAND,
AND A VISIBLE IMPRES-

SION 16 MADE BY
HIS DEMEANCOR.

All the evidence that will be presented to the
Jury which is trying Martin Thorn for the mur-
der of Willlam Guldensuppe I8 in. The witnesses
on both sides have been exhausted, and all that
now remalns is the summing up of counsel, the
charge of the Judge and then the verdict, Mr.
Howe will hegin his final appeal on behalt of the
jury at 880 o'clock this morning, and hoth he
and District-Attorney Youngs, who will follaw,
are expected to close their addresses by the time
recess fm taken for luncheon. A long charge ig
nat losked for from Justice Maddox, and It is
expecked that the lssue will be left with the jury
at about 8 o'clock In the afternoon.

Opinions, hoth lay and legal, differ materfally
as to the probable verdiet. The prediction was
openly expressed after the adjournment of the
eourt last night hy many people who have fol-
towed the trial closely that there 18 every llkell-
hood of & disagreement among the jury. In the
last day or two a marked change of feellng re-
garding Thorn's gullt In the actual committal
of the murder has set in. Expressions of doubt
have taken the place of the positive declaratlong
until recently uttered by the majority of those
who attended the court duy after day, and the
outcome Is by no means esrtain.

It was known that Thorm would take the
etand in his own behalf vesterday. It was ex-
perted, also, that much of hie testimony might
be mensational, and In oconegsquence An enor-
mous rrowd endeavored to galn admlittance to
the stuffy and dingy courtroom. But only those
armed with Sheriff Dont's permits got past the
attendants. Hitherto, among the =pectators In
the galleries there have héen A large number of
women, who have lstened unmoved to testl-
mony of the most nbjectionable kind. Yester-
day, because of the probability that Thorn's
testimony might be unfit for & wWOmAn's ears,
Eherlff Deht lesued instructions that nons but
men should be allowed in the rourt Despite
thess orders. however, elght or nine women
managed to get seats In the galleries. As pome
of them prominently displayed a writing-pad
rRnd pencil, the presumption was that they
gained entrance on the plaa that they were
newspaper women, and that, in the interests of
their papers, it was their duty to be Impervious
to anything that might happen. As It hap-
pered, however, the evidence was not more re-
pulsive than any given on previous days

THORN'S COMPOSURE TRIAL'S FEATURE.

Thorn was on the stand for nearly five hours,
He left it with the same ralm, self-possessed
appearance he wore when he ascended the wit-
ness chalr In the morning. For nearly three
hours he withstood the flerce fire of ex-Judge
Weller's cross-examination with an unfaltering
composure. Whatever the man's Inner feelings
were when, as frequently happened, the coun-
sl had him In the tightest of placea, and when
& misstatement might have shattered his whole
defence, Thorn never ioat his head, He rarely
retlirnad an answer without seemingly turning
it over m his mind, and at times, when it ap-
peared that he wished to collect his thoughts,
he would coolly ask that the guestion might be
repeated to him. Now and agaln his sallow face
would grow a trifie paler, but that was the only
evidence ha showed of the effect of the ordeal
through which he was passing. He allowed little
inflectlon to creep Into his voles. Resting his
elbows on the arma of hia chalr, leaning silght-
1y toward whoever was examining him, he gave
his testimony in A& slow monotone that had not
the least trace of feeling In IL

That the true storv of the manner In which
the unfortunate bathrubher was murdered,
mutilated and his cut-up body dlsposed of, has
come out was made plain yesterday. Mrs. Nack's
recount of the detnlls was burne out In sub-
stance by Thorn's testimony, the only diecrep-
ancy being as to who played the leading part in
the brutal tragedy. Mrs. Nack said that Thorn
fired the shot that ended Guldensuppe's lfe.
Thorn sald yesterday that Mre. Nack led, and
that It was she—"this modern Lady Macbeth,”
as Mr. Howe called her—who fired the shot.

HIS ETORY FULL OF DETAIL

Tharn told his version of the erime with the
utmost detall. His accusation of Mrs Nack
was dellberate and circumstantial. He told how,
when he reached the Woodslde Cottage on the
fatal day, the woman met him at the door and
told him that Guldensuppe was Iying dead up-
stalrs and that she had shot and killed him.
This was the frst Intimation, Thorn paid, that
he bad of the purpose for which Mrs. Nack
bad rented the Woodside cottage. TUp to that
moment ha understood she was going to start
a bahy farm there, and that he was to live
with her and share the profits. He described
in detail how, after Mra. Nack had begged him
to help her get rid of the body, he accompanled
her to the room on the second floor, where he
found Guldenmsuppe lying on his side dead from
& bullet-wound in the right side of the head
Mrs. Nack told him she had carried the revolver
in ber hand covered by a handkercalef, and that
as Guldensuppe was looking Into & closet she
shot him In the side of the head.

The prisoner admitted that he went out and
bought two pounds of pluster of paris at Mrs,
Nack’s direction and returned with it shortly
msmui When he got back to whera the

¥ lay Mrs. Nack was stlll there and he helpad
her undress the corpse. Between them they
carried the body to the bath tub and Mrs. Nack
cut I Into five pleces. Bhe first cut the head
from the trunk with the ald of a knife and
saw. Then she severed the trunk and boasted
of her knowledge of anatomy while so dolng.
Then she severcd the legs, using the knife and
saw, and at 4 o‘olr:-,.k in the afternoon she went
out to get some h alr, 7

About b o'clock she returned, and then. she
oarrying a bundie econtalning the muréarﬂ‘l
man's clothes and the plstol, saw and knife, and
he with the head In a parcel under his lrn'; left
the house and took a trolley-car to the rer;—y to
New-York. From the rear of the hoat he
dropped the head Into the East River, and when
they reached New-York she went to har rooms
on Ninth-ave. and burned the clothes In a cook-
ing stove. The next day the rest of the body
was made up Into three parcels and disposed of
in the manner In which Mre. Nack told at the
last trial,

MES, NACK NOT TO TESTIFY.

Tt came out toward the closa of the trial that
the prosecution did not Intend to call Mre, Nack
again. District-Attorney Olcott explained, in
Justifying this course, that Mrs. Nack had re-
fused to testify, but Mr. Howe waa not slow in

expressing his opinlon that it wae hecause the
State was afrald to put her on the stand again.
Mr. Howe was unprepared for this step, and
urged that the woman should be put upon the
gtand again. Mr. Howe wanted his witness to
have the apportunity of flatly denying the state-
ments of Mrs. Nack at the first trlal. As she
was not to be called agaln he was not allowed to
have the opportunity of gettlng these denlals be-
tore the jury., The only way he could do g0 was
to call Mrs. Nack himself, and then submit her
to the mercies of the State as a witness upon
crosm-examination. 1t was a hard blow for the
defence, and Mr. Howe felt it g0, He protested
vigorously and strengly, but the Court gtood by
fts ruling.

Mr. Howe's address to the jury was glven with
all his ald tearfulness and melodramatie power.
He was dressed wholly 'n black, and, contrary
to hig custom, wore little jewelry. In the course
of his address he remarked with great digplay of
feeling: 1 have ulways tried to do my duty
honestly. 1 am now In the sere and yellow leaf.
My career on this earth eannot be long Gentle-
men, T have never attempted to decelve a jury.
I tell you that Augusta Nack I8 the slayer of
William Guldensuppe.” At this there were a few
anditors who tittered audibly.

MR, HOWE'S ADDRESS.

When the eourt convened Mr. Howe delayed
his opening address to the jury on behalf of
Tharn for a moment, to recall John Gotha, the
principal witness for the prosecution. The pris-
oner’s counsel, however, merely wanted to ask
Gotha whether he had ever been an inmate of
the Inebriates’ Home, at Fort Hamilton. The
witness replied that he had not, and Mr. Howe
proceeded at once with his address. Without
waste of time or beating around the bush he
hegan by declaring Martin Thurn innocent of
the murder of Willlam_ Guldensujppe

“We shall show you.” he sald, “that the kill-
fng of Guldensuppe germinated in the mind of
the adulterouns aseassin  Augusta Nack. We
ghall show vou beyond contradictlon that it
wias she who hired the place, the Wondslde cot-
tage, and hived i1, as she has testified, for the
purposs of converting it into a slaughter-house
fn which to take the lfe of her lover, who had
gupplanted her love for her husband.
Ing as It may be, we will show you that this
creature prepared the coffin for her Intended
vietin.

“In my long course of conducting such trials
I alwava try to conduct them fairly, and not
with any attempt to deceive the jury. When
wa selected you it was done with care, and we
asked you if you had read the evidence under
oath of that woman, Mrs, Nack, ar we wanted
your verdlet to he lmpartial Knowing the
great responsihility upon you, I told you If the

evidence warranted it you should econviet, and
if. on the contrary, there WwWas a reasonable
doubt you should give it to this defendant.

You will find as sure as day follows the night
that Augusta Nack, and not Martin Thorn, com-
mitted this deed”

THORN PICTURED AB A DUPE.

Mr. Howe then dwelt at some length upon
the separation of Mra. Nack from her husband
and of her relatinas with the murdered man.
He was vehement in his eondemnation of her
character and contended that she had abun-
dant motive fur putting Guldensuppe out of the
way, in that he was continuously jestering her
for money, and she wished to get rid of him for
other reasons. Conspleuous among thepe rea-
gons, Mr. Howe said, was her desire to lavish
her affections unmolested upon Thorn. Then
Mr. Howe wert on to charie Mrs Nack with
the committal of the murder, the gole hasls of
the defence, as he witlned 1t, being apparentiy
to save Thorn at the expense of Mrs. Nack. In
this effort to fasten the gulit upon the woman
Mr. Howe spoke first of hef allurement of the
victim to Woodslde,

“8he told Guldensuppe,’” Mr. Howe explained,
“that ghe was going to live In Long Island Clty
at the Woodalde rottage, where they would eon-
duct a baby farm. Then she told Thorn the
same story to throw him off the track, she hav-
fng in mind this deadly work that was to be
ghe said, ‘We will hire a place somewhere In
the country, whera wa can 1ve quietly and un-

Martin Thorn will tell you, Martin
Thorn, a plece of plianble putty In her hands will
tell you that this vile woman cut the body up
and  dismembered It while he held It for her.

Having heen once
on the stand, 1t I& only just to the people and
the prisoner that she be put on again, but she
doesn't dare take the stand to eontradict Thorn,
Thorn did go out for the plaster of parls, It he-
fng arranged batween them that the head should
pe incased in plaster, and Thorn bought the
plaster Into which to put the head which had
been decapitated.”

CONTEMPT FOR GOTHA'S TESTIMONY.

She told poor

FProcecding 1o comment upon Gothia's testi-
mony, Mr. Howe sald there wae no other evi-
dence but this of the killing. He sought to fm-
press upon the jury that Gotha's course had
been Influenced by the offer of a4 reward of
$1,000 for the convietion of Guldensuppe's mur-
derer, and asked the jury to welgh carefully
ithe evidence to be given by Thorn and the story
told by Gotha, predicting that they would have
little hesltation In arriving at the concluslon that
it was at Mrs Nack's hand that Guldensuppe
met his death Before ending his address Mr.
Howe admitted that Thorn had told & serles of
falsehoods to Captaln O'Brien. but explained
that his elient had done so only to protect the
woman with whom he was madly Infatuated,

Before resuming his seat Mr. Howe suggested
to the Court that the jury should be allowed to
examine the Woodside cottage. District-Attor-
ney Youngs sald he was agreeable to this, hut
dmslcn:i that the visit should be deferred until to-

ay.

Mr. Howe quickly took Thorn through his
career to the time, a year and a half ago, when
he was fated to come Into Mre. Nack's life. |
