Martin Thorn was found guilty of the murder

In the niinds of
all who,have followed the testimony the State
piled up against the un '.erslzed barber the ver¬
dict was looked upon a» Just and proper, and It
seemed Inconceivable that the Jury could have
Judged differently.
Justice Maddox end.d n1«· charge to the Jury

yesterday afternoon h» t*S8 oVlock. The Jurors
»v» re immediately dismi«· .-d to consider their
verdict, and a recess wa« ordered until 4 o'clock.
With so clear a case before them it was ex¬
pected that when the court reconvened the Ju:t
would be ready \vi»h a verdict. Contrary to the
general expectation, however, it was announced
when the Judge had resumed his seat on the
bench that a decision had not yet been reached.
At once th. re were general prediction» of a dis¬
agreement. Three or four of the Jurors were
said to be holding out fora verdict of murder In
the second degree. The crowds in the trial
chamber were perceptibly in a state of high
nervous tension. The opening of a door or a
sudden movement on the part of any of the at¬
tendants was sufficient to send an expe«*tant
murm'ir floating through the court

GNE LONE INTERESTED WOMAN.
The galleries were packed with a big throng

of curious men. Sheriff Doht liad Issued strict
orders that no women should he admitted, and,
unlike the previous day. his Instructions were
obeyed, except |n one Instance. Almost entirely
hidden behind one of the pillars In the western
gallery, a woman dressed entirely in black w*e
seated. She. shrank as much as possible from
observance, and her features were almost en¬

tirely hidden by a heavy black veil. During the
long and tedloue wait for the Jury she sat with
the Immovability of a statue. It was apparent
that she did not belong to that clase of gaudily
dressed women who day after day have eagerly
listened to the tepulsive testimony adduced
throughout the trial. It was afterward learned
that the woman was Thorn's sister. When she
heard her brother's fate she rose and left the
gallery silently and almost unseen.

The hands of the clock
were pointing to the half-hour after five when
a stir was noticed at the door of the room to
which the Jury had retired It was signalled
from the inside that the Jurors had agTeed.

He
Instantly rapped for silence and sterrnly ordered
that no noise of any character should be made
in the court while the verdict wss being re¬
