MR. BIDWELL WANTS PEACE.

THE ORGANIZATION MUST GO WITH THE

PEOPLE. HE SAYS. OR BE WIPED OCT.

Collector Bidwell said yesterday, in answer to

a riuestion hy a Tribune reporter, that he knew

nothing about the report from Washington that

strong Influencée there were being exerted In

the direction of effecting harmony among the

Republicans of New-York. "I am earnestly in

favor of peace." he continued In substance
"We should dismiss from our minds what has

hfen said and done and look to the future. I.

personally, am In favor of doing everything and

lUhmlttlag to almost anything for the sake of

?ectUinf harmony. If the Republicans are di¬
vided next year, and we lose the Congress elec¬

tion-*, business men will be apprehensive and will

re/' riet their investments to so-called 'safe

Une.' little money will be In circulation, and

we shn.l have again the deplorable conditions of
IMS. bo, as a business man. as well as a Re¬

publican. I desire tho coming together again of

all Republicans."
"And on what basisT asked the reporter.

"Do you agree with Mr. Qulgg that the rolls axe

not padded?"
"They are padded. If you mean that not every

name on them can be verified, a thing which Is

always impossible. Take the registration lists

cf the recent election. If you were to send let¬

ters to the addresses of all the men on those

lists you would find that IO per cent of those

letters would be returned undelivered, because

of removal of the voter from the address given
or because of death. But 1 can say this, that

while I wai secretary of the County Committee

1 never knew of a ttctltlous name being placed
on the rolls-at least In any uptown district.
In some of the downtown d.strlcts, where bitter

factional fights were being waged, It may have
occurred. The trouble is that there ate too

many rabid men on both sides in the present
situation."
"Would you be in favor of treating with the

other organization! before your primaries are

held. Mr. Bidwell?"
"Wo must protect our organization. The pri¬

maries should be held, and the new County Com¬
mutée then chosen can treat with the other
bodies Tiie latter can appoint any committee
they please-bankers, lawyers and merchants.
We don't ask for a majority representation on

the committee, but only i«-»r a fair proportion, so

that our Interests may be protected. Then they
may write a new constitution and provide for a

new enrolment. The people have got beyond
the stage of criticism, and now they think we

are all thieves and cutthroats. But we're not;

we're pretty good lellowi, as our opponents are.

Yet we must go with the people or the organiza¬
tion will be wiped out. But there is no hurry
About a reorganization. It can as well be ac¬

complished in April as now, for there will be no

political activity for many months to come.

"One great source of trouble, which should be

amended. Is the present system of putting name»

on the rolls. According to the Ommlttee of

Thlrty'i plan, an applicant must either be pro¬

posed at a regular meeting by a member, and

then sign the roll, or must himself attend a

tegular meeting and propose his own name. But

In manv of the districts there are no regular
meetings during part of the year. My Assemoly
ù.stiict. tor instance, contains twenty-four elec¬

tion districts, and it costs $3 to hold a meeting
In each. If I arranged lor monthly meetings In

each election district it would cost me ML«) a

month, and I certainly can't afford that. We

pay S12.fx'K) a yeal for keeping up our county

organization. We shou'.d do much better to pay

S&000 and devot. the other $9.000 to securing a

permanent headquarters. When I was secretary

o' the Countv Committee I urged the adoption
o' a resolution providing that a district meeting
might b» called at any time for the enrolment

of Republican voters on the application of five

members. The test plan, though, would be to

put the name of an applicant on tbe rolls and
then send notice to the officers of the district In

which he lives. But If we should do that, the

other ¡»ide would raise the cry of fraud."

ser.t the enrolled voters and the lists on the llglllifl
roilbooks. which the Election District captains hoid.
On an average 5 to 7 per cent of the names can¬

vassed were stricken fro n the rolls because of re¬

mováis from the addresses gven at tiie time of the
las: enrolment j but no cases of actual fraud were
brought to light. The c.ptaln of the Thirteenth
Dtltnct refused to produce his roll, denying the
right of the investigating delegation to a.k for lu
After the present nqulry la finished (it wi'.l con-

tlnue to-morrow night) the delegation will examine
at the County Commuée headquarn-rs the dupli¬
cate roils for the election districts which for one
causo or «mother they may not be ablo to KO
through meanwhile.

It Is common talk among the enrolled Repub-
II-ans of the district that In three or four of the
eiecticn Ulstrit is a serious state of fraud will be
dledooed. Names aro quoted of men on the rol's
wno have moved away a year ago, two years ai?o
and even five years air. f om the places which
are on the present rolls given as their addresses
Other abuses, too, are spoken of. like that of 'a
roll having been left for a we<k with a saloon-
keeper, who got the men who came into his place
to sign It.
