BELGIUM ADOPTS MILITARY BICYCLESB

Washington, Dec. 8 (Specinl).—The War Depart-
ment has learned that the Belgian Government, af-
ter severs tests, has adopted for lts corps of cy-
clist riflemen, recently organized, a folding bieycls,
which overcomes &ll objections to Whesls tried by
other governments, Its low frame ensbling soldlers
1o dismount, and, while standing astride the top
bar of the frame, firs and resume thelr saddls
without difficulty, The machines were tested by
a dAstachment of twenty men and three officers In
a month's steady ridlng, averaging one hundred
kilomstres & day under the most trying circum-
stances, with fifteen days' raln and twenty days of
ioft roads. Besides the reguiar Auy's Tuns, Te-
_onnolssances wers made over rough feids, marshes
and fields and through woods, the whesls heing
readily folded and carrled ol the back without
much inconvenience, the welght ¢ sach machine
belng about thirty-two pounds. Ten maken of
wheels were tested, including one from Amerlca,

Henressey sald
that Bameon compelled Him 1o jump Inio the East
River seversl nights ago, and to swlm several
blocks before he could gt out of the water. In-
spector MeLaughlin, who heard the charges, de-
clded that the case should be Investigated, and
Bamson wiil ba tried before the Commissioners.

Hennessey Keeps his horse In a stable In Seventy-
fourth-st., east of Firmt-ave. About 4 a. m. on No-
vember 23, he sald yesterday, he, with two other
peidiers, named MecCormick and Gorman, were
golng to the atable to get their horses ard wagons,
when, nedr Seventy-third-at,, they met Pollcsman
Bamson. Tho policeman asked whera Lhey were
kolng, and when they teld him that they were
koing to work replled, “You lie like thieves."” He
rapped for assistance, and another policeman came,
samson, so Hennesssy sald, told the policeman
that he wanted to have the thres men Identified,
and took them to a watchman In Seventy-third-st,,
but the watchman did not know them. Then, Hen-
nessey alleges, Bamson sald, “Lat's take them to
the dock and give them a ducking,” and the two
policemen compelled the three men to go to a dump

Dr,
Heath, of Manhattan Hospital, Investigated the
cases and pronounced tha rash that had bLroken
out on the persons of the mother and her children
T'-’.;ny ruperinduced by starvatlon and sxcessive
oll.

Mrs. Daly sald that she cama from Ireland abo
orie month ago. Her hushand died severul :ua‘::
ago; ehe worked hard in order to provide for her
children and to raise enough monay to camna to
America, where ilm rupposed that any woman
ecould obtain work If she wanted to work, wnd
whera she heard that work was easler and pay
much better.

The |
matter is a partnership dispute. The firm s per- |
fectly solvent, it 1a declared. and has assels aof
$50.000, with labilities of £16,000. Mr. Cola s an
unels of Mr. Jackson. Justlee Andrews indorsed
the papers as follows: "1 think It would be doing
a great lojustice te appolint any one recelver other
than the plainti® himself, and he will ba ap-
pointed.”

The recelvership was asked for on the ground of
the pecullar nature of the husiness, and because
It was alleged that Mr. Cole has no Interest In the
partnarship asseis, never had any caplial In the
business and Is a large debtor to the firm. On be-
half of Mr. Jackson it wan alleged that when
tha firm was formed, on October 81, 1505, he In-
vested net business assets of $17.188, and Mr, Cole
was to lnvest a llke amount In cash, but Instead
of doing 8o ho gave his note for §7.084, which was
never pald, handed in $10.000 to the firm and Im.
mediately withdrew not only that, but a large part
of Mr. Jackson's contribution. Without & dallar at
stake In the enterprise, it 18 charged that Mr. Cole
withdrew $17.000 profits in two years, made the
firm's bank a clearing-house for his private real
estate oporations, and Is Indebted to the firm
£20, 208,

A seene at tha ofes of the irm on November
1, growing out of negotiations for an amicable dis-
colution, is deseribed by Mr, Jackson, who sald that
Afr. Colo offended him “most grievously by eaying
that T was heartless and ungrateful and that he
would Tuin me, and after soma hot words had
pazasd bLstween us. he brandished a stesl paper-
cutter in his uplifted hand, and, with his other
hand, struck me under i1he chin, 1 determined not
to e, uﬁ-- in nny uvseemly eneounter of this kind,
and efended myself as best 1 could without
striking him
