moral probity, will wind around and around,

and may be seen and felt down to the very of¬

fice-boy. Th»* head of any body of men. the

chief of any organization, with moral charai'ter,
will gather around him the liest men in that or¬

ganization, and will exert a far-reaching influ¬
ence for the good of all concerned.

ited as being a brilliant woman, or greatly
skilled in statecraft., but she is beloved as a

good woman with strong m« tal force, and with
all the profllçiiy of the English aristocracy

phere, and never a breath of scandal dared to

reach the sacred circle of her family; and all

this was accomplished by the moral f«>rc»> of her

unimpeachable character, and the entire nation
has benefited by the glorious example set them
by the good Queen.

moral force of a man's character. The time
for electing officers is upon us.

Bring none to the froit out
he who is honest and honestly devoted to the
best Interest of the fraternity. It may be a par¬
donable pride t., boaat Of the skilful ti' allst
who occupies the east of your lodge, or vou nay
feel secure under the piili'an.-e <«f the man with
legal lore and well versed in Masonic Ju: isi.ru-
dence. but place your confidence in »he man

.with moral force of character. He can be relied
upon at all times and under all circuuist ince«,

and will in th>· end be of much more credit
to your lodge and to Masonry than the hrlHii.nt
talker, the skilled ritualist or the man ?\Uh
"Influence or wealth."
Your lodge will benefit much more hy having

a maeter of undoubted probity, of good, f «rceful
morals, than by "p»»mp and show." Never place
abllltv above honesty In Masonry.honesty first
and always foremost. Select carefully, choose
wisely, and you will have nothing t»> regret;
but keep the maxim before you that Masonry
must tnrer shine and he appreciated by th»· man
of truth, by the man with moral force off char¬
acter, and that these will attract and hold
others of like calibre, of Ilk»· standing arid char¬
acter.

N Y., baa secured a. very ancient and Interesting
relic. It la the dlmlt granted by Huntington I/Odge
No. Î6. A. T. ti., of Oyster Bay. Ixmg Island, on

June 12. GG?, to Richard Floyd, who was one of the
charter membera of Suffolk Lodge snd Ita flrat
Senior Warden when the lodge was Instituted on
March ?. 1191. The anolent document is in an excel¬
lent «tale of preservation, and 1« signed by Rule?
Duryea, W. 1.1.; William M. 8t<ywart, S. \V.; David
R. Floyd Jones. J. W., and John B. Klsaam, See.
It waa found In the possession of M-a. Richard
Woodhull. of Betauket. Long Island, who is a
granddaughter of Richard Floyd and who haa
heard her mother tell of hla burial in 1803 with
Masonic ceremonies. The ancient minute» of Suf¬
folk Lodge record that a meeting of th» lodge waa
held July i. H08, at the house of Isaac Batterli·, la

Betucket end a eommit-ee wa» appointed "to reg¬

ulate, the celebrati m ot the death of our much la¬

mented Bra Richard Flovd." The committee

brought In their report, whl«h was agreed to, and
shortly after the lodg»· proceeded to the church
and listened to a discourse in commémorâtIan <'t

the deceased by trie Hey.
