4 GOOD PROJECT.
1t ia to be hoped that no obstacle will be put
in the way of the movement to give the people
of this lsland nccess by tunnel to Brooklyn
and polnte further away on Long Island. At
- the hearing of the Board of Aldermen on the
. applleation of the Long Island Rallroad for
permission to construct a deep tunnel from the
Fast River to Church and Cortlandt sts. nobody
appeared to speak agalust the project, and It
ia apparently one of those jmprovements which
are looked upon with universal favor,

‘Fhis tunnel holds out the promise of benefit-
fng everybody and harming nobady. One of
the chief drawbrcks of Long Island as a kum-
mer resort has been the difficulty of getting to
its rallrond. For a New-Yorker to go 10 either
the Flatbush-ave. or the Long Island City
statlons meant three changes of vehicles from
the elevated main line, Consequently the Long
1sland Raflroad has been at a disadvantage In
competing for New-York passenger business.
If it can bulld an underground line luto the
heart of New-York it will secure a large addi-
tlon to its business, and a splendid fleld for
homes will be opened up to men who have had
dificulty In finding any spot In the country
that could be reached in comfort daily.

Moreover, the tunnel will be another means of
communication between Brooklyn and Manhat-
tan, and 1t will be constructed without expense
to them. Cars running without stop from Cort-
Jandt-&t. to the Brooklyn City Hall, and then on
to Flatbush-ave,, would greatly relleve the con-
gestion of the present Bridge, as well as meet
the convenlence of thousands of downtown
workers who live In Brooklyn. When the rapld-
transit tunnel is completed to the Battery, as
it 18 to be hoped it may be, the Brooklyn tun-
pel will be convenlent to it, and thus the whole
length of Manhattan will be brought Into close
conhection with Long Island, and the two lines
will be of common beneflt. If the project is
earrled still further and the tunnel projected
under the Hudson River, as the plans provide,
a long step will have been taken, not only for
the consolldation of the metropolis, but also
for bringing these islands and thelr vast busl-
peas into the direct connection with the contl-
nental lines of which they have been so long
in need.

The plans of tuhe Long Island company call
for a tunnel that hinders no future develop-
ment and will occupy no public property. All
that 1s asked {s permisslon to go under the
streets, and deep enough under mot to Inter-
fere with sewers or other underground con-
structions.  Nobody but the Long Island Rall-
road could afford to undertake such a work,
for It wonld be profitable only as an outlet for
such a rallroad system as It controls. The con-
struction will not stand In the way of any
other improvement, either here or in Brooklyn.
In fact, it is a necessary element in the much-
needed lmprovement of Atlantic-ave,, on which
the Brooklyn authorit'es have been at work
for years, The interests of the people on both
sldes of the East River will be promoted by
the establishment of this line of communica-
tion, and the company which Is undertaking to
open it is entitied to all the advantage it can
galn from meeting so great a public need.

THE DREYFUS CASE.

The agitation of the Dreyfus case continues,
Charges and counterchArges are freely made
dally withont approaching a eettlement, The
net result or tendency thus far is, no doubt, to
gtrengthen the widespread guspiclon that the
young officer may have been unjustly con-
demned. This suspiclon may be M-founded,
But It unguestionabiy exists, and appears to be |
warranied by most of the circumstances of the
case that have been made publle. The lack of
adequate motive on his part, the insanely vio-
lent prejudice against the race and religlon to
which he belongs, his own hearing thronghout
the trial and degradation, and the pecullar con-
duet of others who might easily be interested
in making him a scapegoat, all point in that
direction, To these must be added the fact
that the sole alleged evidence mgalnst him, so
far as not only the public knows, but so far
as he and his counsel were informed, was a bit
of unsigned manuscript in a disguised hand-
writing. Certalply it does not seem unreason-
able to ask if he were not possibly the victlm
of another's evil-doing and of the Infamous
Jew-baiting mania.
