Albany, Dee, 14.—The Court of Appeals to-day
dented a motlon for reargument of the some-
what celebrated Kingston street rallway case,
and this denlal at first ereated a sensation
| among street raliway owners in the varlous
clties of the State, hecause it was belleved that
the or'ginal deciston had affected the rights of
companies using leased lines to run cars over
those limes without first getting permission from
the authoritles of clties and abutting property-
awners. The action taken by the Court to-day
{s, however, explalned by a Judge of the court
as follows:

“The Court holds that where there are exist-
ing contracis, whereby one rallway != using a
portlon of another road or whera contracts hir-
tween roads are contemplated, the matter of oh-
taining a new franchise, including property-
holders' consent, 1§ an open guestion, and this
court will hear it argued ! & case s presented.
It alsa holds, however, that where a new or an
exlsting road attempts to force another -oad

H, H, Vreeland, president of the Metropolitan

Street Rallway Company, was seen at his home,

No. 278 West Eighty-sixth-st., by a Tribune re-

porter, and, commenting upon the Court's de-

“The decision In the Kingston cass has not the
least bearing upon our company. The lssue pre-
gented to the courts in this cass was whether &
rallwny company wishing to operate ita cars
over the llnes of another company could do so
without a speclal franchise and without obtaln-
ing the consent of the adjoining property-own-
ers, elthough It had the permission of the com-
pany owning the tracks. The courts doclded,
and this Is the polnt of the whole matter, that
two companies could not take advantage of one
franchise, and that a thoroughfara for the use
of which only one franchlise existed could not
be further burdened, unless the authorities and
the property-owners were willing to have two
operating system on one street. It waa held In
the matter of the Kingston controversy that the
company owning the lines had no legal right to
give permigsion to another company to use them
jointly.”

“Then does not this declsion have a direct
bearing upon the Metropolitan Street Rallway
Company, which has either leased or acquired
the rights of many street rallroads In this city,
| and is operating these lines without a new fran-

chise or without obtalning thes consent of

J abutting property-owners?’ Mr. Vreeland was

asked.

“Na." he replied, emphatically, "the ruling In
the Kingston case does not affect us. 1 can ex-
plain why in a few words. In our absorption of
other companies we have leased their entire
rights to operate cars upon thelr lines. We
operate the lines for them, as it were. In doing
o we have not imposed fresh burdens upon the
streets or upon the property-owners. As
hitherto, only one company is running a service
over these tracks.

“In the Kingston case It waa different. There
one eompany, while atill In active service, pro-
posed to allow another corporation also to use
Its lines. The Kingston people objected to this

summary proceeding. In effect, they sald, in
giving thelr consent for one concern to operate
cars upon the streets, it did not follow that
their thoroughfares should be further en-
