THE PARTITION OF CHINA,

News froih the Far East {2 vague and often
contradictory—its usual characteristics when
wars or other serions movements arve impend
fiig.  Not even Havapa iftself has been the
somree of more news that is not news than
fhanghal, for example, was throughout the war
betwern China and Japan, Nevertheless, a few
facts seom to be woll establishied, and they may
serve ns bases for o certaln amount of not too-
reckloss speenlation.  The one fundamental fact
{8, of course, that the long-contempliated parti-
tion of China has now actually begun, It may
be dated frow the time when Russia, Germany
and FPravee combined 1o oppress amnd coerce
Japau into moditying the treéaty of Simonoseki |
and thus rellnguishing her Just rights as vietor
in the Clhilnese war. For that doulnful service
to China, Russla was tirst to clalm reward, in
the form of a military occupation and virtual
protectorate of Manchuria and Leao-Tong. Ger-
many bas followed at no great distanee by the
eelzure of Kiao-Chau, Fraoece will eome last, |
but her share of the spoils will probably not i
be lenst. That a perfeet upnderstanding on the |
subject exiets among the three Powers is un- |
questionable, Tt s shown In the facts that |
pelther Kussia nor France makes the slightest
protest agalpst Germany's action nor even ex- |
presses surprise ot i, and that Russis, when |
appealed to by China for protection against
Germany, answers merely by enlarging her own
share of the partittoned empire amd tightening
Ner grip upon it °

Another thing equally clear Is that the three |
Powers have three objects in view. The first
is to grab as murch as possible of China for
themselves,  Thut, of course, The second is
to curb the vising power of Japan, to which |
eountry they have already demonstrated thielr
hostility, The third, and not least, s 1o anst |
Great Britain from the plice of paramount in- |
finence she has long held In China.  For the
present this last ahjeet is by far the most in- |
teresting and signiticant, It js to be ohservid
that the three Powers are those which have
long been nccounted the least felendly to Great
Britain—have, indecd, ench of then on more
than one occaslon manifestod an active desive |
to baflle her diplomaey and thwart the promo-
tion of her interests. They have, at any rate,
taken this action without cousulting ber, and |
with full consciousness that (it will not prove
pleasing to her. More thau that, an officlally |
ganctioned utteranee on behialt of the ehilef of |
them is 1o the effevt that Great Britain is not
to be considered in the matter, and that if ghe
inxists upen having a hand In the partition of
China she will be respousible for whatever
breach of the peace way ocenr. Whether Great
Britalu will protest against their sction, or will
herself malke compensatory seizures of Chinese
territory, and, In either case, how her actlon
will be regarded by the three Powers, are
among the most fmportant questions in the
whole husiness,

Japan may be thought of last, bt assuredly
ghe 1s not to be lgnored. She s now a great
Power. She has the enormous advantage of
proximity to the scene of actlon. Rhe has a
‘more powerful fleet than any other, save two,
can put into those waters, and she has a
stronger army than any of them can at present
‘send to that quarter of the globe, Bhe has,
moreover, already a strong foothold in China,
at Wel-ITal-Wei, on the other side of the very
peninsula of Bhan-Tung wkich Germany bas
jnvaded. She holds that place merely as se-
surity for the payment of the war indemnity
by Chinn. It is sald Tussia will now advance
the money, so that China can pay off the In-
demnity at once and thus get rid of the Japan-
ese. But suppose that, after they have got the
‘money, the Japanese decline to go, and mnke
thelr sottlement at Wel-Hal-Wel permanent?
They would have as much right to do go as Ger.
many has to selze Klao-Chau—-Indeed, more;
for Japanese intevests in China are far greater
‘than German. Who wonld undertake to turn
the Japanese out? Not the Chinese, we may he
