MANY THOUSAND RECONCENTRADOS IN
TERRIBLE DISTRESS.

THE STATE DEPARTMENT AGAIN AFPEALS TO
THE AMERICAN PEOPLE FOR AID—A GIFT
OF $5000 RECEIVED-THE ARTI-

CLES MOST NEEDED.
Washington, s 27.—The greatest distress
prevalls among many thousands of pecple in
Cuba. Starvation not only Impends, but {3 an
actual fact. The President has been informed
of the facts from sources whose cre&lbll!ty can-
not be doubted. He has gone to the length

. of his constitutlonal power In calling the state

| ple. The State Department has used all ita

authority to mitigate the conditions In the isi-
and, and the letter to the pubiic sent out by
Secretary Sherman the day hefore Christmas
pointed the way to further alleviation of the
migerable conditlon of the reconcentrados.
