progress cf canal Improvement, on which they
voted In IBM to expend 10,000,000, and for an

explanation of tht* demand for $7,000.000 more
to completo the work. The response of the
State EaglMer and Stirreyor. approved by the
Ruperlnt» nd« nt of PobltC Works, to the Inquiry
of the« Canal Committee of the Chamber« of
Commerce Is a char and seemingly candid
statement of the malu facts In the case, af¬
fording g good basin for the discussion to which
lh«» v.hoie subject should be submitted. It rep¬
resents that the cgletriltioM laid before tho
Constitutional Convention In l*-.04 were neces-
«ggrUf made in a hurry, and were well known to
be little more than guesswork; that every ef¬
fort has been made to bring th» cost of th«_«
work within the authorized amount, but tli.it
It Is ii'itv sure to correspond closely to the es¬
timates made after the thotough surveys of
lost year, and that with an adiiitlona! sum of
17,000.000 available the entire improvement can
probably bl liulshed In the spring of lSí>tí. As
an Illustration of the conditions which have
made the operation far more expensive than it
vas originally r*3pccted to be tho fact is cited
that material excavated was unfit for use on
the bau:;«, and as a proof of enre and economy
it 19 asserted that mo.st of the contractors have
lo»', money.

THE JAPANESE CBlBIS.

The fall of the Matsul.ata Ministry In .In, an

may be regarded aa a bit of the proverbial
irony of fate, which the return of «tfaraula I to
to office would make complete. 1 he latter was

formerly Prime Minister. Ile was. in fact, the
"«'.rent Minister" who wa» foremost In the es¬

tablishment of constitutional government, omi
who brought thi country successfully through
the war with China and placed it Indisputably
among the great Towers of the world. Aft'-r
that war. however, he declined to enter into
another war with Rugarla, and perhaps Ger«
many, too, for the retention of I.« a i Tong, but
Submitted, with a dignified protest, to the moll¬
ification of the Treaty of Simonoscki which
those Powers, together with France, united In
demanding. This was undoubtedly an act of
wisdom on his part, and there is reason to think
that thf Marquis so regarded it, he having
grave doubts of the desirability of acquiring
territory on tho continent, *and thus Impairing
tiie security of a purely insular position. Never¬
theless his yielding to the Power» gave great
offence to the Jingoes of Japan and strength¬
ened the hands of his enemies, who had long
been working for his overthrow*. T ie cril -

came when he made Count Itagakl, the Kadieal
hader, Minister of the Interior, «»»parent.y in
return for the support rf the Undi ral party in
the I.eao-Tong matte** Violent agitation arose,
and at the end of Aogoat, 1890, Marqula Ito
and Count Itagakl resigned. Coun. Kurodfl
conducted a Stopgap Ministry for a month, nnd
then Count Matsukati became Prime Minis¬
ter and «Count (»kuma Minister of F«**-relgn Af¬
fairs.
Whatever were the actual plans of the»e new

Ministers, there is no question lhal a partió
ularly aggressive fore:ern policy wt*. erpected of
them. The newspapers which w« re supposed to
express their opinions made open declaration
of that fact. Corea waa to be controlled. The
Philippine Islands were to be acquired. Ha¬
waii was to be annexed Colonial expansion
was to be carried to Australia and New-Zealand,
to the west coast of South America, and even
to California, and perhaps there would be terri¬
torial conquests In some of those regions. These
utterances seemed preposterous to other na¬
tions at tho time, and pr« «tardily do to their nu¬
lli «¡s nov. There is little reason to suppose
that the Mnfukata V'nisiry was responsiblefor them or sympathised with them to any con¬
siderable degree. But that Ministry probablydid intend t«> conduct a more vigorous foreignI'«.licy than its prcde, »»or, and a large pro«
jioi'tlon of the people undoubtedly expected it
to makf Japan, offhand, the mlatTSga of the
Bastan Hemisphere. Trum s'ich drenrns there
DOW eomes an awaking. .Tupan rraHeca that
the rights if other talions, « spec'«.:.-, of tb«.t
one which introduced ner into the circle ««f
civilized Powers. uiu«<t be respected, and that
bar own 'ntensts an« best to be served by re¬
specting them.
