NO DOUBT THE MAGAZINE EXPLODED,

Thers 18 no differenca of oplnlon anmong offl-
cers as 10 the explosion of the maguzine, for it 1
inconcelvable that such tremendous daymnge
coatd have beon accomplished through any other
It is almost Ineredible that the Malne
left Key West three weeks sgo with a quarter
of o milllon pounds of explosives nbonrd,
enough, If properly distributed, to destroy nearly
every bullding in New-York Clty.
