He sald there was a
fall of two hundred feet between Portageville
and Rochester. In March and April, when the
epring floods took place, the water ran to waste.
It might he sald that hundreds of thousands of
dollars’ worth of power was thus lost. The
only remedy was to erect a dam and store up
the water, In 1805 a bill was passed for the
construction of a dam &t Mount Morris, but
Governor Morton vetoed it because he thought
private persons would be benefited more hy it
than the Siate. Now private persons were wlll-
ing to pay for the dam. The Btate would have
the right to take twice as much water as it now
took for the eanal. Why, therefore, should he
not ask every man In the Assembly to support
the measure?

Mr. Griggs, of Brooklyn, sald the bill was a
scheme to steal the Genesee River. The stream

~was to ba given to a private corporation, and
this corporation was to say what the Btate
ghould pay for the water,

Mr. Oliver supported the bill on the ground
that “Monroe County dught to have what it
wants.”

_Mr. Litechard, of Allegany County, declared
that the Legislature had no right to take the
Geneser River. “What does this bill do?" he
nsked, "It makes the State of New-York get
down on its knees and beg for water. It wipes
nut A village; it destroys rallroad facilitles; it
renders a region unhealthful which Ia now
healthful.”

The hill was passed by a vete of 103 to 34
Bpeaker O'Grady did not vote, Mr. Welll and
Mr. Mahar were the only Tammany men who
voted agalnst the measure, The other thirty-
two members who had the courage to oppose this
echeme were:
