Presidents Maaaaga in all aaaantlal parttculars.

Praaldent'a Messago oefore Tueaday, and thoy
are praparad to wait untii Wednesd.y. Under
great praaaure there tnight bo a delay beyond
that timo, but a requeal r 1 ich delay w ,uld
cause gn-.i; uneasineaa on the part of a majorlty
of the commlttee. Whtlc dealroue of glvlng tho
Presiden7 all the tlme ho may requtre f-,r tho

praparatlon of his Mcssage. they aro impatient
of the outaide intluence whl h is belng exei I
lo hold them in cheek. This presaure is ln the
r-hape of lotters and telegrama from
throughout tho eountry who are oppoaed to .

war pollcy, nnd with theae the membera of the
commlttee are i-.eing flooded. "The writer.."
*aid a memher of th* commlttee to-day, 'gen¬
erally ask ua to malntaln an 'honorable peace.'
Of courso. wa BU want an honorable pea e, bul
the timo has gonc by when that can be secured
under exisilnu condltiona in Cuba. We cannot
allow our conduct to i.e controlled by aueh ox-

pressions."

I'nless there Is a change in the committee'fl
eoncluafkma after the Presld*r.t ls heard from.
.he raaolutkma ret-orted wlll reeommend th«
racognition Of I'uban independenoe. with a dBC-
laration for armea Interventlon to make Indo-
pandence practlcable. They arlll also Includc
the Malne ezplcsion as ne of tho cauaea for
actlon. The rosolutlons wlll be accompanled
by a carefully drawn report wrltien by Benator
Davis
