DtplonutUc relatlons tetwean
the two countries are at nn erid, aud a few
more hours will probably see au netual Bta'e
of war bepun. Jtnf half a century ajro tho
Treaty of Gnadalapa Hidalgo brought to a

close our last irreeeding foreign war. The Juhi-
lee of that event ls now, apparently, to be
marked wlth the be^inning of another. That
ls to b* regr.-tteil by all liiends of peace .'ind

progrcss. Yet thelr rcgret is tempered by tbe

THE ARMY BILL8,
The War Pepgrtment wlll make no mlitake

ln inslsting that lt br left absolutely nntrnm-

melled in its dlapoaltlon of Boldlerfl nnd the or-

ganlzntion of the Army, wltb a vlew to its

grentest cnVlenoy and wlthout regard to tho

vanlty or ambition of mllltla offlcen and pol!-
tldaaa on hortebtck. It wlll doubtleac bo en¬

tirely reaBonable with volunteers, nnd so far
as practlcablo mako the servico nttraetlve for
mea already ln tba Natlonil Guard, keepteg
comrades and friends together and taking ad-
vantage of the osprlt du COrpfl of e.tlsting or-

ganlzntlons. Put ir must have a free hand In
tho matter ot diseipllne and nbility to adapt cr

roorganlze Its forees to meet tho conrlitlons of
modern warfare, and not be hampered by ob-
s'llete fonaattou and dJgcredlted tactlcg por-
sisting in some State bodlea. It must also have
fnll power to send every company in the ser¬

vlee whorever Its plans may reQOlre, wlthout

giviug special conslderatlon to tho sensibilltles
and desires of condes-cendlng assistants.
War must be condocted with ono sole end ln

vlew. Tliat is to ovtTcome tho enemy ln the
Bbortest posajlbk. timo with iho leaat npeadl-
turo of blood and treasure. Kvery unnecessaiy
dollar Bpent is robbay. Every nnheceflaaiy
man kllled ls murder. Every unnecessary day
frlttered away la flgiiting ls both. Every man

and every organizatlon eagaged ln war must
bo subordinate to tho maln piirpoo.. If patrlot-
ism is not equal to that sucritlce It should f<tay
at home aud servo the country ln less ezactlBg
ways, and, above all, it should not let Its self-
Islmess l>o used to prevent tbOM who must an-

swerto thelr fellows nnd to Jiistory for tiie llvr-s
nnd money used, and bear the blam. for nny
aeedteM wagte, from -ecnriag sueh leglBlatlon
as according to thelr expert oplnlon the Army
needB. CongieM has polnted the way to war.

It Ib now the turn of (bt soldler Let the sol-
dicrs, not the politiehns, determine how tho
Army is to be orgaalaed nnd managed. Thls
country has already had too many wldoWB mndo
by auiateura plgylag at war.

The Hull Army Reorgaalzatloo blll aod the
Voluuteer Army 1)111 together aro understood lo

have tiie approval of flie Wnr Depnrtment nnd
to offer I re.'isonabl.r good metbod of propnrlng
for the Impendlfig .'onfliet. The Hull bill is not
nll lt flhould be. Unworthy Jealousles robbed lt
of half Its vlrtues, but it is not entirely vnlue-
less. If Congress cannot be Indnced to pfovido
for a regular army of 104,000 in tlme of war

then It should pass this bill mnklng the smaller
Increase !n tho regular force, and also iho bill
for organizing volunteers to work wlth them.
The volunteers are to keep thelr State orgnnlza-
tlon "so far as practlealile." Bnt the Hull blll
