“layse 1 —The state of war existing he-
tween Spain and the United States annuls the
Treaty of Peace and Amity of Octoher 27, 1705,

and the Protocol of January 12, 1877, and all |

other agreements, treatles or conventions in
force between the two countries.
Clause 2—From the publication of these

presents thirty days are granted to all ehips of
the United States anchored in our harbovs to
take their departure free of hindrance,

“Clause 3 —Notwithatanding that Spaln has
not adhered to the Declaration of Parls, the
Government, respecting the principles of the
1aw of natlons, proposes to obsarve, and herahy
crders to he ohserved, the following regulations
of maritime law:

NEUTRAL GOODS AND NEUTRAL FLAGS.

“First—Neutral flags cover the enemy’'s mer-
chandiss, except contraband of war.

“Sascond—Neutral merchandise, except contra-
band of war, {8 not selzable under the enemy's
flag

“Third—A blockade, to be obligatory, must be
effective, viz, it must be maintained with suf-
rlent force to prevent access to the enemy's
lirtoral.

‘Fourth—The Spanish Government, upholding
{ts right to grant letters of marque, will at pres-
ent confine itself to organizing, with the vessels
ot the mercantile marine, a force of auxiliary
cruisers, which will co-operate with the Navy,
aceording 1o the needa of the campalgn, and will
be under nave! control

“Fifth—In order to capture the enemy's ships
and econfiscate the enemy’'s merchandise and
contraband of war under whutever form, the
guxiliary crulsers will exercise the right of
search on the high seas and in the waters unler
the enemy’'s jurisdiction, in accordance with in-
ternational law, and the regulations,
be published."”

As soon as a landing s ef-
fected In Cuba at Matanzas or Sazua la Grande
anothet cable will be speedlly lald down from
Key West to malntaln communleation with the
land forcea, which will thus be kept in touch
with the entire fleet.

ON SAMPSON'S FLAGSHIP.

EXCITING ADVENTURES OF THE NEWs«
YORK BEFORE HAVANA.

THE FIRST SPANISH FIRING SEEN AND HEARD:
ON FRIDAY NIGHT—CAPTAIN CHADWICK'S
CONTEMPT FOR IT—LIVELY CHASE
AFTER THE PEDRO.

On Board the Flagship New-York, off Havans,
April 23.—-2:00 a. m.—Morr> Castle opened fire
on the fighting squadron of the United States ag
11 o'clock last night. About ten shots were sent
In the direction of our ships, but not one of them
took effect, and nn shots were fired In return.
The Spanfards had apparently seen the lights of
the New-York while the latter was glgnalling to
a ship of the squadron,

The firing wag reported by the officer of the
deck, Ensign J, R. Fdie, to Captein Chadwick,
who was asleep at the time, The yvoung officer
asked the captain In somewhat excited toneg
whether the New-York had not better discone
tinue signalling,
| UNe,” muttered Captain Chadwick, with the

utmost cooln=gs. “There i no necessity fop

etopplng the signals. Go ahead.”

A little later Captain Chadwick was on the
forward bridge, whence he watched the tongues
L of flame ghoot out from Morro Cestle, He
| klanced in the direction of the Spanish for-
tifications for a few seconds, and then turned
hig back on them In silent contempt and went
hack to his bed, perfectly certaln the Spaniards
could do no damage at five miles, which waa
then the approximate distance of the flagship
from Morro Castle,

SPANISH MARKSMANSHIP DERIDED.

Another officer said: “The Spaniards probey
abiy became nervous and deeided they could noff |
sleep without some fireworks. They can't hig
anything anyway.”

There was no excltement on board ths flags,
ship during Morro Castle's futlle attempt ag!
gunnery, The discipline was really splendid.
In fact, at this hour many people on board the
flagehip do nat know that Spain's first guns o'li
| war have been fired and that the New-York
was thelr target.

The United States erulser Cincinnat!, Captain,
', M. Chestor, reported to the flagship at mid-
night: "I have prizes.” It is therefore evident
that other ships besides the New-York have
hwen busy during the night. The extent or valus
of the captures made by the Cincinnatl {a not
kneawn at this writing.

Morro (astle light, which was burning brighte
I¥ all the evening, was put out at midnight
The Spaniards evidently reallzed, though rather
late, that the sole use of Morro light up to that
titne had been to serve as a gulde for tha flest
of the United States.

SAMPSON'S HUNTING PARTY.

The ecapture of the Spanish steamer Pedro
ard the incidents attending on the squadron's
appearance Lefore Havana, already reported
briefly in these dispatches, form an interesting
Initial chapter of the history of the war. About
4:50 p. m. vesterday, when Havana was fifteen
mniles distant, the squadron was signalled into
Lattle formatlon of double eolumn, the News-
York lsading the battle-ships end the Cincinnatl
leading the erulsers and gunboats. Just as the
evolution was completed the following signal
was hoisted on the flagship: “Disregard move-
ments of Commander-in-Chief.” Simultaneouss
1y, Captain Chadwick sent Chief Engineer C. J.
MeConneil this message: “Get up all the steam
you ean. A steamer has been sighted and the
Admiral wishes to capture her” A few mo-
ments later smokes was pouring from all three of
the New-York's funnels, and she stood away
to the southsast., The squadron, led by the
Towa, continued on its course, heading In &
southwesterly direction, The New-York was
snw tearing through the water at a rapidly in-
cpeasing speed and was fast leaving the squad-
ron In her rear.

Away In the distance, close under the mist-
covared hills of Cuba, midway between Havana
anid Matanzas, could be seen ‘he outlines of &
large stoamer heading to the eastward. Then
the old cry of “A chase!™ "A chase!" echoed
fore pnd aft, and the officers and crew of the
Neow-York gathered on her decks, eagerly
watching the flagsh!p churn through the blua
water, foaming white at her stern untll st~ was
malilinz about eightesn knots. “he Admiral
paeed the forward bridze as calmly as it watch-
ing a patato race.

SHIE RAN FOR SHALLOW WATER.

The New-York gained rapidly on the stranger
until, to the great delight of all on board the

It was only
meant as a warning shot, but the steel pro-
fectlle went ricocheting over the water, in dan-
gorous proximity to the fleeing merchantman,
The echo of the report had hardly died away
among Cuba’s hills when the Spaniard hove to.
About ten minutes later the New-York was near
tier. In the distance a few lonely-looking houses
cotld be seen on a wild-looking heach.

A prize erew, commanded by Lieutenant E B
Capehart and composed Of Assistant Engineer
Neall, four martnes and a boat's crew, all well
‘armed, were lowered over the side of the crulser,
and, amid exultant cheers from their comrades
on board the New-York, they pulled over ta the
Spaniard, which proved to be the Pedro, of Bik
bao, an excellent prize.

| ANOTHER {THASE AND AN APOLOGY,

Scarcely had the prize crew left the New-York
for their new command before a blank shot was
fired from a forward 4-inch gun of ths New-
York. This was a signal for a steamer to the
Cwestward to atop. The latter was scurrying

away as fast as wind and water would lst

her. Onece mora the New-York swiftly cut the

dark waters, and once more her four engines

thraobbed as if Impelled by the excitement of

the chase.
