GENERAL DEBATE BEGUN IN THE HOUSE.

STRONG AROUMENTS FOR FROMPT ACTION MADE
BY MESSRS, DINGLEY AND DOLLIVER—
AMENDMENTS TO BE OFFERED BY THE
WAYS AND MEANS COMMITTEBR
[BY TELEORAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
Washington, April 27.—The general debate on
the first tax hill to defray the expensca off the
Epanish-American war was opened in the House
of Representatives to-day in the presence of o
large and Imposing assemblage of spectators,
An unusually large proportion of the memhbera
wvere in their seate and the gallerles were erowd-
ed when Chalrman Dingley of the Commiitee on
Whays and Means arcse to address the House
1is exposition of the provisions of the bill
was as lucld and satisfactory as his explanations
of legislative mensures always are, and his ar-
guments and statements of fact showing the
fmportance and necessity of prompt and favor-
able actlon on the pending measure were cogent,
clear and convincing., Iie was interrupted a
numhber of times iy members of the munarity,
several of whom took the liberty to interfect
into his speach remarks which would have been
more properly, {f not profitably, reserved for
the five-minute debate. Mr. Dingley bore the
interruptions patiently and good-naturedly, and
took advantage of them to make several telling
points which he might otherwise have reserved

until a later stage of the debate.

Toward the end of his speech Mr. Dingley
turned his attent'sn to the several propositions
which the minsrity intends to offer as amend-
ments—the income tax, colnage of the so-called
seigniorage and various other rellcs of the free
sllver junkshop—and handled them without
gloves. This pertlon of the speech, as well as
the patriotic peroration. excited great enthusl-
asm and repeated and hearty applause on the
Republican alde.

ATTITUDE OF THE MINORITY STATED.

Mr. Balley, who opened the debate in behalf
of the minority, hegan with a protest against
allowing partizan considerations to welgh or
partisan prejudices to exhibit themselves In the
discussion of the pending measure, and then
went on to make them prominent. His tribute
10 the zeal and patriotism of members of all
parties In the existing crisis wna well deserved
except by some men who sit in Congress to-day.
One thing was noticeable throughout the speech,
and that was the recurrence so frequently that
it beeame monotonous of the pronoun “we 1
*We' will do thus and eo; “we' will not do
this ar that: “we” cannot ba led or driven by
patriotic impulse to consent to this or vote for
that. In a word, unless Mr. Balley was alto-
gether mistaken, “we”—the Democrats, Popu-
liste and Silver Republicans—are to vote as one

man for all the amendments proposed in the |
Committes on Ways and Means yesterday, and |

then vote against the bill itself unless the
amendments are adopted. Whiie the speech was
not the strongest in argument that has been
heard in the Hcruse on that side of the gques-
tion, It was dellvered with a fluency and an
amount of physical exertion which were im-
pressive, and it excited a gond deal of enthusl-
asm and applause among the membhers of the
coalition of which Mr, Balley s perhaps the
most prominent leader,

DOLLIVER'S TRIBEUTE TO THE PRESIDENT.

The speech of Mr. Dalltver, of Tnwa, who fol-
towed, was an unusually strong and eloquent
one even for him, and his broad, patriotic and
thoughtful treatment of the subjfect under con-
sideration offered a striking contrast to that
of the statesman who had preceded him. Mr.
Dolliver's dissection and characterization of the
various propositions advocated by Mr. Balley
were heartily enjoyed by the Republicans, and
his glowing tribute to the patriotism, modera-
tion, wisdom and statesmanship of President
McKinley was received with hearty and gen-
erous applause, not only on the floor, but by
many of the spectators in the galleries,

Mr. Bell, of Colorado, the Paopulist leader,
next spoke, and was followed by Mr. Sayers, of
Maxas, who eriticizsed the bill on account of the
large amount of money to be ralsed at this time
to. carry on the war. . It .was altogether too
large. in his opinion, in view of the fact that
Congress would reassemble In December, and
could make such further provision as might
then seem necessary after the war had been
gome months in progress. He declared, and
nobedy doubted, that he would vote for any
tax or anv amount of loan that might he neces-
gary to carry on the war: but he warned the
Houge not 1o make the amount so large that
a hig surplus would be left in the Treasury
after the war to tempt Congress to extrava-
gance in appropriatlona and the Adminlstra-
tion to prodigality? in expenditures.

AN IMPORTANT AMENDMENT

It {8 expected that the Committee on Ways
and Means will offer several amendmenis to
the bill en Friday. One provislon which has
given eonsiderable diffieulty s that relating
to the tax on telephone messages, which was
regarded as desirable and necessary }fh aceount
of the tax to be imposed on telegraphic dis-
patches. Mr. Tawney, of Minnesota, who is an
officer of a telephone company and haa some
practical knowledge of the telephone business,
drafted the provision now In the bill. but was
not thoroughly satisfied with it. and he has
prepared a4 new one which, it s undergtond, he
wiil offer with the sanction of the eommittes.
It is one of great importance and general in-
terext, and reads as follows

HARBOR REGULATIONS DISREGARDED.

ONLY GO0D LUCK HAS PREVENTED FEVERAL
VESSELS FIIOM BEING HLOWN UP,

Washington, April 27— Reports recelved hy Gen-
etal Wilson, Chisf of Engineers, show a reckless
disregard of the published regulations for the pro-
tection of shipping and the mines and torpedoes
recent!v located at the principal harbors on the
Alantie Coast These regulations, which were in-
tended as much for the safety of shipping aa for
the mines, prohllited vessels from enterlng or
leaving ports between sunset and sunrite, except
by speclal permission. Wherever possibie patrol-
Voats were statloned at the entrapces of harbors
ta warn vessels not to attempt to enter In the
night or in the daytime without proper guides.
These precautions have been disrogurded !n sey-
eral Instances, and the englneer officers express
aurprise that they were unattended by loss of life
or tha dostruction of properiy. The other day a
