Surgeon-Genera! Sternberg, of the Army, has
furnished to his superior officers a statement
showing that the number of deaths officially
recorded In the fifty-=six military hospitals in the
Isiand during the single vear 1847 aggregated
22534, a number far In excess of the entire
Regular Army of the United States. OF this total
hetween five and slx thousand eoldlers sue-
cumbed to vellow fever, move than six thousand
died from dysentery and enteritis, soven thou-
sand from ma'arial and other favers and two
skausand five hundred from smallpox. In addl-
ta thess, nearly thirty thousand were in-
aliGed home in transports, their health totally
destroved and their pitiable physical eondition
rendering them wholly unfit for military service
Nine-tenths of the reglstered deaths occurred
{n the summer monthe, and nearly all the men
espt back to Spain became incapacitated during
the same period.
