In th© beglnnlng of hls oplnion of yesterday. after

Btatlnf* the clalms of the eorrtractors, the Corpora¬
tlon Counsel renewed hla declaratlon that contract

lndebtednesa ahould eount the same hs bonded In-

debtednees In ascertainlng tba clty's debt llmlt. Aa

to contracta containlng a "pjuepensloo" clause, Mr.
Whalen declnres that. whlle they mlght be suspend-
ed when the debt llmlt waa ;,asseJ. they could not

be abandoned. and thereforo they must be counted
tn ascertainlng the elty'a debt llmlt. Then he turns

hla attantlon to contracta. llke thoae for rxcavatlon,
ln which the work ls to be pald for by unlta of
meaaurement. and hls advlce to the Controller la aa

followa:
It ls the element of uncertalnty and not of futu-

rlty. whleh, ln my oplnion. Justlftes you ln not
countinK them aa within th- ccnstttutional llmlt. lt

cannot be denled that at th* tlme of the making of

Buch contract some klnd of llablllty arisea on tho
part of tho clty, whether It be callvd an obligatlon
or a debt ls of very little Importance, but what ls o.

great Importance ls that the amount of the debt
can never be known. exeept aa the work progr.-sses.
To avold anv mtaconeeptlon. I wlll say thnt I do not

mean to hold that the obligatlon or debt ln such a

ra*- accruea from tlme to tlmo aa the quantltlea
aacertalned. On the eontrary. ln tbla as ln all other
oases. the llablllty accru.a at the tlme of the mak¬
ing of the contract. But. whUfl the m.-re fact of lla¬
blllty exlsta. the amount ls so Indeflnlte and uncer-
taln that It cannot b* aacertalned wlth any reason-

able certalnty. excent ns the work progrBBBBB, and
aa I have aald. untll the amount can be aac-Ttatnad
lt cannot be Included ln any computatlon of the
elty'a debt.
Further on ln the oplnion, Mr. Whalen says:

The aqueduet contracta for the CorneU P.im and
the Jerome Park ReBervolr are very good examplea
of contracts which. ln my oplnion. shouid bo ex-

cluded ln eomputlng th<- amount of th* clty debt
for the purpose. of ascertainlng whether or not tho
debt llmlt has been pasr=.*d. A more doubtful elnsa
of contracts and one which shouid not, ln my opln¬
ion. be excludei ln asc_.taJt.lng the debt llmlt. are

contracta whleh, although partly founJed upon estl¬
mated qriantltles and unlts of measurement. yet alao
are. ln part. baeed upon easliy ascertalnahlo qtian-
tltles as. for Instane*. for the construetlon of a

brldge. ln thls case there mlght be a dlfneulty ln
eomputlng beforehand the exravatlon a.id eronank-
jnent, but none whatever ln ascertainlng the amount
Of Iron or atone work which ls to go Into the brldge.
The eame ruling would apply to the caae of a vla-
duct. the largest part of lha cost of which mlght
ba the cost Ol metnl or stone ennstruotlon. In such
ca«e- ns these where th'*re ls doubt the contract
ahouid not be exeluded In ascertainlng the amount
of the debt.
John C. Sheehan. who haa the contract for the

vladutt extenalon of tho Rlversl le Drlve, which haa
been held up, wlll not be pleaaed by the flne dts-
tlnetion whleh excluilea from a computatlon of the

elty'a debt llmlt the contracts for exoavating reaer-

voirs and Includes the contracta for vladucts and
brldges; but the effect of lhe oplnion Is to redur.
eo greatly the prevloua eatimates of tha amounta by
which the elty'a debt llmlt waa derlared to have
"been passed that bonds to pay for the work on the
vladuct probably wl'l be lssued without further de-

kllllng of Gordon Whlte. a well-dlgger, by Rob¬
ert McMurrny, a leadlng planter cf thls county,
brlnga out the mysterloua llfe of the dead man.

Gordon appeared here about four years ago aeek-

lng the humblest klnd of employmont, and mak¬

ing a polnt never to go near a rallroad town.

He waa dlecovered to be a man of unlveralty
edueatlon, who had travelled the world over.

Occaslonally he reeelved lett*r** from Clnclnnatl
nnd St. i-roula, which furnleh the only clue to
his past. Hla llps were alwava r-ealed as to hla
prevloua llfe
He alwaya went armed and carrled wlth hlm

dynamlte. He threatened to blow up McMurray'B
house wlth the exploalve, and was ln the aet
of dolng ao when the own*r shot hlm dead.
