NOTHING LIKE THIS RAINY SEASON.
When thae ratn falls gentiy anywhers in the coun-
try it comes down in torrents at Camp Bianck. The
longer It rains the dorker the clouds grow and the
lower they hang, Sheets of water drive over the

fleld, finding their way inslde the dryeset structure
and penetrating the thickes: clothing. This Is the
kind of suffering the soldiers at Hempstead are

enduring for thelr couniry an a fleld many miles
from the cnemy. After thalr experiences at Hemp-
atead the ralny season in Cuba will have no tarrors
for them.
