HARVARD DOES BRAVE WORK., HUT 18
NO FACTOR IN THE CONTEST

A CHOFFY COURSE TRIES THE CTREWS. RI'T
THEY MARKE A FATR RECORD NEVER-
THELESE-TIME, it

New-London, Conn., June 28 (Special).—The
great Intercollegiate hoatracs over the four-mile
course of the Thames wae won Ly Cornell in a
manner which will long be remembersd hy
those who had assembied from all parts of the
eountry to wiitness tha conutest The doughty
soms of the great institutlon of learring which
restles on the hilitops above Cayupa's waters
gave an exhibition of sklll, endurance and ali-
round carsmanship which hkas no equsl in the
hlet of aquatic contests.
