Remnove the skins of fresh roasted peanuts, chop,
hut not too fine, and add an equal quantity of crisp
celery cut flne, Serva on tender young lettuce
lenves, with the following dressing: Two eggs, o
half-teaspoonful of salt, a half-teaspoonful of mus-
tard, four tablespoonfuls of melted butter and six

tablespoonfuls of vinegar., Beat the yolks of the
egEs, add the salt and mustard and continue to
heit: add slowly the butter and vinegar, cook In
a double betler unt!l the mixture thickens; remove
from the fire and add the whites of the egzs heaten
gtiff. When cold and ready to serve add one cupful
of whipped cream and pour & large spoonful over
the nuts and celery on each leaf of lettuce.

PEANUT BANDWICHES.
Stale hread, or that which {s at least twenty-four

hours ald, ia best for all sandwiches. Chop the pea-

The Woman's Conference of the Zthical Culture
Borlety (Red Cross Auxillary No. 2) entered yes-
terday on its ninth week of labor In hehalf of the
soldler at the front and his women folk at home.
A vislt to the soclety’'s workshops, No. 60 Madl-
son-ave., can scarcely fall to convinee the sceptical
that the war Is In one way a blessing In dlsgulse,
sines It s not only enabling many women, needy
and Ineompetent, to earn a lvelihood for the time
belng, but to acquire knowledge and skill that wiil
ussuredly serve them In the future,

|  How many herstofore colorless lives are meating
these days In the moclety's beehlve of Industry
turning-points of far-reaching effect I8 a secret of
! the future. Employment Is glven dally to some
elghty women. wives and chlldren of soldlers sent
to the soclety by the Soldlers’ and Sallors’ Familles®
Protectlve Assoclation. About forty are kept busy
sewing at the soclety rooms. while an equal num-
. ber take work to thelr homes. The work Is glven
| out 80 that the average earnings of each woman
f shall not exceed 33 a week., The weekly payroll is

Hospital beds are fitted out In all the essentiala
of hospital service in the nature of handages, sur-
gleal shirts and pajamas, and are made by the
women employed.

“that comes to us. If a manufacturer should ask
me for a dozen skilled operators, out of eighty
women 1 doubt if I could give him more than three
Last week we had a requisition for five hundred
handages for the regiments that went to Mantla.
Simple as was the sewing required, |t was dim-
cult to ind women who could do the work well.
Wa have to teach the greater part how to sew. The
majority. we find, were out of work hefore war
was declared, and It has been to them a blessing.
It 18 quite avident why they did not have work.
As quickly as a woman exhibits any skill we have
no diMeulty In securing her permanent employment.
Wa are In communteation with the Alllance Em-
ployment Bureau of the Waorking Girls' Socleties,
and through It we find many women places, 1 have
just got a letter asking for four girls for a fagtory
at $2 a week."
