¢avor. English friendship has been most help-
ful to them. Orn the other hand, the English
people have not heen called upon to make any
sacrifice of prineiple or polley in promoting
good feeling with Amoerica. They have heen
usefu! to America In a foreign crisls, and they
fave sirengthened thelr own position 4s a marl-
time Fower. When two natlons find out for
themsclves that when they are just, gentrous
and helpful to each other they have A common
ghare In the benefits of associntion and friend-
ship, a practieal basis for mutual service s és-
toblished Sentiment may have inspirad, but
